PAIX et SYNDICALISME

LES historiens inscriront a l'actif du
mouvement syndical, j'en suis absolument cer-
tain, la permanence de son action contre les ris-
ques de guerre. Ils souligneront, ce que déja
nous pouvons remarquer, qu'il a su l'adapter
aux circonstances et que les échecs n'ont jamais
pu abattre sa volonté de participer effectivement
a l'édification de la Paix en élaborant des me-
sures constructives et en apportant son appui
constant a tous les essais positifs tentés pour l'as-
seoir sur une base solide.

Je n'évoquerai qu'en quelques lignes [’idéalis-
me des fondateurs de la premiére Association
Internationale des travailleurs et la présence de
plusieurs de ses fondateurs aux Congrés de la
Paix qui se tinrent avant 1870. IllIs nous montre-
rent une route que nous n'avons jamais aban-
donnée ainsi qu'en témoignent les ardents ef-
Sorts des syndicalistes dressés unanimement en-
tre 1890 et 1914 contre l'impérialisme des gou-
vernements européens et leur égoiste politique
coloniale dénoncée avec tant d'éloquence par
Jean Jaurés et dont l'aboutissement fatal fut
["horrible massacre par lequel commenga ce que
Léon Blum appela « 'insomnie du Monde ».

L'écroulement de nos espérances ne nous fit
pas abimer dans le désespoir. Il nous incita a
méditer plus profondément sur les causes réelles
des conflits et nous conduisit, dés les premiers
mois de la guerre a l'adoption d’une nouvelle
politique. Nous la reliions a notre action précé-
dente en préconisant le désarmement général, si-
multané et contrélé., mais nous élargissions con-
sidérablement nos perspectives en mettant au
premier plan de nos préoccupations [’organisa-
tion de la Solidarité internationale. Nous avons,
Jje ne crains pas de le dire, été les plus fidéles et
les plus désintéressés défenseurs de la S. D. N.
Nous avons soutenu sans jamais faiblir les deux
piliers de sa construction : désarmement et sé-
curité collective, et, si sa faillite sortit de sa fai-
blesse, nous avons été de ceux qui firent tout
pour qu'elle fut forte. Mais le soutien que nous
avons apporté a cette Institution officielle, ne
nous a jamais fait renoncer a notre action auto-
nome, bien au contraire. Nous avons ravitaillé
en produits alimentaires et sanitaires les popu-
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lations autrichiennes et russes affamées, nous
avons agi efficacement pour la reconnaissance
du gouvernement de I'U.R.S.S. par la plupart des
Etats, nous avons obtenu, nous-mémes, le res-
pect de la liberté syndicale en Hongrie et nous
avons traduit par des actes notre solidarité avec
les victimes du fascisme italien, du nazisme al-
lemand et du franquisme espagnol.

Ces résultats furent obtenus grdce a l'indé-
pendance du mouvement syndical. Elle lui per-
mettait d'agir librement sur l'opinion publique,
puis, par son intermédiaire, sur les gouverne-
ments, et la course a l'abime de I'Europe ne jut
vraiment engagée que lorsque sur la moitié de
sa superficie, les véritables organisations ouvrie-
res furent réduites a l'impuissance et remplacées
par de prétendus Fronts du travail qui liaient
sur celui des travailleurs le joug de la servitu-
de.

Si seulement cette expérience avait servi de le-
¢on a ceux qui avaient déja, aprés 1918, voulu
livrer les syndicats a l'esprit de dictature ! Nous
aurions évité a I'humanité les tristes et cruelles

Né a Paris le 1 juillet 1879, M. Léon Jouhaux,
est élu en 1909 Secrétaire Général de la C.G.T,
Jfonction qu'il  remplit depuis cette date sans
interruption, jusqu'a la scission syndicale interve-
nue en décembre 1947.

Aprés la guerre 1914-1918. M. Léon Jouhaux
est nommé délégué de la France a la Commission
chargée de la rédaction de la Partie XII du
Traité de Paix, qui a posé les fondements de
l'Organisation  Internationale du  Travail. Il a
participé, en qualité de délégué des travailleurs
Jfrangais, a toutes les sessions de la Conférence
Internationale du Travail et a été membre du
Groupe  Quvrier et Vice-Président du  Conseil
d'Administration du B.I.T. depuis sa création.

