PROBLEMES   D'ORGANISATION

L'INTERPRETATION
Les trois modes d'interprétation

1. L'interprétation simultanée par fil ou sans fil.
C'est le mode le plus répandu et le plus ra-

pide. Installé dans une cabine, l'interprète écoute
le discours original et le traduit au fur et à me-

sure. Les délégués suivent la traduction à l'aide
d'écouteurs, un sélecteur leur permettant de choi-
sir la langue qu'ils désirent entendre.
2. L'interprétation simultanée par chuchotage.

Pendant que l'orateur parle, l'interprète chu-
chote la traduction du discours à un, deux ou
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trois  délégués  auprès  desquels  il  se  trouve.  Ce
mode  d'interprétation  est  employé  soit  dans  des
réunions  restreintes,  soit  pour  assister  une  petite
délégation  ne  comprenant  pas  les  langues  offi-
cielles du congrès.

3. L'interprétation   consécutive.

L'interprète  se  trouve  généralement  à  la  tri-
bune des orateurs.  Pendant l'exposé,  l'interprète
prend  des  notes,  en  utilisant  un  Code  spécial.
Dès que l'orateur a terminé, l'interprète repro-
duit  ou résume le discours dans la  langue dé-
sirée. Ce mode d'interprétation est beaucoup plus
lent  que  les  précédents  et  est  fortement  à  dé-
conseiller  si  le  congrès  emploie  plus  de  deux
langues de travail.

Les interprètes

La  profession  d'interprète  de  conférence  est
l'une des plus difficiles. Non seulement, elle ré-
clame  des  connaissances  linguistiques  étendues,
une très vaste culture générale et la manipula-
tion  expérimentée  d'un  appareillage  complexe,
mais aussi et surtout un véritable don compara-
ble  à  celui  du  musicien  virtuose.  En  1960,  il
existait  —  pour le monde entier  — 300  à  350
interprètes de conférence qualifiés.

On  ne  s'improvise  donc  pas  interprète,  même
si l'on connaît très bien une langue étrangère.

Ne recourez donc à des interprètes bénévoles,
non  qualifiés,  que  pour  des  rencontres  d'amis
prêts à excuser les erreurs, les approximations,...
les silences et les incidents. Notre longue expé-
rience nous autorise à vous donner ce conseil.

Rémunération des interprètes

L'organisateur  paie  directement  les  interprètes
qu'il engage. En raison de leur petit nombre et
de leur haute qualification, les interprètes récla-
ment des honoraires élevés, calculés en dollars
US, selon un barème valable pour le monde en-
tier.

Les  rémunérations  comprennent  les  honorai-
res,  les frais  et  indemnités  de  déplacement en
première classe, et les frais de séjour.

Dans  le  budget  d'un  congrès,  la  rémunération
des  interprètes  constitue  presque  toujours  le
poste le plus important.

Engagement des interprètes
L'engagement se fait par contrat à passer soit

avec  chaque  interprète  individuellement,  soit
avec  un  bureau  d'interprétation  qui  coordonne
et dirige toutes les opérations avant et pendant
le congrès, moyennant une légère indemnité sup-
plémentaire.

Avant de négocier l'engagement des interprè-
tes, il importe de déterminer exactement le dé-
roulement du congrès, eu particulier le jour, le
nombre et les heures des assemblées plénières et
des séances de commissions.

Pour réduire les frais, autant que possible, les
bons  bureaux  d'interprétation  coordonnent  très
étroitement le travail des interprètes. Aussi, dès
que le congrès a commencé, tout changement de
programme peut entraîner des conséquences gra-
ves,  parfois  difficilement prévisibles par  les or-
ganisateurs.
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L'organisateur  d'un  congres  a  lout  avantage
à  engager  les  interprètes  aussi  tôt  que  possible.
D'abord  parce  qu'il  sera  ainsi  sûr  d'être  servi  :
il  suffit,  en  effet,  que  les  dates  de  plusieurs  ren-
contres  internationales  importantes  coïncident,
pour  que  le  marché  des  interprètes  se  rétrécisse
considérablement.  Ensuite  parce  qu'en  prenant
tôt  sa  décision,  l'organisateur  pourra  disposer
d'interprètes  qui  résident  près  du  lieu  du  con-
grès, ce qui réduit les frais de déplacement.

Documentation des interprètes
Si  rompus  soient-ils  à  une  véritable  acrobatie

linguistique,  les  interprètes  ne  peuvent  connaître
tous  les  termes  techniques.  D'autant  plus  que
les  congrès  ont  souvent  pour  but  principal  de
confronter les résultats des dernières découvertes.

