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Les congres et les réductions

ferroviaires

En juin 1963, le Secrétariat Général de la
Fédération Internationale des Agences de voya-
ges (FIAV) entreprit une enquéte auprés des
Administrations  Ferroviaires  européennes  afin
de connaitre les réductions que celles-ci accor-
dent aux délégués de congrés, conférences et
manifestations similaires.

Les réponses de 17 pays, ainsi recueillies,
montrent une grande disparité dans les criteéres
appliqués par les administrations ferroviaires.
Il ressort que 12 réseaux nationaux accordent
normalement des réductions aux congressistes,
2 administrations n'appliquent des réductions
que dans des cas spéciaux ou a titre expéri-
mental et 3 autres n'octroient pas de réductions.

Parmi les pays qui font état de réductions,
six donnent 25 %, trois 20 %, un 30 %, un
33 % et un de 25 a 30 %.

(Dans les deux cas ou la réduction est un fait

exceptionnel ou expérimental, le taux est de
25 %.)

La situation peut étre ainsi résumée :

Les réductions
pour groupes s'élevent de 33,33 % a 50 %)

Pays-Bas (N. V. Nederlandsche Spoorwegen).

Modalités d'application des réductions

Presque toutes les Administrations ferroviai-
res se basent sur les dispositions du « Tarif com-
mun international pour le transport des voya-
geurs et des bagages » (TCV) annexe 1, cha-
pitre D, édité par 1'Union Internationale des
Chemins de fer (UIC).

Or, dans ce document, le mot « congrés »
ne figure méme pas. Le chapitre en question,
qui se subdivise en 14 paragraphes, traite des

réductions réservées aux « manifestations im-
portantes de caractére commercial, artistique
ou sportif ». L'article dédi¢ au champ d'appli-

cation des réductions dit textuellement : « Les
dispositions faisant 1'objet du présent chapitre
s'appliquent aux foires. Elles peuvent étre ap-



pliquées par analogie pour la visite d'autres
manifestations; les instructions sont alors don-
nées dans chaque cas particulier ».

Malgré cette clause vague, ¢élargissant le
champ d'application, les autres 13 paragraphes

ne prennent en considération que les foires. Ils
fout une distinction entre réductions aux visi-
teurs et réductions aux exposants et leur per-
sonnel. A cette partie du TCV est annexée une
liste des foires et des réductions qui leur sont
accordées.

Chaque Administration étant donc tout a fait
libre d'interpréter le TCV en faveur ou non
des congres et, dans le premier cas, d'élaborer
ses propres criteres d'application, il est com-
préhensible que la situation ait évolué vers la
confusion.

Actuellement, le méme congrés jugé propre a
recevoir une réduction par une Administration
ferroviaire peut se voir refuser toutes facilités
par les chemins de fer du pays voisin.

Méme si tous les chemins de fer s'entendaient
pour baser la réduction sur la définition offi-
cielle du TCV « manifestation importante de
caractére commercial, artistique ou sportif »,
leurs conclusions sur le plan pratique reste-
raient fort divergentes.

En effet, en quoi réside Il'importance d'un
congres ? Dans le niveau des travaux ? Dans ses
répercussions sur l'opinion publique ? Dans le
nombre des délégués ? Et pour quelles raisons
les congrés qui n'ont pas trait au commerce,
a lart ou aux sports (par exemple, le Congres
Mondial du cancer qui groupe chaque année
5.000 a 6.000 spécialistes) ne bénéficieraient-ils
pas de réductions ?

Facteur nombre

Certaines  administrations octroient la  réduc-
tion sur la base du nombre des participants
tel est le cas, par exemple, de la Finlande.
La SNCF (France) applique le méme critére,
mais avec une procédure a notre avis un peu
compliquée. Si le nombre de 20 congressistes
utilisant les billets a réductions n'est pas atteint,
tous les voyageurs qui sont déja en possession
du billet a réduction doivent rembourser, avant
le commencement du voyage de retour, la ris-
tourne regue. Par contre, la France est assez
libérale dans la concession de la réduction,

puisqu'elle est le seul pays qui délivre le tarif
réduit non seulement aux congressistes, mais
également aux conjoints, - enfants mineurs et
filles non mariées accompagnant les congres-
sistes.

