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A Preliminary Empirical Study of an International
I ntegrative Subsystem

1. Introduction

It is possible to view the world system from
a variety of standpoints. If a narrow concep-
tion of international relations is adopted (p. 6,
1) and only diplomatic or military relations
between states is considered relevant, much that
could be valuable may be omitted. If a broad-
er definitionistaken and (p. 6, 1) :

" al the relations of all the groups exercis-
ing some degree of independent power or
initiative"
are considered, much that may be of no value
may be included. This study adopts the second
point of view on the understanding that it is al-
ways possible to lose information at a later
stage.

On a purely impressionistic basis the current
literature in peace research and international
relations seems to place considerable emphases
upon the nation state as a behaviour unit.
There are very good reasons for the choice of
the nation state as the basic actor, particularly
in the world today where the nation assumes
enormous importance both as an idea and as a
hard fact of world affairs. This study, how-
ever, works upon the assumption that there
might be some patterns of global interaction in
the world society (if indeed we do have aworld

society) which may not be manifestations of
national behaviour and which introduce a set of
social  relationships and a network of socia
groups, outside the nation slate frame of re-
ference.

The study of integrative systems can be set
in anumber of theoretical frameworks. Karl
Deutsch (p.p. 179-208, 2) uses Parsons' " func-

tional imperatives" (pattern maintenance,

adaptation, goal attainment and integration)
to illustrate the integrative function of anin-
tegrative subsystem in a large system. In

Deutsch's interpretation of Parsons (p. 188, 2) :

" One can envisage a large system com-
posed of four subsystems each fulfilling
one of the mgjor functionsfor the large sys-
tem. "
Integrative subsystems, in Deutsch's view
(p. 190, 2) :

" can be found in great variety in aplur-
alistic society, especialy those related to
cultural, religious and legal institutions. "
In considering the functional interchanges

for a nation between the Government, or goal

attainment subsystem, and the integrative sub-
system, Deutsch points out that the integrative
ubsystem provides Government with  legi-
timacy symbols and psychologica and socia
support, while the Government allocates and
protects resources, civic membership and
status in the cultural subsystem.

At the same time the integrative subsystem
furnishes patterns of co-operation and mo-
tivation to the individual, while the individual
creates new ideas and symbols which pass into
the cultural, or integrative, subsystem.

Such an analysis, as indicated by Deutsch,
is obviously very complex, but it indicates the
importance of integrative subsystems m a large
social system. Astime passes, theworldis
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likely to become more analogous to one large
social system and the function of international
integrative subsystems is likely to be rather
important. One of the possbilities which
emerges from this paper is that the previously
naive conception of the world as one social unit
may today be more redistic (whatever that
means) than we realise.

Another approach to integrative subsystems
is suggested by Johan Gatung. In a paper
delivered at a recent Pugwash conference (3)
Galtung, on the basis of sociological theory,
suggested that for two interacting social systems
P.2,3):

"... there is interaction between the top
levels, and from the rank and file in one
system to the leader(s) in the other — but
not so much between the lower levels in
the two groups. »

Werner Levi in an article entitted " On
The Causes of Peace " in the Journa of Con-
flict Resolution (p.p. 23-35, 4) theorises about
the criss cross effects caused by overlapping
social groups within the nation and argues that
the large areas of socia relations in the non-
political sphere, coupled with the central or-
ganisation of violence, leads to the avoidance
of internal violence.

At the global level, however, Levi concludes
that the density of contacts among the various
citizens of the world is inadequate for any
mutual dependence among non-national group-
ings to be effective in helping preserve the
peace among nations. He also points out that
the international political system is not organ-
ised in the way necessary for any such mutua
dependence to be effective.

The structural theory of aggression present-
ed by Johan Gatung in the Journa of Peace
Research (p.p. 95-119, 5) is, as is pointed out
in the theory, complementary to the classical
notion of criss cross. Galtung also points out
that whether the criss cross effect or the aggres-
sion effect dominates, is a matter for future
and empirical research. According to the Gal-
tung structural theory, the possibilities for
creative conflict or destructive aggression de-
pend on such factors as the number of ele-
ments in the system, the pattern of the rank
dimensons and the number of rank dimen-
sons.

2. Aninternational integrative subsystem

Recent empirical  studies of conflicc be-
haviour have identified a number of conflict
dimensions (6). It seems a possibility, there-
fore, that as the empirical study of integrative
behaviour advances, techniques such as factor
analysis may reveal dimensions of integrative
behaviour. In this paper only one integrative
subsystem is analysed.