En plus de son action a la téte de la C.G.T.
et, dans les organisations internationales de Ge-
neve, Léon Jouhaux a également participe active-
ment, avant la deuxieme guerre mondiale, au
mouvement syndical international.

ACROSS the street from the United Nations headquarters in

New York City stands a new twelve-story building of special

interest to non-governmental organizations. It is the Carnegie

Endowment International Center, constructed by the Carnegie

Endowment for International Peace for two specific purposes : to

stimulate activities designed to further world peace by providing

meeting facilities near the United Nations for organizations con-

cerned with human welfare and world affairs, and to promote inter-

organization cooperation by bringing together under one roof the

offices of a number of such organizations.

Altogether  thirty-eight  non-governmental  organizations  have

moved their headquarters or branch offices to the new building

The variety of the programs they are carrying on reflects a wide

diversity of interests and activities, but all of them have in common

a desire to improve the conditions of life — whether material or

spiritual. Some are national organizations operating only within the
United States. Representative of this group are the American Heritage
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Foundation, the Child Welfare League of
America, the Film Council of America and the
United Housing Foundation. The organization
occupying the largest amount of space in the
building — two floors — is the Community
Chests and Councils of America, a national
association of 1700 local citizen groups which
raise funds annually to support health, welfare
and recreational activities.

The main objective of the Carnegie Endow-
ment, however, was to gather together as many
organizations with international interests as
possible, and in this it has been highly succes-
ful. Eleven of the tenant organizations either
have consultative status with the Economic and
Social Council of the United Nations or are
affiliates of  international non-governmental
organizations having such status. Nine others,
though they are national organizations, have
programs which are largely international in
character.

— The Jane Addams Peace Association is
responsible for the educational program of the

Women's International League for Peace and
Freedom. Its offices in the International Cen-
ter bouse its observer and consultant to the

United Nations, and the Committee for World
Development and World Disarmament.

— The American Association for the United
Nations is a member of the World Federation
of United Nations Associations and carries on
a educational program to build an informed
public opinion in the United States in support
of the United Nations.

— The American Friends Service Commit-
tee maintains offices in the International Cen-
ter for its United Nations Program, which
relates the Committee's overseas relief and wel-
fare activities to those of the United Nations,
provides material for educational programs on
international affairs, and makes Quaker expe-
rience in welfare work and inter-group tensions
available to the United Nations.

— The Board of World Peace of the Metho-
dist Church cooperates with the National and
World Councils of Churches to develop a pro-
gram of education and action for peace in Me-
thodist Churches throughout the world.

— The Foreign Policy Association promotes
community organizations for education about
world affairs, assists them through a national
service center and regional offices, and advan-

ces public understanding of foreign policy pro-
blems through national programs and publica-
tions of a non-partisan character.

— The International Conference of Social
Works provides an international forum for the
discussion of social welfare and related issues,
and has consultative status with the United Na-
tions and some of its specialized agencies.

— The International Development Placement
Association screens, orients, places and some-
times trains qualified persons who are interested
in social and economic development work in
Asia, Africa and Latin America.

— The International Film Foundation pro-
duces and circulates documentary films in the
belief that documentaries of high quality can
help build better understanding among the
peoples of the world and improve human rela-
tions in all fields.

— International Social Service is a casework
agency which helps persons with family pro-
blems extending across national boundaries, by
sharing its knowledge of laws, resources and
procedures with local social welfare agencies.

— The Royal Institute of International Af-
fairs is primarily a research organization devo-
ted to the study of international affairs with its
main headquarters at Chatham House in Lon-
don. The New York Publications Office in the
International Center distributes in the United
States all published research findings, and serves
as a general center of information about the
organization.

— The World Medical Association effects liai-
son among doctors, provides a forum for the
discussion of international medical problems,
strives to raise standards of medical care, medi-
cal education and health throughout the world,
and represents the practising profession before
other international bodies.

— The World Veterans Fund is the sup-
porting body in the United States of the World
Veterans Federation, which has its headquarters
in Paris. Through 106 member organizations
with 16 million members in 20 countries, the
Federation works for world peace with freedom
through support of the United Nations and its
Declaration of Human Rights, and carries out
programs to improve rehabilitation, vocational
techniques and medical treatment for the war
disabled.
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One inter-governmental organization — the
International Labour Organization — has also
taken space in the building for its New York
Liaison Office, which represents the ILO at
meetings of United Nations organs and main-
tains relations with the United Nations Secre-
tariat.