Mieux  l'interprète  ou  le  bureau  d'interpréta-
tion  est  documenté  avant  le  congrès,  mieux  il
pourra vous servir.

LES TRADUCTIONS ECRITES
Si  la  traduction  écrite  des  rapports  et  des

autres documents du congrès pose des problèmes
moins  difficiles  que  l'interprétation,  elle  n'en
mérite pas moins toute l'attention de l'organisa-
teur.

Les  Chambres  Nationales  de  Traducteurs  dé-
terminent, pour chaque pays, un barème de base
selon les langues et  selon le  degré de difficulté
des textes (ordinaires, littéraires, techniques).

Généralement,  une  traduction  se  compte  à  la
ligne dactylographiée de 60 espacements.

Dans les grands organismes internationaux, le
traducteur  ne  traduit  jamais  que  de  la  langue
étrangère vers sa langue maternelle. Ce système
offre  le  maximum de  garantie  et  il  est  bon  de
s'en inspirer.

CONCLUSION
Ces  notes  générales  n'ont  nullement  la  préten-

tion  d'avoir  épuisé  les  problèmes  de  l'interpré-
tation et de la traduction.

Chaque  congrès  constitue  d'ailleurs  un  cas  par-
ticulier qu'il faut étudier spécialement.

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CONGRESS    ORGANIZATION
Hidden  away  in  one  of  the  recent  United

Nations  publications  we  have  found  some
pertinent  thoughts  on  that  perennial  concern
of  ours,  the  science  of  international  congress
management.  The  following  paragraphs  have
been  extracted  from the  report  prepared  by  the
Interim  Co-ordinating  Committee  for  Inter-
national  Commodity  Arrangements  for  the  32nd
session  of  the  Economic  and  Social  Council
(Doc E/3508, 2 June 1961).
23.  A  conference  usually  involves  difficult  ne-
gotiations  and  much  depends  on  the  Chairman.
The  election  as  Chairman  of  commodity  con-
ferences  of  an  independent  person,  that  is,  a
person not  a  member  of  a  delegation participat-
ing  in  the  conference,  has  occurred  frequently
in  recent  years.  Such  persons  have  sometimes
been  the  Chairmen  of  existing  councils.  The
Committee  feels,  that  in  appropriate  cases  there
is merit in having an independent Chairman.
24.  For  conferences  convened  by  the  United
Nations  the  responsibility  for  providing  the
secretariat  rests  with  the  Secretary-General.  In
addition  to  providing  the  services  of  a  variety
of  officers  (including  economic,  legal,  adminis-
trative  and  language  specialists)  the  Secretary-
General  has  usually  made  arrangements  for  the
secretariat  of  the  conference  to  include  officers
from  the  appropriate  commodity  group  or
council and, when appropriate, from the FAO.
25.  At  the  outset  of  each  conference  opportun-
ity  is  usually  given  to  each  delegation  to  make
statements  for  publication.  The  conference
then  normally  establishes  an  executive  commit-
tee  consisting  of  all  delegations  :  this  enables
negotiation  to  proceed  in  closed  session.
Specialized  committees  are  usually  set  up  and
delegations  are  represented  at  these  committees
by  members  skilled  in  particular  fields.  Apart
from  the  basic  economic  provisions,  consider-
able  attention  has  to  be  given  in  these  commit-
tees  to  legal  and  administrative  matters  such  as
provisions  relating  to  the  coming  into  force  of
the agreement.
26.  An  effective  agreement  cannot  be  conclud-
ed  without  adequate  time  for  consideration  of
all  the  factors  involved.  Sometimes  it  has  been
necessary  to  adjourn  a  conference  in  order  to
allow delegations opportunity to seek instruc-