Trafic intérieur ou international

Dans certains cas (par exemple, Italie, Nor-
vege), aucune réduction .n'est consentie sur le
trafic intérieur. En Pologne, la Direction des
chemins de fer concéde normalement 33 % de
rabais aux congrés tenus dans le pays méme,

mais lorsqu'il s'agit du réseau international,
seul le Ministere des Communications peut
statuer.

Facteur distance

La longueur minimum du trajet entre deux
fois en ligne de compte dans les réponses regues;
la Pologne et la Suede stipulent que le parcours
doit étre supérieur a 50 km dans chaque direc-
tion.

Durée de la validité

La durée de la validit¢ du ticket n'est pas
toujours indiquée : on sait qu'en Belgique elle
est du 5 jour avant l'ouverture au 5° aprés la
cloture du congres pour les participants rési-
dant a I'étranger; en Finlande du 2¢ jour avant
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l'ouverture au 2" jour apres la cloture. En
Grande-Bretagne, les billets a tarif réduit sont
valables 17 jours, mais ne peuvent étre utilisés
durant les week-ends ni (entre mi-juin et fin
aolt) les vendredis. En Suede, la réduction
n'est pas valable au cours des périodes de
pointe. De méme, en Yougoslavie, le rabais
n'est appliqué qu'en dehors de la saison du
trafic voyageurs. c'est-a-dire du 1 septembre
au 15 juin.

Sur quels trains la réduction n'est-elle pas
valide ?

En ce qui concerne le type de train qu'on
peut utiliser, la Pologne limite la validité des
billets-congrés a la 2° classe des omnibus. (Dans
des cas justifiés, une autorisation du Ministere
des Communications peut étendre la validité
aux trains rapides ou express et a la 1° classe.)

Procédure a suivre pour obtenir
la réduction

Trois  procédures sont couramment em-
ployées :
1) Les chemins de fer émettent une carte de
congressiste

Le plus souvent (Grande-Bretagne, France,
Italie, Pologne, etc.), les administrations

des chemins de fer remettent aux organisa-
teurs de congrés des cartes de congressistes
spéciales que les organisateurs distribuent
parmi les adhérents. Les guichets de vente
des billets appliquent le rabais contre pré-
sentation de cette carte.

2) Les chemins de fer cachettent la carte émise

par le Congres

La deuxieme méthode, employée par exem-
ple en Belgique, est la suivante : pour rece-
voir la réduction, il suffit que les usagers
exhibent une carte de congressiste éditée par
l'organisateur et munie d'un cachet a sec
ou d'autres signes officiels de la Direction
des chemins de fer.

3) Le Congres cachette un formulaire émis par
les chemins de fer
La derniére méthode — utilisée entre autres
en Finlande et en Yougoslavie — calque
exactement la procédure employée pour les
foires. Au moment de I'achat du ticket, un
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formulaire spécial est transmis aux voyageurs
avec l'obligation d'y faire apposer le cachet
du congrés. Au retour, le billet a réduction

n'est valide que si le formulaire a été es-
tampillé.

Délais pour l'introduction des demandes
Ordinairement, c'est la Direction commerciale
des chemins de fer. qui est seule compétente
pour fixer les réductions. C'est donc auprés

d'eue que les demandes doivent étre introduites.
Toutefois, les délais pour la présentation des
demandes changent au moins deux mois a
l'avance pour la SNCF et les Ferrovie Italiane
dello Stato; 15 jours pour la Société Nationale
des chemins de fer luxembourgeois, etc...

Efforts vers l'unification

En septembre 1963, la Commission Ferro-
viaire de la FIAV examina les résultats de l'en-
quéte dont il est question plus haut et, consta-
tant la diversit¢ des critéres appliqués pour
l'octroi des réductions aux congres, décida de
saisir le Congrés de la FIAV a Lisbonne de la
question de leur unification. Un mois apres, le
Congrés accepta, entre autres, les veeux sui-
vants :

«...

D) que les Compagnies ferroviaires et 1'UIC
considérant l'importance croissante du trafic
voyageur sucité par les congreés et les confé-
rences veuillent bien étudier la possibilité
d'étendre les dispositions du paragraphe 97
du TCV — annexe 1, chap. D —:

1° aux congrés, conférences, colloques et autres
réunions importantes nationales ou interna-
tionales suivant des criteres a établir par
I'UIC.