The international integrative subsystem con-
sdered in this preliminary analysis is the world
network of International Non - Governmental
Organisations (INGOs). INGOs cover a wide
range of human activity and it is assumed that,
to a first approximation, they provide an index
of the international cultural subsystem. In the
Yearbook of International Organizations (YI10O)
(7), the source used for this study, INGOs are
classfied under the headings Bibliography,
Documentation and Press; Religion and Ethics;
Social Sciences and Humanistic Studies; Inter-
national Relations; Politics; Law and Adminis-
tration; Social Welfare; Professons and Em-
ployers, Trade Unions; Economics and Finan-
ce;, Commerce and Industry; Agriculture
Transport and Travel; Technology; Science;
Hedth; Education and Youth; Arts, Li-
terature, Radio, Cinema and T.V. ; Sport and
Recreation. Up to and including 1961, 1,529
INGOs were recorded in the Sth edition of the
YI1O. The 10th edition of YIO, which has
recently been published, lists 1,718 INGOs
which suggests an increase of 189 INGOs in two
years. The data collected in this study is from
the 9th edition of YIO, but the latest in-
formation is currently being placed on punched
cards for a more rigorous and up to date ana-
lyss.

While workers such as Schokking and Ander-
son (p. 395, 8) and White (p.p. 87-97, 9) have
stressed the importance of INGOs in the in-
tegration process, the systematic empirical
analyss of this, and other internationd in-
tegrative interactions, is only just beginning.
In a recent analysis (10) INGO membership
ranked high on an Economic Dimension, and
also had significant loadings on a Power Bases
and a Political Dimension. INGO membership
did not appear on either the Foreign Conflict
or Domestic Conflict dimensions.

If the rate of formation, that is the number
of new INGOs formed each time period, for
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five year periods from 1870 to 1960 is mark-
ed on a graph we get the picture in Plot 1.
The broken line for the period 1960-64 is cal-
culated using the increase reported in the 10th
Y10 and the formation rate for 1960-61 record-
ed in the 9th YIO. The broken line is ten-
tative at this stage, but gives a more optimistic
esimate than an earlier estimate based just
on the 1960-61 data.
Plot 2 showsthe formation rate of INGOs

In recording the formation rate a very few
of the 1,529 INGOs listed had no data concern-
ing foundation dates. These could not be re-
corded. Where an INGO was superceded by
a new INGO without discontinuity, the earliest
date of foundation was taken.

For Plot 3 a graph was drawn which weight-
ed the INGOs according to the number of
nations with citizens in that particular INGO.
Thus, if an INGO had members in the USSR,

Denmark and Poland only, then it was scored 3.

The profile for this

3.

It is obvious from
Plot 1 that since 1870
for
the world there has
been a steady upward
trend
in the rate of formation

of INGOs. Imposed
on this genera
increasing growth
trend, there

has been two slumps in
formation rate, each
dump being associated
with a World War.
If the rate of formation
of INGOs is considered
for ten year periods
commencing with 1870,
apart from the two year
periods 1910-19 and
1930-39 which are
associated with the two
World
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Wars, the rate of formation of INGOs which
we shall call F, has varied such that :

where a is a constant. That is to say the rate
of formation of INGOs, apart from the two
periods associated with the World Wars, hasin-

the for-

creased exponentially. The greater
mation rate, the greater the rate of increase
in the formation rate. This trend is only valid
if intervals of ten years are considered, and
is consistent with the assumption that since

1870 there has been a general exponentia in-
crease in the rate of growth of the international
cultural subsystem.

Of course the present measure is very crude
and takes no account of INGO size and activity
level as well as assuming the source of in-
formation is reasonably reliable. Further it
could be that some INGOs have been formed
and then gone out of existence without being
replaced. Nevertheless, there certanly ap-
pears to be a long term general trend of the
kind described above.