The Carnegiec Endowment itself occupies the
entire eleventh floor, where, in addition to staff
offices and conference rooms, there is a Refe-
rence and Information Service with a large col-
periodicals

lection of
and over 5,000 books g
on international af-
fairs. On the twelfth
floor, the Endowment
ment has a terrace-
lounge which is used
for meetings of va-
rious kinds.

On the ground floor

there is an Informa-
tion Center for the
United Nations where
visitors may  obtain
official United Na-
tions publications,

posters and flag sets
and use the extensive

reference and  re-
search file. The In-
formation Center is

an unofficial service sponsored by the Women
United for the United Nations and staffed al-
most entirely by women volunteers.

Although the Endowment has taken the initia-
tive in constructing and developing the concept
of the International Center, it has not, of course,
assumed any responsibility for the activities of
the organizations gathered together under its
roof, and its relationship to them is, in a legal
sense, that of landlord to tenant. Quite naturally,
however, efforts have been made on both sides
to establish an atmosphere of friendly coopera-
tion. For example, one afternoon was set aside
last September for an Open House, so that the
more than 800 people working in the building
could visit with each other and become better
acquainted with the personnel and programs of
agencies other than their own. There will in-
evitably be a continuous exchange of informa-
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tion and ideas among the tenant organizations,
with the United Nations staff and delegations
across the street and with the visitors who come
on international business to this increasingly
international section of New York, which can-
not help but increase the effectiveness of all
concerned. This, at least, was one of the premises
on which the Carnegie Endowment took the
decision to construct the International Center.
The second premise, which was mentioned at
the beginning of this article, was that a need
existed for meeting

 facilities near the
United Nations whe-
re people might come
together to discuss
world  problems and
seek to find ways of
promoting internatio-
nal peace. Already it
has become clear that
this premise, too, was
sound.

During the six
months since the buil-
ding opened, the mee-
ting rooms on the se-
cond floor, which is
the heart of the In-
ternational Center,
have been the locale
for a wide variety of
interesting and stimulating programs — some
sponsored by the Carnegie Endowment itself,
but many more put on quite independently by
groups which have quickly taken advantage of
the availability of new facilities in an inter-
national setting. The part of the second floor
which has been set aside for activities of this
kind consists of an adaptable arrangement of
comfortable rooms decorated in modern style.
There are two large lounges, which can easily
be converted into lecture halls or exhibition
space, and an auditorium, which is usable also
as a banquet or reception hall. In addition,
there are two smaller conference rooms for semi-
nars, small meetings or luncheons and dinners.
In view of the expected international character
of many of the meetings, the recording and
broadcasting booth off the auditorium is equip-
ped for simultaneous interpretation. Finally, a



service pantry with modern kitchen facilities can
serve any one of these rooms.

Perhaps some examples of activities in the
second floor meeting rooms will give a picture
of their use. In June, only a few days after the
building opened, 35 foreign lecturers and re-
searchers in the United States on Fulbright
awards met with 25 American scholars to ex-
plore purposes and trends in college and univer-
sity education and to develop a better under-
standing of the common elements and differen-
ces among universities in various parts of the
world. In September, New York University held
its Fifth Annual Review of United Nations Af-
fairs in the Center. In October, there was a
Conference of Leaders of Institutes of Interna-
tional Affairs from 19 countries, who convened
under the sponsorship of the Carnegie Endow-
ment, the Foreign Policy Association, the Wood-
row Wilson Foundation and the World Peace
Foundation to consider the evolution of the
United Nations and the outstanding issues of
research and study in this area, to appraise the

forces that shape foreign policy and examine
problems of mutual concern relating to the
operation and role of Institutes. During the

two-week conference, the delegates paid frequent
visits to the United Nations and, in turn, offi-
cials of the United Nations sat in on some of
the sessions, bringing to the discussions their
special knowledge and experience.