tions  on  some  outstanding  issue,  such  as  the
price  range.  If  there  is  no  question  of  chang-
ing the basic form or content of the draft agree-
ment,  less  time  may  be  needed.  In  some  cases
it has been found useful to divide a conference
into  two  sessions;  the  first  concerned  with
deciding  on  the  type  of  agreement  and  the
second with actual negotiation of the agreement
itself.  There  has  been  a  reluctance  to  hold
conferences  too  far  in  advance  of  the  coming
into  force  of  the  new agreement  owing  to  the
possibility  of  a  significant  change  in  market
conditions.  If  an  agreement  is  to  replace  an
existing  agreement  this  difficulty  may be  over-
come  to  some  extent  by  linking  the  prices  or
related provisions to be established at the com-
mencement  of the  new agreement  to those pre-
vailing  on  the  date  of  termination  of  the  pre-
ceding  agrément.  This  type  of  arrangement  is
included,  for  example,  in  the  Second  Interna-
tional Tin Agreement.
27.  Some  questions  have  arisen  concerning  the
extent  and  nature  of  participation  by  Govern-
ments  in  commodity  conferences.  With  respect
to  the  extent  of  participation  the  Committee
feels  that  in  principle  the  widest  possible  parti-
cipation  is  desirable  in  order  that  all  points  of
view  should  be  taken  into  account.  While  ...
the  Committee  is  guided  by  the  principle  that
a  conference  should  not  be  called  unless  there
is  some assurance that  an agreement  is  a possi-
bility,  it  is  also  true  that  the  calling  of  a  con-
ference  does  not  prejudge  the  question  of
whether  the  conference  will  decide,  after  full
consideration  of  all  factors,  that  an  agreement
should  be  adopted.  Furthermore,  the  spirit  of
Chapter VI of the Havana Charter implies wide
participation  by  all  countries  with  an  interest
in  the  commodity,  producers  and  consumers
alike.  For  these  reasons  the  Committee  con-
siders  that  opportunity  should  be  afforded  at  a
conference  for  the  broadest  possible  expression
of  governmental  opinion  both  on  the  need  for
and  desirability  of  an  agreement  and  on  the
type  and content  of  such an  agreement  if  it  is
decided  that  it  is  desirable.  The  Committee
takes  this  opportunity  to  express  satisfaction  at
the  wide  representation  that  has  taken  place
at commodity conferences.

C'est  le  13  et  14  mars  1961,  à

Paris,  que  s'est  tenue  la  pre-
mière  session  de  la  Commission
préparatoire  européenne  pour  la
recherche  spatiale.  Celle-ci  a
procédé  à  l'élection  de  son  bu-
reau, composé comme suit  :  pré-
sident,  Sir  Harrie  Massey;  vice-
présidents,  professeurs  van  de
Hulst  et  Broglie;  secrétaire  exé-
cutif, professeur Pierre Auger.

Déjà au début de l'année  1960,
des  réunions  de  savants  souli-
gnaient  les  chances  d'une  colla-
boration  européenne  dans  le  do-
maine  des  recherohes  spatiales.

•   Quiet Sun

A  counterpart  to  the  Inter-
national  Geophysical  Year  of
1957-58,  to  be  known  as  the
"  Internationual  Year  of  the
Quiet  Sun  "  (IQSY)  is  being
planned  for  a  21-month  period
from April  1, 1964,  to  December
31, 1965.

The  IGY  coincided  with  the
11-year  cycle  of  maximum  acti-
vity  in  the  sun;  and  a  great
deal  was  learnt  from the  coope-
rative  research  effort;  the  IQSY
will  cover  much  the  same  field
of  interests  at  a  time  when  the
sun is " resting ".

The  period  of  sun-spot  mini-
mum  is  never  so  sharply  de-
fined    as  that  when  activity  is
high,  and  for  that  reason  the
IQSY will  be three  months  lon-
ger than the IGY.

International  committees  are
now  preparing  their  program-
mes for the " year ".

A  Royal  Society  committee
has  been  formed  for  coopera-
tion  in  geophysics,  which  will
represent  the  British  contribu-
tion  to  the international  re-
search effort.

Radio  will  be  the principal
interest;  but  cosmic  rays,  the
aurora  and  geomagnetic  pheno-
mena  will  be  among  the sub-
jects  studied  during  the  period.

•   Union de Yaounde

La  conférence  des  chefs  des
Etats  africains  d'expression
française  qui  s'est  tenue  à  Ya-
ounde,  capitale  du  Cameroun,
du  26  au  28  mars,  a  décidé  no-
tamment  la  création  d'une
Union  africaine  et  malgache.
Cet  ensemble  comprend  les
douze  Etats  suivants  :  Came-
roun,  Centrafrique,  C o n g o
(Brazzaville),  Côte  d'Ivoire,
Gabon,  Dahomey,  Haute-Volta,
République  islamique  de  Mauri-
tanie,  République  malgache,  Ni-
ger, Sénégal, Tchad.

Des  projets  d'accords  concer-
nant  la  représentation  diploma-
tique,  la  nationalité  et  la  ci-
toyenneté,  l'entraide  judiciaire,
la  coordination  des  télécommu-
nications,  sont  en  cours  de  pré-
paration.

Une  commission  d'experts  a
été  chargée  de  mettre  au  point
un accord de défense commune.
Le siège de l'organisation de dé-
fense  a  déjà  été  fixé  à  Ouaga-
dougou.