2° aux organisateurs de ces manifestations.

De plus, qu'une réduction unifiée et substan-
tielle soit accordée par les administrations fer-
roviaires aux participants desdites manifesta-
tions. »

Cette résolution fut transmise a I'UIC ou elle
se trouve actuellement a l'étude. Au début 1964.
le Comité mixte FIAV/UIC s'occupera encore
une fois, a Paris, de ce probléme. Ses conclu-
sions aideront considérablement 1és administra-
tions ferroviaires et I'UIC dans les décisions
finales qu'elles seront amenées a prendre.

Visites du Directeur général

a) Le 4 octobre 1963, M. David
A. Morse a eu un échange de
vues avec le regretté Président
J.-F. Kennedy, en présence de
M. .George L.P. Weaver, Secré-
taire adjoint au Travail des
Etats-Unis, sur l'ccuvre de 1'OIT
dans le domaine de I'améliora-
tion des conditions sociales et
économiques des peuples des
pays en voie de développement.
L'entretien a aussi porté sur
I'importance qui s'attache a ce
qu'au sein de la famille des or-
ganisations des Nations Unies,
tous les efforts soient faits pour
que les problémes politiques
soient résolus dans les organes
politiques des Nations Unies et
pour assurer que les solutions
adoptées puissent étre rendues
applicables aux institutions spé-
cialisées, de fagon que leurs ac-
tivités de caractere technique en
faveur du développement écono-
mique et social ne se trouvent
ni affaiblies ni interrompues.

(Genéve,
30 septembre - 18 octobre 1963) M. Rens, Directeur général adjoint, parlant

b) Le 16 octobre 1963, le Di-
recteur général s'est rendu a
Ottawa pour une visite de deux
jours. Pendant son séjour, M.
Morse a eu des entretiens avec
le Premier ministre du Canada,
le ministre des Affaires étran-
geres, le ministre du Travail et
d'autres représentants du gou-
vernement, ainsi qu'avec des
personnalités  dirigeantes  des
syndicats et des organisations
d'employeurs.

c) Le Directeur général du
BIT s'est rendu en visite offi-
cielle en République arabe unie
du 29 novembre au 8 décembre
1963. Pendant son séjour, il a
rencontré le Président Gama]
Abdel Nasser, et il a eu des en-
tretiens avec les ministres du
Travail, des Affaires étrangéres,
de I'Industrie et des Affaires so-
ciales, ainsi qu'avec des fonc-
tionnaires  gouvernementaux et
des personnalités dirigeantes des
organisations d'employeurs et de
travailleurs.

Conférences et autres réunions

La Conférence technique pré-
paratoire sur la politique de
I'emploi, qui a siégé a Geneve du
30 septembre au 18 octobre 1963,
a adopté une série de conclu-
sions qui couvrent les différents
aspects de la lutte contre le cho-
mage et contre le sous-emploi
dans tous les pays, et en parti-
culier dans ceux qui sont en voie
de développement. Ces ¢ conclu-
sions sont rangées sous les qua-
tre grandes rubriques suivantes
principes et objectifs de la poli-
tique de l'emploi, mesures géné-
rales et sélectives a prendre dans
le cadre d'une politique de l'em-
ploi, problémes des pays en voie
de développement et action in-
ternationale, action des em-
ployeurs, des travailleurs et de
leurs organisations. Les conclu-
sions de la Conférence prépara-
toire seront transmises, pour dé-
cision, a la session de juin 1964
de la Conférence internationale
du Travail. Elles comportent no-
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tamment un projet de conven-
tion et un projet de recomman-
dation internationales sur les
principes et objectifs de la poli-
tique de l'emploi. Les organisa-
tions non gouvernementales sui-
vantes ¢taient représentées par
des observateurs :

Confédération internationale
des syndicats chrétiens; Confé-
dération internationale des syn-
dicats libres; Fédération Syndi-
cale Mondiale; Organisation in-
ternationale des employeurs.

La réunion d'experts sur les
conditions sociales et économi-
ques du personnel enseignant a
eu lieu a Genéve du 21 octobre
au 1% novembre 1963. La, réu-
nion groupait 24 experts de pays
différents enseignants, autori-
tés et organismes employant des
enseignants, ainsi que des repré-
sentants de I'UNESCO et du Bu-
reau international d'éducation.