However, while such a genera trend may
exist, it is of particular interest to consider the
question of how uniform the distribution of
the integrative bonds is. For example, Plot 2
illustrates the tremendous increase in EEC
INGOs a a time when the rest of the inte-
grative network had a falling off in the rate
of increase. The yearly rates for EEC INGOs
as recorded in the ninth edition of the YIO
were 1952, 2; 1953, O; 1954, 1; 1955, 1;
1956, 3; 1957, 13; 1958, 39; 1959, 64; 1960, 41,
and 1961, 26. In the subsequent two years,
according to the tenth edition of YIO, not more
than 22 new EEG INGOs have been formed,
which is consistent with the falling off in rate
of formation of EEC INGOs which has taken
place since 1959.
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Plot 3 — the rate of formation of trans-cold
war INGOs — aso exhibits a marked falling
off from a maximum in 1948, when 28 trans-
cold war INGOs were formed. Subsequently,
there have been yearly fluctuations. If two
year periods are considered, however, it can be
seen from the Plot there has been a steady
falling off in trans-cold war INGO formation
rate, except during the period 1954-55 when
there was a marked increase. There were only
5 trans-cold war INGOs formed in 1961 formed
in 1961 according to Y10, the lowest rate since

A glance at column two shows that there are
fluctuations taking place. It can be seen that,
on average, transcoid war INGOs have ap-
proximately doubled their score since the end
of the second World War. Four of the nine-
teen classes, however, have fallen short of this
general trend. Thus Sport and Recresation,
Transport and Travel, Law and Administration,
and Commerce and Industry have not increased
as much as the average for trans-cold war
INGOs since the end of the second World War.
On the other hand, Arts and Literature, Educat-
ion and Youth, Agriculture and Trade Union Or-

Table 1 gives the total
INGO score in the first
column, the post World
War 1l score in the
second column and the
five-

yearly rates of increase
for the periods 1945-
49, 1950-54 and 1955-

categories listed in the
YIO.

periods are considered,
and if the overall trend
in Plot 3 is
remembered, Transport
and Travel,
Social Science,
Religion and Ethics,
Commerce

and Industry,
Professions and
Employers, Soc-

ial Welfare and
Economics all show a
marked

falling trend. Arts and
Literature, Education
and Youth, and Trade
Union Organisations
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show a lesser, but similar, trend. Only Agri-
culture and Bibliography, Documentation and
Press have their maximum increases in the last
five year period, It is of some interest to ob-
serve that Politics appears to have no links in
the integrative cultural subsystem.

Having taken this general look at the trans-
cold war growth patterns, the next section of
the paper considers in more detail the inte-
grative bonds through the cultural subsystem
acting upon each of the eleven Socidist nations
(Albania, Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, China,
German Democratic Republic, Hungary, North
Korea. Mongolia, Poland, Roumania, USSR,
and North Vietnam) and upon each of the
21 NATO, SEATO, and CENTO countries (Aus-
tralia, Belgium, Canada, Denmark, France,
German Federal Republic, Greece, Iceland.
Iran, Italy, Luxembourg, Netherlands, New
Zeadland, Norway, Pakistan, Philippines, Portu-
gal, Thailand, Turkey, UK and USA).

For al these nations, the growth rate of
INGOs since the end of the second World War
has been collected such that for each of the
21 X 12 = 252 nation pairs, the number of
INGOs formed since the second World War
which link the various pairs of nations for
each of the 19 categories, is known.

In the case of China, only INGOs formed
after the Revolution or recorded as still func-
tioning in China have been included.

In the case of second level INGOs, which are
organisations of INGOs, the countries linked
by the member INGOs have been recorded as
being linked by the second level INGO. Some
of these second level INGOs are organisations
of over fifty INGOs.

With this data we can test the Galtung hypo-
thesis that there is interaction between the
top levels, and from rank and file in one system
to the leader(s) in the other but not so much
between the lower levels in the two groups.
It must be remembered, however, that the inter-
action under consideration here is non-govern-
mental and is concerned with the international
cultural subsystem.

To test the Galtung hypothesis we must con-
sider :

1) Top West-Top East interaction : this we

define here as interaction between the USA,

UK, France and Germany on the one hand
and the USSR on the other.

(23] Top East-Small West interaction : inter-
action between the USSR and the remain-
ing 17 smaller Western powers.

(©)] Top West-Small East interaction : inter-
action between the USA, UK, France and
Germany and the 11 smaler Socidist
powers.

Small East-Small West interaction : inter-

action between the 17 smaler Western
nations and the 11 smaler Socidist

powers.

There are 4 nation pairs involved in Top
West - Top East interaction, 17 in Top East -
Small West, 44 in Top West - Small East, and
187 in Small East - Small West. The total in-
teraction for each of these 4 classes has been
calculated, and the average per nation pair has
then been worked out. These results are given
below for each of the 19 sections, as well as
for the total number of trans-cold war INGOs
formed snce the end of the second World
War.

These results strongly support the Galtung
hypothesis. Apart from Religion and Ethics,
where the average INGO bonding per nation
pair is the same for top-top relations as for
the small-small, the top-top bonding is aways
stronger than the small small. In five cases,
the small-small bonding is either equal to, or
just higher, than the Top East - Small West
bonding, but the overwhelming pattern in the
dataisin favour of the Galtung hypothesis.