There have also been conferences on Asian
problems, on economic growth throughout the
world, on student travel, on information about
the United Nations, and on ways of bringing
about a better understanding, in the United
States, of Central and South American peoples.
One evening last fall, "America's Town Meeting
of the Air" was broadcast from the Internatio-
nal Center; a panel consisting of Ralph. E.
Flanders. Republican Senator from Vermont,
Joseph E. Johnson, President of the Carnegie
Endowment, and R. W. G. MacKay, former La-
bour Member of Parliament discussed "Disar-
mament : How and When ? "

Of a somewhat different nature were two un-
usual exhibitions. The first, which went on for
about a month last fall, was a Philippine Cul-
tural Exhibition featuring paintings, handicrafts,
folk music and dancing, as well as films and
lectures on the life of the Filipinos. Over 4,500
persons came to see the Exhibition, which was
sponsored by the Philippine Mission to the

United Nations in cooperation with the Philip-
pine Art Gallery and Filipino artists in New
York. Recently, in January, the Gold Coast Stu-
dent's Association of the United States and Ca-
nada sponsored an exhibition of the art and
culture of the Gold Coast. Many of the artistic
and religious objects on display were brought
to the United States for the first time expressly
for this occasion. The students themselves tou-
red visitors through the exhibition, explaining
the background and significance of the different
items and describing the social and economic
conditions of life in the Gold Coast.

In the coming months an equally impressive
array of programs are already scheduled, in-
cluding : a three-day conference on world dis-
armament; a women's United Nations seminar
at which political problems, technical assistance
and Charter review will be considered; a one-
day International Fair consisting of exhibits,
conferences, receptions and other activities; and
the first showing of a series of panels illustrating
the theme of the Columbia University Bicen-
tennial — « Man's Right to Knowledge and the
Free Use Thereof' — which will subsequently
be shown in Europe and other continents under
the auspices of the United States Information
Service.

These are merely random samplings selected
to demonstrate the uses to which the meeting
facilities in the International Center are being
put during the first year of operation. For the
present, the Endowment is proceeding on a
somewhat experimental basis and, rather than
assuming direction of any activities on the se-
cond floor except those it puts on itself, is
instead acting as '"booking agent" and making
the rooms available at nominal cost to non-
profit organizations.

Those who are familiar with the forty-three-
year history of the Carnegie Endowment for
International Peace will see that this new enter-
prise is both a logical continuation of long-
standing interests and a venture into new and
untried realms. Established by Andrew Carnegie
shortly before World War I, the Endowment
has consistently sponsored and supported pro-
jects which seemed to hold out the promise of
achieving his objective, that is. in his words,
to "hasten the abolition of international war,
the foulest blot upon our civilization". From the
beginning, the Endowment has sought to in-
crease knowledge and understanding of the cau-
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ses of war and to encourage alternative methods
of settling disputes between nations.

After the First World War, the Endowment's
program emphasized research into the economic
and social consequences of the war, the deve-
lopment of international law, the exchange of
scholars and teachers, the distribution of books
and other informational and analytical material
on international relations and the improvement
of education about world affairs. At this time,
the Endowment was both a fund-granting and
an operational organization. In the support it
gave to many other groups with objectives simi-
lar to its own was foreshadowed the concept of
bringing together a number of non-governmen-
tal organizations in the International Center.
In its European Center, which has occupied a
large house on the Left Bank of Paris, the En-
dowment carried on an active program of lec-
tures, receptions, conferences and meetings of
many kinds.

During the Second World War, the conviction
grew in the United States that a new interna-
tional organization must be created dedicated
to peace — and that this country must take a
leading role in its establishment. The trustees
and staff of the Endowment not only shared
this view but actively stimulated thinking on
this subject in the United States through publi-
cations, through radio programs and through
consultations with statesmen and scholars. It is
quite natural, therefore, that the Endowment
has given continued support to the United Na-
tions since 1945 — not in an uncritical sense,
but as a major instrument for the prevention
of war, which can grow in strength and stature
as the people of the world learn its potentiali-
ties and weaknesses and adapt it to their needs.
The publications of the Endowment have
reflected special interest in the United Nations
for the last eight years. The periodical Interna-
tional Conciliation has increasingly emphasized
the problems and work of the United Nations
as a list of a few recent titles will show : "The
United Nations and Human Rights" (March
1953); "The Refugee and the United Nations"
(June 1953) : "Issues Before the Eighth General
Assembly" (September 1953) ; "Korea : Collec-
tive Measures Against Aggression" (October

1953); "The World's Civil Service" (January
1954). Two separate series of publications have
been devoted to the United Nations : the United
Nations Studies series and the United Nations
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Action series. The first has gone into certain
key questions such as the budget, coordination
of economic and social activities, the consulta-
tive arrangements for non-governmental organi-
zations under Article 71, and the political role
of the General Assembly. The second includes
case studies of the handling of disputes, such as
the disposition of the Italian colonies and the
Iranian case of 1946.