Un traité  de  coopération  éco-
nomique  a  été  signé  entre  les
douze Etats.  Le siège du secré-
tariat général de l'Organisation
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africaine  et  malgache  de coopé-
ration  économique  (OAMCE)  a
été fixé à Yaounde.

Une  société  commune  de
transports  aériens,  —  Air-Afri-
que,  —  dont  le  siège  adminis-
tratif  a  été  fixé i  Abidjan,  a  été
créée,

Les  principes  d'une  négocia-
tion  concertée  des  douze  Etats
avec  la Communauté  économi-
que  européenne  ont  été  arrêtés.
Un  comité  d'experts  s'est  réuni,
comme prévu,  le  25  avril  à  Pa-
ris  pour  étudier  les  modalités
de  la  nouvelle  coopération  entre
l'Europe et l'Afrique.

Congress  headaches  :  Staffing
problems  involved  in  running
technical  congresses  are  vividly
illustrated  by  the  Second  Ple-
nary  Assembly  of  the  Interna-
tional  Telegraph  and  Telephone
Consultative  Committee,  held  in
New Delhi from 8  to  16  Decem-
ber  1960.  Attendance  was  240,
with  a  further  102  delegates  at
the Study Group meetings.

Yet  coping  with  the  secreta-
rial  services  meant  the  employ-
ment  of  108  people,  fifty-four
of  them recruited  in  New Delhi
and  fifty-four  coming  from Ge-
neva  (fourteen  from the  CCITT
Secretariat,  ten  from  other
Union  organs,  and  thirty  super-
numeraries  recruited  in  Gene-
va).  This  figure  does  not  in-
clude  the  staff  supplied  by  the
Indian  Administration  for  in-
formation  and  reception  servi-
ces,  cleaners,  telephone  opera-
tors,  etc.,  nor  the  staff  supplied
by the Soviet  Delegation for in-
terpretation into Russian.

Incidentally,  this  was  probab-
ly  the  first  time  in  history  that
an electronic computer was used
by  an  international  conference,
the  mathematical  calculations
involved  being  so  complex  and
voluminous  and  the  time  avail-
able so limited.

Cloud  physics  :  An  Interna-
tional  Conference  on  Cloud
Physics  will  be  held  in  Austra-
lia  from  September  11-20  1961,
under  the  joint  sponsorship  of
the  Australian  Academy  of
Science  and  the Commonwealth
Scientific  and  Industrial  Re-
search Organization.

The  Conference  will  be  divid-
ed  into  two  Sessions.  The  first
Session  will  be held  in  Canberra,
and  will  be  a  scientific  one,  de-
voted  to  the  presentation  and
review  of  papers  concerned
with  the physical  processes
which  enter  into the formation
of cloud and precipitation in its

various  forms.  The  second  Ses-
sion  will be held in Sydney and
will  consist  of  a  scries  of  in-
formal  Seminars,  which  will
provide  opportunities  for  criti-
cal  discussion  on  the  methods,
instruments  and  techniques  us-
ed  in  cloud  physics  research.
It  will  also  include  flight  and
laboratory  demonstrations  of
the  techniques  used  in  cloud
physics  and  cloud  seeding  in-
vestigations in Australia.

Regarding  publication  of  the
proceedings  of  the  Conference,
it  has been decided not to issue
a report of the full  proceedings.
Instead,  authors  will  be  asked
to  prepare  abstracts  only  of  the
papers  they  propose  reading.

The  Légal,
Fiscal  and Administrative  Facilities of  International
Non-Governmental  Organizations  »,  publié  en  fé-
vrier  1961  par  l'UAI  (Document  11°  9  pour  ser-
vir  a  l'étude  des  relations  internationales  non
gouvernementales,  167  pages).  Rappelons  aussi
que  le  Professeur  Pierre  Renouvin, dans  son  in-
troduction,  à  l'«  Histoire  des  relations  internatio-
nales  »  écrivait  :  «  les  tendances  nouvelles  de  la
recherche  historique  qui  ont  mis  l'accent  sur
l'étude  de  la  vie  matérielle  ou  spirituelle  des
sociétés  humaines,  ont  suggéré,  dans  le  domaine
des  relations  internationales,  une  tout  autre  orien-
tation.  Dans  cette  perspective  les  rapports  entre
les  gouvernements  cessent  d'être  le  centre  d'inté-
rêt;  ce  qui  importe,  c'est  l'histoire  des  rapports
entre les peuples »,

Ceci  dit,  nous  admettons  certes  la  limitation  du
sujet  qui  s'imposait  à  M.  Philippe  Cahier  et
sommes  persuadés  que  son  ouvrage  offre  un
grand  intérêt,  même  pour  les  dirigeants  d'ONG,
par  les  définitions,  les  faits  et  les  renseignements
qu'il  fournit  ainsi  que  par  les  réflexions  que  pro-
voque sa lecture.