La réunion a abouti a un cer-
tain nombre de suggestions et
conclusions qui seront transmi-
ses au Conseil d'administration
du BIT, en sorte que l'action du
Bureau, dans ce domaine, soit
non seulement poursuivie, mais
intensifiée.

Les organisations non gouver-
nementales suivantes étaient re-
présentées par des observateurs :
Fédération internationale  des
associations d'instituteurs; Fédé-
ration internationale des pro-
fesseurs de Il'enseignement se-
condaire officiel; Secrétariat
professionnel international, de
I'enseignement;  Fédération  in-
ternationale syndicale de I'ensei-
gnement; Union mondiale des
enseignants catholiques; Fédéra-
tion internationale des syndicats
chrétiens du personnel des ser-
vices publics et des PTT; Confé-
dération internationale des ca-
dres fonctionnaires; Fédération
internationale des femmes diplo-
mées des universités; Union in-
ternationale pour la liberté d'en-

seignement; Office international
de  Il'enseignement  catholique;
Association des écoles interna-

tionales.



Lors de la 157" session du
Conseil d'administration qui a
eu lieu du 12 au 15 novembre
1963, une commission restreinte
a été désignée et chargée d'exa-
miner l'ensemble du probleme
que pose, pour I'OIT, la politi-
que d'apartheid de la Républi-
que sud-africaine.

La réunion d'experts sur les
conditions de travail et d'emploi
du personnel de la fonction pu-
blique s'est tenue a Geneve du
25 novembre au 6 décembre
1963. Cette réunion a adopté une
résolution concernant les tra-
vaux futurs de I'OIT dans le do-
maine des conditions de travail
et de l'emploi des agents de la
fonction publique, dans laquelle
le Directeur général du BIT est
invit¢ a développer et a accélé-
rer laction de I'Organisation
pour le progrés économique et
social du personnel de la fonc-
tion publique. ,

Les organisations non gouver-
nementales suivantes étaient re-
présentées par des observateurs :
Internationale des Services pu-

blics; Fédération internationale
des syndicats chrétiens du Per-
sonnel des services publics et
PTT; Fédération syndicale mon-
diale; Internationale du person-
nel des postes, télégraphes et
téléphones; Confédération inter-
nationale des cadres fonction-
naires; Secrétariat professionnel
international de l'enseignement;
International Council of Nurses.

Du 9 au 20 décembre 1963, a
eu lieu a Genéve la réunion
technique tripartite de 1'OIT
pour les industries des produits
alimentaires et des boissons. Di-
verses conclusions et résolutions
ont ét¢ adoptées pour transmis-
sion au Conseil d'administration

du BIT, lequel se prononcera
ultérieurement sur la suite a
donner.

(Cameroun) par le BIT, avec la
participation de 30 syndicalistes
venant de 16 pays francophones
d'Afrique et de Madagascar

Le Centre international de Turin

Le Directeur général du BIT a
nommé M. Paul Bacon, ancien
ministre du Travail et de la Sé-
curité sociale de France, direc-
teur du Central international de
perfectionnement professionnel
et technique de Turin, M. Bacon
a pris ses fonctions le 1° dé-
cembre 1963.

Le gouvernement frangais a
décidé de contribuer au finan-
cement du Centre international
de perfectionnement profession-
nel et technique de Turin pour
un montant d'un million de
francs frangais (200.000 dollars)
par an pendant quatre ans.

Cet engagement, par la Fran-
ce, est le premier qui soit an-
noncé depuis la décision du
gouvernement italien de verser
une somme globale de 7.500.000
dollars en dix annuités pour le
fonctionnement du Centre et
d'assurer 300 bourses par année.
L'Institut international d'études

sociales

La Confédération allemande
des syndicats a mis a la dispo-
sition de I'Institut international
d'études sociales deux bourses
d'étude. L'une de ces ' bourses
était valable pour l'année 1963
et lautre pour l'année 1964.
Celle-ci s'ajoute a un certain,
nombre de bourses qui ont déja
été offertes a I'Institut par des
organisations  syndicales,  des
organisations  d'employeurs et
des entreprises privées.