With regard to the possibility that the USSR
manifests a tendency which is in opposition to
the Gadtung hypothesis, a similar possibility
was apparent in the polarization scores de-
duced from empirical trade data in an earlier
paper (11). In order to throw a little more
light on this question the total number of trans-
cold war INGO bonds formed since 1945 for
each of the 33 nations has been calculated.

From these results it seems that the strong-
est INGO bonding is not through the number
one power in each group. Possibly this pattern
is a@pparent in other integrative subsystems

and is a manifestation of the ideological func-
tion incumbent upon the leader of any allian-
ce of nations.

At the other end of the scale, however, the
Socidist nations North Korea, Albania, China,
North Vietnam and Mongolia stand apart from
the other Socialist nations. In terms of INGO
bonding they are a a very low level, particu-
larly when it is remembered that the 21 West-
ern nations as against the 12 Socialist nations
tends to inflate the Socialist INGO bonding as
against the Western INGO bonding. If the
INGO bonding is in any way indicative of the
total international integrative subsystem, in the
event of international stress developing these
nations would be particularly vulnerable to
foreign conflict. We will not labour the point
here, but the implications from this logic
probably bear considerable relevance to the
current Vietnam conflict, and to the previous
outbreak in Korea. The avoidance of inter-
national violence requires an international in-
tegrative subsystem as a necessary condition.
The fact that these five nations are at such a
relatively low level of INGO bonding could be
of condgderable importance in the next ten
years.

On the Western side, the bottom five nations
in terms of INGO bonding are New Zealand,
Pakistan, the Philippines, Icdland and Thai-
land, athough if alowance is made for the
disoroportion in  Socidist and Western num-
bers, possibly one should only regard Iceland
and Thailand as being relatively as unattached
as the bottom five Socidist powers. The fact
that Thailand has such a low INGO bonding
score may be a justifiable cause for concern,
particularly when Thailand's geographica po-
sition is remembered. The postion of the
Philippines further emphasises the relative
weakness of this integrative subsystem in that
geographic area.

The low scores of Iceland and New Zealand
illustrate the relative geographical isolation of
these two countries The same geographical
isolation may also act to protect these nations
from border conflicts etc. Nevertheless the
low level of INGO bonding in these cases could
be important in the case of an international
conflict involving these countries.

3. Discussion and Policy Implication.

A discussion of integrative systems in peace
research is likely to include the conception of
the world as one social system. Exactly how
«redlistic» such a discussion may be is perhaps
not as relevant as the fact that the analogy to
one social system is probably becoming more
meaningful. It would, of course, be wrong to
confuse one socid system with one politica
system or to imply that one socia system need
necessarily be at peace.

If the rate of growth of the international cul-
tural subsystem is exponential, there are a
number of ramifications for peace research and
for governmental decision makers.

In the first place it is important that those
whose professional or human concern lies in
this area are sensitive to the social changes,
relevant to peace, which occur within the world
system. It is likely that a change in a socia
parameter of the sort illustrated in Plot 1 will
hare political relevance. An appreciation of

such a change should impinge upon current
conceptions of political reality and social action
and upon decisons makers notions of « the
possible ». An important aspect of « the pos-
sble » includes a redlization that postive
strategies may be feasble against the back-
ground of the expanding cultural subsystem.
It is obviously difficult for decision makers to
broaden their philosophica base to include
positive strategies such as a large scale commit-
ment to development science as outlined by Et-
zioni (p. 232, 12). Nevertheless, it would seem
reasonable to investigate a variety of positive
strategies, particularly in those areas such as
health, science or agriculture where the cul-
tural substrata is either relatively strong or
growing fast. For example, joint scientific
ventures might be treated as economically
serioudly as defence projects.

Secondly, the preventative approach to
violent international conflict might be adopt-
ed on a large scale, assuming war avoidance
isregarded as one of the aims of foreign
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policy. If the measures used in this limited
study have any reliability, then it is obvious
that, in terms of this particular international
integrative subsystem, certain areas of the
world are integratively underdeveloped even by
the low standards of today. The bipolar system
is unevenly tied together and, in the event of
strain, the less integrated areas may be more
susceptible to violence, if the strain occurs
within these areas. The suggestion made by
Galtung, that the potentiad role of smaller
nations in tying the system together a the
bottom is of great importance, is supported by
this paper. Such linkages would also function
to contain violence when strain develops
between the super-powers. It would seem pos
sible that the integrative approach to conflict
management, which would involve private in-
dividuals as well as governments and which
might involve interaction in a number of pro-
jects and organisations in these underdeveloped
areas, is worthy of more consideration.