Another major Endowment program related to
the United Nations is the current study of na-
tional policies and attitudes toward the United
Nations in cooperation with a number of un-
official national institutions in various countries.
By the time this project has been completed
sometime in 1955, the Endowment expects to
publish a series of volumes prepared by study
groups in over 20 participating countries, ana-
lyzing each country's record of participation
in the United Nations and, in the light of an
evaluation of that experience, appraising desi-
rable lines of evolution including future rela-
tionships between the country and the United
Nations. It is hoped that these studies may prove
useful both in promoting more effective and
more rational participation in the United Na-
tions by member states and in connection with
the General Assembly's consideration in 1955
of possible review of the United Nations Char-
ter. At the least, there will be available a unique
record of these countries' participation in the
United Nations and the evolution of their thin-
king about the world organization in response
to its effect on them and their effect on it.

The new Carnegie Endowment International
Center is the most tangible evidence of the En-
dowment's friendly interest in the United Na-
tions. Though from a practical point of view-
there may have seemed to be some risk in
constructing the first private building in an area
on the east side of New York undeveloped
except for the United Nations buildings, subse-
quent events have shown that it was a wise
and foresighted decision. The building is already
a "busy" building. As the President of the En-
dowment recently phrased it, the atmosphere
is not that of a Grand Hotel, but it does reflect
the fact that the Center is planned and used
for conferences and special programs which
make it a focal point for organizations and in-
dividuals from every part of the free world,
who come together to exchange ideas and infor-
mation relating to their mutual goals.



The International Bureau

for the Suppression of the Traffic in Persons

The development of the International Bureau
is the fruit of a vision. It was the conception
of that great English journalist William Stead,
who, in 1885, in order to convince sceptics that
it was possible, even in England, to procure and
dispose of minor girls for purposes of prostitu-
tion, committed a technical offence for which
he was convicted and sentenced. His self-sacri-
ficing effort served to focus public opinion on
the glaring evil that existed.

The man of the vision, namely William Alex-
ander Coote, paid personal tribute to Stead as
the chief founder of the National Vigilance As-
sociation, the parent organization of the Inter-
national Bureau. M. Coote was largely instru-
mental in the foundation of the N.V.A. in 1885,
and became its first secretary. Through his ef-
forts much progress was made in what was then
called "Social Purity Work".

Public conscience had been stirred by the vi-
gorous public speeches of a courageous wo-
man. Josephine Butler. Low standards of pu-
blic entertainment were attacked and attempts
made to secure adequate protection for women
and children against exploitation. Rescue and
Medical Homes were set up and special efforts
directed to the tracking down of White Slave
traffickers, the safeguarding of women and girls
when travelling, and the elimination of State
regulation of vice and maisons de tolerance,

The piecemeal nature of this work, it was
realised, was largely futile, and in 1898, Wil-
liam Alexander Coote, meditating on the diffi-
culties, received what he unhesitatingly descri-
bed as a '"vision from God". He was told to
visit the great capitals of Europe and there
arouse public opinion against the existent evils.
and to seek the sympathy and cooperation of
leading citizens in a grand crusade to stamp

them out; to aim at the formation of national
councils in foreign countries, and to work out
an international agreement of uniform policy.

Mr Coote's belief in his "vision" was streng-
thened by an unexpected gift of £ 200. This
enabled him, the nineteenth century prophet,
to set out on a tour that embraced the whole of
Europe, Egypt, the United States of America,
South Africa and the Argentine. Despite the
fact that Mr Coote spoke no language other
than English, his zeal was so contagious and
his advocacy so sure, that he succeeded in secu-
ring the formation of councils in many of the
countries he visited and, in 1899. a mass con-
gress was held comprising representatives from
most European countries and of no less than
forty-eight  British  Associations and Church
groups who sympathised with its aims.