M.  Cahier  pose  par  exemple  la  question  sui-
vante  :  «  L'idée  d'Organisation  internationale
est-elle susceptible encore d'une grande évolution  ?
Nous  ne  le  pensons  pas.  Il  pourra  y  avoir  à
l'avenir  des  Organisations  plus  ou  moins  supra-
nationales  selon  qu'elles  absorbent  plus  ou  moins
des  compétences  qui  appartenaient  avant  tout  aux
Etats,  mais  au-delà  d'une  certaine  limite  qui  se
situe  surtout  dans  le domaine  politique,  l'Orga-
nization supranationale laisse la place à une entité
juridique  qui  est déjà  connue  dans  la  societé internationale sous le nom de fédération ».

Tout  le  monde  ne  sera  peut-être  pas de  son  aviset certains penseront sans doute que l'Organisa-

tion  internationale  est  encore  susceptible  de  pro-
fonds  changements.  Il  est  opportun  pour  chacun
de penser à do tels problèmes généraux.

Enfin  37  organisations
gouvernementales  ou  non  gouvernementales,  clas-
sées  par  ordre  alphabétique,  allant  de  l'Anti-
Slavery  Society  for  the  Protection  of  Human
Rights  à  la  World  Federation  of  Trade  Unions
en  passant  par  l'International  Federation  of  Tra-
vel Agencies et le NATO.

Il  n'y a pas de table des matières mais un index
matière et un index des abréviations.

A  vrai  dire  on  peut  craindre  que  ce  livre  ne
donne  à  l'étudiant,  au  chercheur  ou  à  l'homme
d'affaires  une  vue  un  peu  chaotique  et  fort  l imi-

In  his  foreword  Mr  Paul  Hoffmann  neatly
summarizes  the  aim  of  this  book  —  to  describe
the  machinery  of  the  United  Nations  for  consi-
dering  economic  questions,  and  to  indicate  the
forces  and  procedures  which  determine  how  this
machinery works.

Mr  Hadwen  and  Mr  Kaufmann,  who  have  been
respectively  members  of  the Canadian and Nether-
lands  Permanent  Missions  to  the  UN,  take  it  as
axiomatic  that  "  whatever  differences  there  may
be  on  the  decisions  that  have  been  taken,  there
can  be  no  difference  on  the  fundamental  impor-
tance  of  supporting  and  strengthening  the  UN  as
the  basic  institution  of  international  collabora-
tion  "  (quoting  the  Rt  IIon  John  G  Dicfenbaker).
They assert  that the UN operates far  more through
personal relations and informal discussion than
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by  formal  exchanges  and  public  debate.  They
have  therefore  concentrated  on  unwritten  proce-
dures  rather  than  on  the  formal  organization  and
history  of  the  UN,  generally  using  for  reference
or analysis UN experience in the economic field.

After  describing  the  various  UN  bodies  active
in  the  economic  field  the  authors  outline  the
organization  and  working  of  the  delegations  of
member  governments.  The  history  of  the  Special
United  Nations  Fund  for  Economic  Development
is  given  in  authoritative  detail  (Mr  Kaufmann
was  rapporteur  of  the  Ad  Hoc  Committee  and
the Preparatory Committee).

The  authors  consider  that  the  "  direct  influence
of  NGOs  011  decision-making  at  the  UN is  rela-
tively  small  ...  It  is  possible  that  the  NGOs  are
more  influential  in  the  social  and  human  rights
fields  than  they  are  in  the  economic  field...  The
most  effective  influence  which  these  bodies  can
exercise  is  in  the  national  capitals  on  government
officials  or  amongst  the  general  public  through
their particular membership ".

It  is  an  attempt  at  still  another
alternative  device  to  direct,  international  admi-
nistration,  another  attempt  at  assuring  the  neutral-
ization  of  and  free  access  to  an  undeveloped,
potentially  valuable  area  without  setting  any  pre-
cedents for world government.

Professor  Taubenfeld  appraises  the  special  and
possibly  unique  factors  that  made  the  agreement
possible  and  considers  its  potential  relevance  to
more  highly  charged  political  issues.  He  also
analyzes  the  nature  and  scope  of  a  treaty  that
substitutes  "  rule  by  none  "  for  the  more  usual
practice  of  dividing  territory  into  national  sec-
tors,  but  he  evidently  feels  that  an  opportunity
was  lost  for  "  a  creative  experiment  "  in  inter-
national administration.