Le gouvernement de 1'Afgha-
nistan a décidé de verser une
contribution de 1.000 dollars au

fonds de dotation de I'Institut
international ~ d'études  sociales.
L'Afghanistan est le quarante-

deuxiéme pays membre de 1'OIT
qui a annoncé une contribution
au fonds de dotation de I'Tnsti-
tut.

Le deuxieme cycle d'études
de I'Institut international d'étu-
des sociales s'est terminé le
6 décembre 1963. Les partici-
pants provenaient de vingt-huit
pays.
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Personnel

M. B.R. Sen a été réélu par la
12¢ Conférence Directeur géné-
ral de la FAO pour une période
de quatre ans.

La Conférence a également
¢lu M. Georges Haraoui (Liban)'
Président indépendant du Con-
seil de la FAO en remplacement
de M. Louis Maire (Suisse) dont
le mandat avait commencé en
1959. Le Conseil est l'organe
exécutif de la FAO entre deux
sessions de la Conférence.

M Sen avait été élu Directeur

général pour la premiére fois
en septembre 1956 a la suite de
la démission, pour raison de
santé, de M. Philip Cardon
(Etats-Unis). M. Sen avait été
réélu en 1959.

12" conférence

La 12¢ session ordinaire de la
Conférence de la FAO s'est te-
nue a Rome du 16 novembre au
5 décembre 1963.

Dans le cadre de celle-ci, la
troisieme des conférences don-
nées en mémoire de Frank
Lidget Mc Dougall, fondateur de
la FAO, a été faite par S.E. Ju-

lius Nyerere, Président de la
République du Tanganyika. Cet
exposé remarquable traitait le

theme «World Economie Deve-
lopment from the Standpoint of
the Developing Countries ».

Une partie importante de la
session a traité des questions
juridiques et constitutionnelles.
La conférence a notamment
adopté un amendement a l'ar-
ticle VI de l'Acte Constitutif de
la FAO permettant a celle-ci
d'établir avec des autres orga-
nisations intergouvernementales

L'Organisation des Nations Unies

pour I'Alimentation et 1'Agriculture
(1« octobre-31 décembre 1963)

des commissions mixtes compo-
sées de membres et membres as-
sociés des organisations en ques-
tion.

Relations avec les ONG

Voici dans le rapport provi-
soire de la 12¢ session de la Con-
férence le texte qui concerne
particuliérement les relations en-
tre la FAO et les ONG :

The Conference had before it
the report which the Director-
General is required to submit
biennially according the « Policy
Governing Relations with Inter-
national Organizations » which
the Conference adopted at its Se-
venth Session in 1953. (C 63/44
.and C 63/44 - Corr. 1).

It was gratifying to note that
program co-operation with in-
ternational  organizations, both
intergovernmental and non-go-
vernmental, had developed in a
satisfactory manner during the
last two years. Much progress
had been made not only in esta-
blishing a mutual exchange of
information and experience, but
also in expanding practical co-
operation in technical and other
activities...

With regard to the methods
applied in establishing and
maintaining links with non-go-
vernmental Organizations, three
points were raised :

(i) The Director-General was
reminded of the provision
appearing in paragraph 31
of the « Policy Governing
Relations ~ with  Interna-
tional Organizations » that
« the Conference shall re-
view at each Session the
list of Organizations ap-
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(i)

(iii)

.proved for consultative sta-
tus ».

He replied that such a re-
view had been most care-
fully carried out before the
opening of the Twelfth Ses-
sion of the Conference by
an internal committee
which had not found any
reason for altering the list
as it now stands. The Con-
ference agreed with this
conclusion  and  recom-
mended that such reviews
continue to be carried out
regularly every two years,
the results being reported
to the Conference for ac-
tion.

On the second point, the
Conference was informed
that the « Policy State-
ments » adopted in 1953
(to  which reference is
made in the preceding pa-
ragraph) had stood the test
of experience and that the

Director-General saw  no
reason to propose  any
amendment, at least for

the time being.