The fact that in this study the most integrat-
ed nations, as measured by INGO bonding,
are not the most physically powerful in terms
of killing capacity could mark the emergence
of a new rank dimension in cold war relation-
ships. At present Poland and France appear
to be top dogs on this dimension, a position
they might usefully exploit a times of West -
East tenson. As sated, however, there are
serious problems at the other end of the in-
tegration dimension.

It is not atogether unreasonable to anti-
cipate a growing significance in this dimen-
sion in future discussions of world affairs.

M odel rules of procedure

Modd  rules of procedure for internationd  Conferences have
been approved by the Association of Secretaries General of Par- |
liamentsin April 1965.

The.purpose of this standard code of procedure is to expedite
the work of international Conferences of al kinds. Such Confer-
ences may be composed by Ministers or Members of Parliament,
or of official or professional bodies meeting for an internationa
occasion.

The existence of a standard code of procedure does not, of
course, imply any obligaion on an international Conference to
adopt its rules, but it is hoped that the existence of a body of rules,
instituted by the Association of Secretaries Genera of Parliament,
would carry enough authority to command wide acceptance by
international Conferences of all kinds.

It should, however, be emphasized that the rules contained in
this code are not based on theory aone; indeed they are drawn
from established institutions in the international field and are
drafted in the light of experience of the code of rules which has| ¥
been operated for many years by the Inter-Parliamentary Union s
as well as the more recently adopted rules of procedure of the
Consultative Assembly of the Council of Europe, the Assembly of
Western European Union and the European Parliament.

Peking: Symposium

Details about an international meeting held
in Peking are given in the nr 3, 1965, issue of
the magazine Scientific World, organ of the
World Federation of Scientific Workers.

It concerns a Symposium on multiple bran-
ches of science, held during the 11 days from
21 to 31 August 1964, which was attended by
367 scientists from 44 countries and regions in
Africa, Ada, Latin America and Oceania
About 30 per cent of the delegates were from
the physical sciences, 40 per cent from the bio-
logica sciences and 30 per cent from the social
siences

Three lecture theatres were available for the
conference in addition to 12 large conference
rooms. One of these theatres had been built
during the last four months especialy for the
Symposum and impressed foreigners very
much by its superb optical and electrical equip-
ment, al made in China. The hosts provided
simultaneous translations of papers in Chinese,
English, French and Spanish and in addition
printed copies of the paper, provided that it
had been submitted one week before the re-
levant session. These printed papers were in
English and Chinese as well as the origina
language with summaries in French and Span-
ish!

The symposium received 299 papers on natur-
a and social sciences, which were read and
discussed at the meetings of the committees of
natural science, engineering, agricultural scien-
ce, medical science, political science and law.
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economics, education, philology and literature,
philosophy and history.

The symposium has decided that another
symposium should be held in 1968 in Peking.

Congres deVienne

Réflexionssur un congrres

« ses résultats éaient extrémement positifs
puisgqu'il a réuni, bien que tenu pour la pre-
miére fois dans un continent autre que I'Euro-
pe, les artistes — délégués des Comités natio-
naux et observateurs — de trente-cing pays.
Quelques conclusions peuvent étre tirées de
cette expérience, en méme temps que des en-
seignements pour |'avenir.

En particulier, le choix dun theme central,
auquel les discussions d'une ou deux journées
peuvent étre consacrées, est une source dinté-
rét renouvelé pour nos congres.

En ce qui concerne la structure méme de
nos congres, maintenant que les taches d'ordre
purement administratif sont pratiquement ter-
minées, il semble souhaitable que le nombre
des commissions de travail soit réduit a deux :
ainsi serait évitée a l'avenir une trop grande
dispersion des délégués et les discussions de
certains points importants, dans les commis-
sions, n'en seraient que plus fructueuses. »

Organization of Congresses

" The way Congresses are organised, it is im-
possible to discuss any question and in fact the
authors of papers and the pa rticipants them -
selves druggle through interminable sessions.
It is to be hoped that authors provide the Con-
gress organisers with their papers in good time
so that the summaries may be sent to the par-
ticipants before the Congress starts. In this
way, the audience will be asked during the
Congress if any communication is to be made
regarding the paper in question. If the en-
suing discussion promises to be of long durat-
ion, those interested could continue the discus-
son in a room apart. The participants who
have often travelled long distances to get in-
formation will no longer lose time. A further
refinement would be the use of a projector to
accompany the discussion, facilitating the trans-
lators work and aiding understanding on the
part of the audience".