Miss Josephine Butler was one of the princi-
pal speakers and represented the Society for the
Abolition of State regulation of vice.

The Congress was a huge success; nations and
public bodies were enthusiastic in their support,
and messages of sympathy with its objects were
received from many prominent personalities all
over Europe.

Resolutions passed at this Congress were the
blue prints of the Constitution adhered to to-
day, and the original records of them are treasu-
red archives of the British Vigilance Associa-
tion at its headquarters in London. Briefly the-
se resolutions were :

1) National Committees shall be formed, with
power to alter their own constitutions.
2) The Congress constitutes an international

committee consisting of two representatives
from each national committee.
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3) A Bureau shall be set up consisting of En-
glish  representatives and  delegates  from
other countries.

Provision was made for further congressional
meetings and for the maintenance of contact
between the associated bodies and nations, by
correspondence.

Thenceforward numerous congresses were
held at Frankfort, Paris, Vienna, Madrid, Brus-
sels and in London. The most recent was that
in London in 1949.

It is to be observed that right from the begin-
ning France had taken an important part in the
movement, largely owing to the initiative of
senateur Beranger. This led, in 1902, to ano-
ther important step in the crusade; the French
government agreed to call an official conferen-
ce. It was described by Mr Coote as being most
"successful, statesmanlike in its deliberations:
practical and far-reaching in its decisions '.

From this conference emerged the first inter-
national agreement against the "White Slave
Traffic", which was signed in Paris in 1904 by
sixteen countries. A new Convention followed
which was also signed in Paris in 1910. These
two conventions were supplemented by the Lea-
gue of Nations in the conventions of 1921 and
1933.

In 1937 a draft of the Fifth Convention was
prepared, and owed much to the painstaking
efforts of Mr Solomon Cohen, General Secretary
of the Jewish Association for the protection of
girls, women and children, and a member of
the Bureau. He died in 1942. Mr Cohen was
rapporteur during the sittings of the Commis-
sion. It was hoped by this convention to cover
certain gaps that had been left in former con-
ventions by protecting persons of full age and
of either sex against procuration for profit, even
if they consent and are not taken abroad,
and also against any other form of exploitation.

As a result of this draft convention, the As-
sembly of the League of Nations passed a favou-
rable resolution in September 1938, and recom-
mended the convening of a conference in 1940.
This hope was disappointed by the outbreak of
World War II.

The Convention of 1949 on the suppression
of the traffic was opened by the United Nations
in 1950 to all States for signature and accep-
tance, and having come into force in 1951, has
now been signed by twelve States.
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The Bureau realised the need for a central
authority in each country that should be res-
ponsible for the co-ordination of information
concerning the traffic. Stress was laid on the
importance of keeping ports and ail centres un-
der observation for the detection of traffickers,
and of caring for the rehabilitation of the un-
fortunate victims of this criminal exploitation.

The necessity for a closer supervision, in ma-
ny countries, over employment agency methods
was also emphasized. Importance was also laid
on the inclusion of punitive clauses against third
parties in the laws promulgated by contracting
countries and of the imperative need for imme-
diate enactment.

As regards sea and rail terminal surveillance,
this public duty received attention of the Inter-
national Bureau and its work in this connection
was appreciated by the government. This phase
of the work was eventually fused with that of
the «Traveller's Aid Society», and has been
maintained up to the current year. An Advi-
sory Bureau still operates.

In 1913, the British Home Office instructed
all Magistrates in the London area that when-
ever foreign prostitutes appeared before them,
the cases were to be referred to the Bureau for
enquiries with a view to the repatriation of the
individuals. Women workers visited the girls
in prison, and sometimes escorted them, on re-
lease, to their home countries, often in co-ope-
ration with the appropriate national committee.

The Bureau recommendations for a more ef-
fective control of registry offices were adopted
in London and speedily brought into operation
in eleven other areas of England.

Much had been achieved under the aegis of
the League of Nations, unfortunately no advi-
sory committee has been set up by the United
Nations, such as had been created by the League
of Nations, to keep the subject continually be-
fore the Council and Assembly, and it took
time before the advocacy of the International
Bureau could be brought to bear on the newly
constituted United Nations Organization, and
persuade it to assume full responsibility for the
problem of the traffic in persons.