The third point concerned
the  Organizations  which
participate in various ways
in the Freedom from Hun-
ger Campaign. The Direc-
tor-General stated that,
while many of them alrea-
dy had a regular status of
working relations  with
FAO, they did not necessa-
rily become eligible for
formal  status on  the
grounds of. their participa-
tion in the Campaign. Any
application for formal sta-
tus had to be carefully
studied on the basis of the
criteria set out in the



«Policy Statement ». Active

participation in the Cam-
paign, however, was a
most positive clement in

support of a favorable de-
cision.

The Conference took note of
the report of the Director-Gen-
eral.

Budget

La 12¢ Conference de la FAO a
approuvé le budget 1964-65 et a
autoris¢ un montant de dépenses
de 38.838.300 dollars.

Ce montant était un compro-
mis entre le budget proposé par
le Directeur général prévoyant
un montant de dépenses de 39,6
millions de dollars et une propo-
sition des Etats-Unis qui aurait
ramené ce montant a 37,3 mil-
lions.

Campagne mondiale contre la faim

La 12" Conférence de la FAO
a estimé que les activites de la
Campagne mondiale contre la
faim devaient étre  poursuivies
aprés 1965. La campagne a été
lancée au mois de juillet 1960.

La Conférence a adopté
résolution dans laquelle elle

une
de-

mande au Directeur général de
présenter, a la prochaine session
de la Conférence, un compte

rendu des résultats obtenus dans
le cadre de la Campagne afin

que la Conférence puisse déter-
miner l'orientation future de la
Campagne.

The international  philatelic
campaign («The World United
Against Malaria») was launch-
ed by the WHO in 1962 to stim-
ulate interest in the struggle
against this most widespread
and costly disease. The second-
ary objective of the campaign
was to provide an additional
source of income for eradication
activities.

114 countries and territories
participated in this philanthrop-
ic philatelic project of which
62 donated quantities of stamps
or related philatelic material
(souvenir sheets, first day cov-
ers or envelopes with special
cancellation) to the WHO.



WHO's new headquarters building will
be 150 metres long, 20 metres wide,
and 33 metres high.

NGO/UNICEF cooperation

A paper has been prepared by
the NGO Committee on Unicef
for use with the national affi-
liates of international NGOs. It
is entitled « Developing NGO/
Unicef Co-operation 1in Pro-
gramme Extension (1962) into
the Field of Child Welfare Pro-
jects ».

Over much of Jordan, the Government
has been able to set up permanent mo-
ther and child health centres. But along
the border area of West Jordan, medical
facilities have been almost totally lack-
ing. Until such time as the Government
can provide fixed centres for the vil-
lages of this area, the Lutheran World
Federation and UNICEF are jointly pro-
viding four mobile units which move
throug' the area serving the mothers
and children of about 80 villages with
preventive and curative medical care and
with basic health education.

The Jordanian ~Government planned
the project and is contributing each year
toward operation of the units. The LWF
provides  personnel, equipment  and
maintenance  expenses. ~UNICEF  has
provided the vehicles, some equipment
and expendable supplies.

IV. Conclusions ad Recommen-
dations.

a) Activities of both UNICEF
and NGOs during the past
year demonstrate a general
desire to achieve optimum
co-operation in the planning
and operation of specific pro-
grammes serving the needs of
children in developing coun-
tries.

b) Problems involved in ways
of achieving the desired co-
operation relate to a great va-
riety of causes, some informa-
tional, some structural.

1. In this co-operative endea-
vour of an intergovern-
mental agency and an extre-
mely heterogeneous group
of voluntary international
organizations, most of the
units appear to be largely
unaware of the operational
patterns governing the acti-
vities of the other agencies.
Lack of such awareness can
lead to confusion in plan-
ning or render difficult
proposals that are other-
wise sound.

2. Structural patterns of the
organizations differ widely.
UNICEF is limited to grant-
ing aid to programmes
sponsored by governments.
The  voluntary  agencies
range over widely different
fields of selfhelp and aid
giving.

3. Programmes of voluntary
agencies differ in various
ways : geographic coverage,
establishing permanent pro-
jects and facilities in deve-
loping countries to the
extent that these become al-
most  indigenous  (schools,
hospitals, community cen-
ters like the YM and
YWCASs) on the one hand,
or on the other hand, work-
ing through time limited
demonstration programmes

to introduce new foods,
meet the needs created by
epidemics, etc. There are
also various patterns for
the direction of these enter-
prises.