This was a recommendation put forward at
the Ordinary Assembly of the International
Federation of Beekeepers Associations.

ISM A-Technical Conférence

The International Superphosphate Manufac-
turers Asociation Ltd hdd its  Technica
Conference in Edinburgh at the invitation of
the Superphosphate Manufacturers Association
of the U.K., from the 14th to 16th September.
Some 200 delegates from 80 firms belonging to
24 countries attended. In addition, 34 re
presentatives of plant construction firms from
five countries were present by invitation. It is
thought that a gathering of this scope contain-
ing as it did high ranking technical represent-
atives from the five continents is unique in the
annals of the fertiliser industry.

After a Civic Reception on the first evening,
the conference attacked its large programme.
18 papers were presented and discussed. They
dealt with three broad themes : the manufac-
ture and use of phosphoric and superphosphor-
ic acid, complex fertiliser production and the
automation of production control. Discussion
groups considered the behaviour and use of dif-
ferent varieties of phosphate rock and the pros
and cons of concentration in fertiliser manufac-
ture.

The Charman of the Conference, Dr. B.
Raistrick of Associated Chemicd Companies
Ltd., presded a a reception on the second
evening and on the third, delegates were enter-
tained a dinner by the Superphosphate Manu-
facturers Association. On the fina day, they
visited the works of Scottish Agricultura In-
dustries Ltd., at Leith, after which the Com-
pany entertained them to lunch.

The papers presented in the forma sessions,
together with a verbatim record of the discus-
sion, will be published in English and French.

Active Summer for Esperanto
For the first time in the history of Espe
ranto, the centre of activity during the sum-
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mer of 1965 has moved into Asia The Uni-
versal Congress of Esperanto, with 1700 dele-
gates from 45 countries, took place in Tokyo,
and the 21¢ Congress of the World Organ-
ization of Young Esperantists (TEJO) was held
in Ootsu, also in Japan. The Universal Con-
gress, fiftieth in the series, took place during
the first week of August. Main topics at sec-
tional meetings were "Aspects of Internation-
a Co-operation " and " The Language Prob-
lem in International Economic Relations ".

anto activities in Asa naturaly receiv-
ed detailed attention. At the closing meeting
of the Congress, a resolution pledging further
support for the ams of Internationa Co-
operation Year and drawing attention to the
language problem as a barrier to international
co-operation was accepted.

TEJO's congress in Ootsu brought together
representatives of all its affiliated sections in
Asia and Australasia A new nationa branch
in New Zealand was admitted to the organiz-
ation. In addition to representatives from
Asia, a strong European contingent helped to
make the congress truly international in char-
acter. In its closing resolution, the congress
called for closer co-operation between inter-
national youth organizations and expressed
satisfaction at the opportunity given by the
congress for discussion of Asian problems in
all their aspects.

The outstanding success of the two maor
congresses in Japan was echoed by an ex-
tensive series of meetings in other parts of the
world. These included an international meet-

ing in Hong Kong prior to the Tokyo congress,
and the North American Esperanto Congress
held in Portland, Oregon. In Europe, the
European Esperanto Conference, held in Vien-
na in July, brought together representatives
from 22 nations and included an extensve
programme of cultural events. Leaders of the
Esperanto movement were received by the
President of Austria, himsalf a spesker and
user of Esperanto. Meetings of specialist and
professional Esperanto organizations took pla-
ce in various European cities during the sum-
mer, among them Graz, where Esperantist
teachers met in July.

The World League of Esperanto-Speaking
Students held its annual meeting at Balatonal-
madi, Hungary, and TEJO's summer meetings
included seminars organized by national
branches in France, Germany, Yugodavia,
Bulgaria, Sweden and Hungary. TEJO itself
acted as host to a seminar on language prob-
lems in international youth relations, at which
representatives of a dozen youth organizations
dealt with problems connected with inter-
national communication. The seminar, as the
first international meeting ever to dea with
this problem, broke new and important
ground. Participantss heard sixteen working
papers in the three working languages of the
seminar and accepted a series of conclusions
calling for, among other things, intensified
language ingtruction in youth organizations
and co-operation between organizations in the
provison of trandation services The semi-
nar was held in Podvin, Ljubljana, Yugo-
davia