However, in 1949, when the International
Burecau was accorded '"consultative status" by
the United Nations Organizations, a revised draft
of the Fifth Convention, referred to above, was
issued and led to the signing of the new Con-



vention in New York. As formulated this was
not a perfect instrument, but the International
Bureau delegates, headed by Dame Rachel
Crowdy. who attended the session, made stre-
nuous and successful representations for the
modification of some of the imperfectly phrased
clauses. Our gratitude is due to Dame Rachel
for her indefatigable efforts in this cause.

The work of the Bureau still goes on with
unabated vigour. It strives to break down the
apathy of governments and to stimulatic public
conscience to demand the eradication of this
great evil.

It encourages by persuasion to secure the
passage of legislation that shall have the backing
of an informed public opinion, and endeavours
to ensure that the laws shall not only be pas-
sed, but implemented.

The Bureau has travelled a long and difficult
road, beset with many hindrances, born of igno-
rance, misconception and official indifference,
but it cannot stay its endeavours in a world

wherein there are still twenty-eight States that
tolerate the pernicious system of '"regulated
brothels", and in an epoch when authenticated
reports are received of a persistent traffic to
refill brothels that have been depleted as death,
disease, or outcasting has carried off their for-
mer victims of lustful passion.

The International Bureau still has the crusa-
ding spirit; it has the energy and expert know-
ledge that is available to advise governments,
or public bodies, that are resolute in a deter-
mination to rid the world of this criminal and
immoral scourge.

Like all other voluntary organizations, wor-
king for human betterment, the Bureau depends
upon and needs enhanced financial support for
the continued successful prosecution of its acti-
vities.

We learned with great sorrow that Miss Pot-
ter died unexpectedly few weeks after having
written this paper.

The Commission on the Status of
Woman at its seventh session, having
been informed of the delay in the
admission to the United States of the
representative of a non-governmental

organization in  consultative status
who wished to attend the session,
adopted a resolution (E/2386) call-

ing the attention of the Council to
the situation and asking it to examine
the question at its fifteenth session,
which was then in progress. Accor-
dingly, the Council decided to add
to its agenda the item "admission of

The representative of the United
States of America informed the

The Le-
gal Department of the United Na-
tions presented a memorandum

(E/2397) stating that the right of

transit to Headquarters had not been
the subject of the reservation and
noting that article 21 of the Agree-
ment provided for negotiations and,
if necessary, arbitration in disputes
concerning the application of the
Agreement. The United States Go-
vernment and the Secretary-General
then entered into negotiations. Since
the negotiations had not been con-
cluded at the close of the session,
the Council decided to include on
the agenda of its sixteenth session the

Conférence of Ministers of Transport

A Protocol organizing a European
Conference of Ministers of Trans-
port was drawn up at a meeting
hold in Brussels from 12th to 17th
October. The purposes of the Con-
ference are defined as follows :

1) to lake whatever measures may
be necessary to achieve, at general
or regional level, the maximum use
and most rational development of
European inland transport of inter-
national importance;

2) to co-ordinate and promote the
activities of international organiza-
tions concerned with European in-
land transport, taking into account
the work of supranational authori-
ties in the field.

The members of the Conference
will be the Contracting Parties to
the Protocol. There will be a Coun-
cil of Ministers, composed of those
Ministers who are responsible for
inland transport in their own Go-
vernments, and a Committee of De-
puties one deputy for each Minis-
ter. The administrative seat of the
Conference will be in Paris and the
secretariat will be administratively
integrated with that of the Organi-
zation for European Economic Co-
operation (OEEC). Provision is made
for establishing relations with any
inter-governmental or non-govern-
mental organization concerned with
European inland transport. In parti-
cular, it is recognized that there
should be close consultation with
OEEC.