4. The location, or perhaps
more accurately, the divi-

sion of decision making
authority between central
headquarters and regional

or field offices or local
enterprises  of  individual
NGOs varies widely.

The commitment to co-ope-
ration  between  UNICEF
and the voluntary agencies
is both strong and wide-
spread. But it is necessary
to create a broader aware-
ness of possibilities and to
develop the working pat-
terns  using them. The
latter should avoid both
extending the slow, cum-
bersome procedures of in-
tergovernmental consulta-
tions and the sometimes
casual, under-explored and
occasional irresponsible fai-
lure to reach a definite
point.

d

V. Possible Lines jor Developing

Co-operative Practices :

a) As a beginning, available evi-

dence as to the fiscal benefits
of increased  co-ordination
could be assembled and pu-
blished by UNICEF in simple
form and for wide distribu-
tion among NGOs. It would
need to include some estimate
of costs of meeting specified
needs of children, the extent
to which available resources
fall short of known needs
and to illustrate the degree of
overlapping in current pro-
grammes and present gaps.
This might serve as some in-
dication of gains that could
accrue from the extension of
co-ordination.  Granting  that
data and conclusions must be
incomplete, a frank but force-
ful statement would provide

a strong argument in favour
of extending co-operation.

b) Publish a series of concrete

instances reporting examples
of  successful  co-operation.
Substantial instances of NGO
participation in UNICEF ap-
proved projects are recorded
m the Report of the Program-
me Committee to the Board
Meeting of June 1963. It
may be that other important
instances are available. The
Report to the Board is signi-
ficant in that the individual
instances there are drawn
from many fields of work and
give a sense of almost unin-
tentional co-ordination which
just happened.

An oral presentation of some
of these cases was given to
the pre-Board briefing session
of NGOs. It made one feel
that  fortunate  coincidence
was often the beginning of
such co-operation, and some
individual's insight as to the
possible advantages of joint
action became the prod to
development.

A simple recital of what is
known specifically about how
first contacts came about, on
whose initiative, how stimu-
lated, how  received by
UNICEF representatives, what
were the contributions of the
voluntary ~ agencies  which,
made them acceptable as
members of the team, any
significant comment concern-
ing administrative  aspects,,
all might help to stimulate
like action elsewhere or
create a pattern that others
could follow.

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Tenth Session of the Executive

Committee

The Executive Committee of
the High Commissioner's Pro-
gramme held its tenth session at
the Palais des Nations, Geneva,
from 30 September to !) October
1963.

The High Commissioner, in
his opening statement, gave a
detailed account of the problems
faced by the Office during 1963
and of the measures undertaken
to find solutions to them.

The Deputy High Commissio-
ner gave an eye-witness account
of -his mission to Africa, where
he visited nine countries in or-
der to obtain up-to-date informa-
tion.on refugee problems on that
continent as well as the require-
ments for their solutions.

The Executive Committee also
took note of the 1964 Programme
submitted by the High Commis-
sioner and of the financial target
estimated at $ 2,600,000. It ap-
proved specific projects within
this amount totalling $.1,583,000.

Thirty-seven voluntary agen-
cies and non-governmental orga-
nizations were represented at
the meeting by observers.

Universal Decimal Classifica-

tion In an attempt to facili-
tate the wupdating of the Uni-
versal Decimal Classification
(UDC) system, the American
Meteorological ~ Society, working
with a grant of the National
Science  Foundation  (Washing-

ton) has undertaken a pilot pro-
ject to explore the possibilities
of mechanizing the UDC.

Some preliminary experi-
ments have been conducted by
the society, using a limited
sample prepared first by hand,
then with the aid of tabula-
tors, and finally with compu-
ters. The experiments have de-
monstrated that the UDC
scheme is suitable for treatment
with  tabulators  or  electronic
computers, and that in spite of
some small difficulties the ad-
vantages, and possibilities  for
enhancement, of the use of UDC
are  greater than had  been
expected.

The goals of the pilot study
are to work out the procure-
ment, editing, punching, pro-
gramming,  visual  presentation,
and analysis techniques for a
sample of computer size (ap-
proximately 30,000 cards) of
two  representative  sections  of
UDC wherein known schedules
exist in detail in three or more
languages. From this work, the
investigators expect to obtain