General Council at Geneva in 1948.
and of the Executive Committee
at Basel in 1951, the 17th General

Council of the Alliance of Reformed

The program is being built around
the general theme "The witness of
of the Reformed Churches in the
World Today». Each day's schedule
at the Princeton meeting will include
a morning Bible hour, a plenary
session with business and addresses,
a mid-day address, study section mee-
tings; an evening general service open
to the public, and closing evening
prayers. One of the most important
tasks before the Alliance during the
current months is the work of the
small groups being appointed to car-
ry forward and put into writing stu-

dies of the five sub-themes to be
considered at Princeton in study sec-
tions. Each group will be concerned
with one of the following sub-the-
mes : 1) the Reformed Churches and
the Ecumenical Movement 2 ) the
outreach of the Church-Evangelism,
Missions, Education, Culture; 3) the
several ministries in the Church; 4)
the Church's freedom and responsibi-
lity in relation to the state and socie-
ty; 5) renewal of the Church's inner
life. At the 17th General Council
there will be a section for each sub-
theme. Delegates will be divided
evenly among the sections which
meet daily during the first week for
study and discussion. Before ad-
journment each section will report
its findings in a written document
to the entire Council, for possible
transmission to the Churches.

If all the Churches should send
their full quotas, the delegates will
be distributed as follows United
States and Canada : 149.

The Fifth International Congress on
Mental Health, which is to be held
at the University of Toronto, from
August 14-21.

Child Welfare

Summoned by the International
Union for Child Welfare, a World
child welfare congress will be held
from 30 August to 4 September 1954,
in Zagreb.

Under the general title « Some as-
pects of Child Welfare in Relation to
the Family", the Congress will discuss
bow to safeguard the values of the
child's home life when he has to
leave it for reasons of his health or
education, or when the home envi-
ronment is such that it fails to fulfil
its task in a satisfactory manner.

In the plenary sessions addresses
by experts will be given on the basic
principles which — in the light of
our present-day knowledge in the
fields of psychology, pediatrics and
sociology — should guide all inter-
ventions affecting the relations
between children and parents. They
will also draw attention to the pro-
blems that may arise by the applica-
tion of these principles.

The Congress will split up for the
discussions into four Sections. Sec-
tion I will deal with the role of the
statutory and voluntary child welfare
agencies in relation to the family and

their co-operation with it, measures
designed to help the parents in
bringing up their children, parent

education and related topics. Section
II will cover the child separated
from his family for reasons of health
or education, e. g. sick, handicapped
or maladjusted children. Section III
will examine the child's problems in

the home that is wanting in some
way — either because of the death,
divorce or irregular union of the
parents, or because they are inca-

pable of bringing up the child pro-
perly or because they exploit the
child. Lastly, Section IV will examine
the problem of family relationships
in exceptional circumstances, relief
actions in times of calamity, war,
etc., the temporary accommodation
and resettlement of refugee families.
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and the emigration of children and
adolescents without their families.

The International Union for Child
Welfare is a federation of national
and international organizations. Its
membership is now 63 in 38 coun-
tries. The congress is quadriennal.
Besides representatives of organiza-
tions, individuals in their personal
capacity may participate in the con-
gress as observers.

Ophthalmology
In accordance with the decision

of the International Council of Oph-
thalmology, the XVII International
Congress of Ophthalmology will take
place in September 1954, in Montreal
and in New York. The sessions in
Montreal will be held on Septem-
ber 9 to 11, those in New York Sep-
tember 12 to 17. These sessions are
but different assemblies of one Con-
gress and plans are being constructed
by a joint committee of Canadian and
American ophthalmologists. The ad-
ministrative languages of the con-
gress are English, French and
Spanish.

The XVII International Congress
will be the second such meeting to
be held in the US, the previous one
being the V Congress which con-
vened in New York in 1876. The Ist
Congress took place in Brussels in
1857; the last one was held in Lon-
don in 1950.

The formal opening ceremony will
take place September 10. at the Uni-
versity of Montreal. At this ceremo-
ny, the Gonin Medal will be pre-
sented to Sir Steward Duke-Elder.
Besides open scientific assemblies,
meetings of the International Council
of Ophthalmology and of the Inter-
national  Organization against Tra-
choma have been arranged during
the Montreal session.

Registration in  New York will
hegin on September 12, at the head-
quarters hotel, the Waldorf-Astoria.
Scientific  sessions  will be  held
each day. Each presentation of the
official subjects, chosen by the In-
ternational Council, will be followed
by further discussion. Each afternoon

there will be a program of televised
surgical clinics as well as a presen-
tation of films dealing with various
phases of the specialty. The depart-
ments of ophthalmology of many
New  York hospitals and  medi-
cal schools are cooperating with the
congress and will present operative
and non-operative clinics each day.
