LE ROLE DES ORGANISATIONS INTERNATIONALES
DE JOURNALISTES

Origine et développement.

Au Royaume-Uni, en France, aux Etats-Unis
et dans un certain nombre dautres pays, les
premieres organisations de journalistes furent
des sociétés amicales, de bienfaisance qui, con-
trairement aux unions dimprimeurs et dautres
artisans, ne soccupaient pas de problémes éco-
nomiques tels que ceux de la rémunération et
des conditions de travail. Les premiéres de ces
oCciétés amicales dites « press club », furent
fondées peu avant 1880. Au cours de cette pé-
riode, une régresson économique généralisée
favorisa la formation des premiers syndicats de
journalistes, qui avaient pour objectifs essen-
tiels I'amélioration des traitements et des con-
ditions de travail de leurs membres. La plupart
d'entre eux disparurent bientdt, mais la Natio-
nal Union of Journalists, fondée en 1907 a Bir-
mingham pour les journalistes du Royaume-Uni,
devait connaitre plus de succes.

Aprés la N U J des syndicats analogues se
créérent en Australie, en Nouvelle-Zélande, en
Union Sud-Africaine, en Scandinavie et dans
d'autres pays. Pendant cette période, des Asso-
ciagions ou des Syndicas des Journdistes
Sétaient créés dans un certain nombre de pays
d'Amérique Latine.

Aprés le premier Congrés Latino-Américain
de Journalistes qui se tint & Saint-Domingue en
1927, des organisations furent fondées au Pérou,
au Mexique, au Brésil, en Argentine et en Uru-

quay.
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En Ase les premiéres associations se sont
créées peu aprés la premiére guerre mondiale.
en sinspirant surtout de celles qui existaient
en Europe.

La plus importante est |'association générale
de Journalistes de Chine (Pékin), qui compte
12.000 membres et qui possede diverses sections
dans différentes régions de la République Po-
pulaire.

En Afrique, I'extension prise par la presse-
dpres la guerre a eu comme corollaire, la consti-
tution d'associations de journalistes en Egypte,
au Ghana, au Maroc, au Soudan et en Tunisie.

En méme temps que les premiéres organisa-
tions nationales des journalistes, on vit naitre
des associations de correspondants a |'étranger,
dans les principaux centres dinformation du
monde, a mesure que se développait le repor-
tage international .

La premiére association de presse étrangere
fut créée a Londres en 1888; d'autres se consti-
tuérent bientét a Paris, a Berlin, et dans diver-
ses grandes capitales. Remarquons que les con-
tacts internationaux entre journalistes se sont
développés progressivement a l'origine dans les
pays les plus avancés, gréce a des congrés mix-

tes déditeurs, puis par l'intermédiaire de
I'Union Internationale des Associations de
Presse.

Apres la premiere guerre mondiale, I'indus-
trialisation croissante de la presse et le déve-



loppement du reportage international € des
techniques de télécommunication provoquerent

la création dassociations internationales réser-
vées aux journalistes. En outre, on comprit la
nécessité d'organiser un front commun pour dé-
fendre la liberté de lu presse menacée par les
progrés du fascisme. La premiére organisation
permanente répondant a cette intention a été
la Fédération Internationale des Journalistes
(FI1J) fondée en 1926 au cours d'une réunion
tenue a Paris par les journalistes de 21 pays.
La FIJ sefforca de défendre la liberté de la
presse, d'améliorer le statut et les conditions de
travail des journalistes, d'encourager les échan-
ges internationaux. Elle dénongca les dangers
que présentent d'une part, la concentration de
la propriété des entreprises de presse, et. d'au-
tre part, l'action exercée par les Directeurs de
ces entreprises sur les services dinformations.
Elle décida en 1930, de fonder une Cour d'hon-
neur internationale de presse, dont les juge-
ments devaient se fonder sur les principes des
Cours d'honneur nationales et des codes de mo-
rde professonnelle de différents pays, mais
cette Cour n'a jamais réellement fonctionné. La
guerre de 1939 mit fin al'activité de laFIJ.

En 1941, on fit revivre cette organisation a
Londres sous le nom de Fédération internatio-
nale des journaistes des pays libres ou alliés
(International Federation of Journalists of the
Allied and Free countries). Cette association
travailla a unir tous les journalistes pour la dé-
fense de la liberté et prépara la création d'une
nouvelle organisation internationale, une fois la
paix revenue.

En 1946, un congres de journalistes repré-
sentant 19 pays réunis par la Fédération a Co-
penhague, décida de congtituer une nouvelle
association, 1'Organisation Internationale des
Journalistes. L'O | J compta plus tard 24 syn-
dicats nationaux. Mais, des différends d'ordre
politique amenerent les journalistes occidentaux
a se retirer de I'O | J pour former, en 1952, la
Fédération Internationale des Journalistes (FIJ)
dont le siége est a Bruxelles et qui groupe 22
organisations dans 18 pays.

Outre ces deux organisations, il existe un cer-
tain nombre d'associations internationales spé-
cialisées qui représentent des intéréts différents
mais traduisent le désir des journalistes de pro-
mouvoir la coopération internationale et de fai-
re mieux connaitre les affaires international es.

A I'heure actuelle, on peut distinguer, dans
I'ensemble, trois catégories

La premiére catégorie est celle des organis-
mes professionnels qui sont nés d'un accord di-
rect entre les personnes ou les entreprises inté-
ressées, le réle du gouvernement étant nul, ou
trés réduit. 1l arrive toutefois que des organisa-
tions de cet ordre soient soumises a certaines
obligations, par exemple aux réglements con-
cernant I'enregistrement des groupements syn-
dicaux. Le nombre de ces organisations n'est
pas limité dans un pays donne.

La seconde catégorie est celle des organisa-
tions qui, créées par une mesure légidative,
groupent dans leur pays respectifs tout le per-
sonnel de l'industrie de la presse. Les objectifs
et, dans leurs grandes lignes, les activités de ces
organisations peuvent également étre fixés par
le gouvernement.

Il existe enfin une catégorie intermédiaire,
celle des organisations qui, tout en ayant été
fondées uniquement par accord entre les mem-
bres, doivent respecter les lois réglementaires
a la profession et leur assignent certaines obli-
gations, par exemple, celle de participer a des
conseils darbitrage en matiere de salaires, a
des caisses de retraite ou a des comités chargés
de registres de la profession. Avec certaines va-
riantes, cette large classification tripartite des
organisations professionnelles de la presse vaut
également pour les autres moyens dinforma-
tion.

Objectifs et activités actuels.

Deés l'origine on voit que ces organisations as-
socient a leur objectif d'abord fraternel, puis
économique, un constant souci du role socia de
laprofession.

De nos jours, les organisations en cause con-
sacrent une grande partie de leur temps et de
leurs ressources a certaines activités ayant pour
objet d'aider la profession a mieux servir 1'in-
térét public, et qui peuvent étre rangées dans
les trois grands thémes suivants :

— défense delaliberté de I'information:

— amélioration des moyens de formation pro-
fessionnelle;

— ingtitution de normes professionnelles.
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Défense de la liberté de I'information.

Au méme rythme que les moyens dinforma-
tion, on vit croitre parallélement toutes sortes
d'obstacles empéchant I'utilisation de la pres-
se. Les organisations de la presse prirent la té-
te des mouvements visant a réduire ou a éimi-
ner ces obstacles.

L'action sSexerca sous diverses formes : agp-
pels directs aux gouvernements, mobilisation de
I'opinion publique et collaboration aux efforts
déployés par différents organismes internatio-
naux, tels que I'Unesco, en faveur de la liberté
de l'information. On pourrait citer dinnombra-
bles exemples des efforts déployés dans ce do-
maine par |es organisations internationales.

Amélioration des moyens de formation profes-
sionnelle.

Aprés avoir é&é accueillie avec scepticisme
dans certains milieux professionnels la valeur
dune telle formation est presguuniverselle-
ment reconnue de nos jours. Ce revirement se
manifeste dans bien des organisations qui pré-
voient maintenant une participation aux pro-
grammes de formation auxquels les Associations
Professionnelles apportent un concours sans ces-
se croissant.

Sur le plan international, un certain nombre
d'organisations professionnelles ont mis en rou-
te des programmes de formation qu'elles avaient
congus, ou se sont déclarées prétes a apporter
dans ce domaine, un concours technique et fi-
nancier a des réalisations dont bénéficierait un
groupe de pays.

La Commonwealth Press Union, par exemple.
met au point un programme de formation pour
I'ensemble du Commonwesalth  britannique;
L'Inter American Press Association, pour sa
part, a organisé un programme de bourses des-
tiné a permettre les échanges de journalistes
entre pays de I'némisphére occidental. De mé-
me. |'Organisation Internationale des Journa-
listes patronne des voyages internationaux de
journalistes appartenant a ses associations mem-
bres. D'autres organisations, telles que I'Insti-
tut International de la Presse, réunissent des
conférences, régionaes de journdistes et pu-
blient des répertoires de ressources qu'offrent
les différents pays en matiere de formation pro-
fessionnelle. Pour répondre au voau qu'expri-

ment généralement les milieux professionnels de
voir développer comme il convient les possibi-
lités de formation des journalistes, I'Unesco a
récemment institué a cet égard un programme
international, dont les bases ont éé jetées lors
d'une réunion d'experts convoquée par elle en
avril 1956, et qui groupait les représentants
d'un certain nombre d'associations. Les parti-
cipants a cette réunion ont conclu a l'unani-
mité que l'insuffisance des possibilités de for-
mation offertes aux journalistes constitue dans
la plupart des pays un obstacle majeur au déve-
loppement des moyens d'information.

L'action exercée par I'Unesco avec le con-
cours des milieux professionnels a notamment
abouti a la création, en juillet 1957, d'un Cen-
tre international d'enseignement supérieur du
journdisme rattaché a I'Université de Stras
bourg (France).

Ce centre, qui prépare des professeurs de
journalisme, spécialistes des différents moyens
dinformation, a éé congu pour toute I'Euro-
pe, et pour les pays avoisinants d'Afrique et
d'Asie, en particulier pour I'Afrique. Il est ad-
ministré par un conseil composé de représen-
tants de différents pays, ou siégent des journa-
listes et des professeurs d'université.

La Fédération Internationale des Editeurs de
Journaux et Publications et la Fédération Inter-
nationale des Journalistes se sont associées aux
travaux du centre de Strasbourg. Elles ont vi-
vement engagé I'Unesco a poursuivre son action
en faveur de la formation des journalistes et les
encouragements qu'elle donne a la recherche
scientifigue sur les probléemes reatifs aux
moyens d'information.

L'Unesco examine maintenant avec les orga-
nisations professionnelles intéressées la possibi-
lité de créer dans d'autres régions de nouveaux
éablissements denseignement  supérieur du
journalisme. Dans le cadre de cette activité, elle
a organisé une réunion a Quito (Equateur) au
cours de l'automne de 1958. en vue d'étudier
les besoins de I'Amérique latine dans ce do-
maine. A la suite de cette réunion, un Institut
semblable & celui de Strasbourg a été crée en
Amérique latine dés octobre 1959, avec Quito
pour siege. Ce centre remplit les mémes fonc-
tions que celui de Strasbourg pour les pays de
son ressort.

The method of preparation of discussion on this point will differ from the other two.
In view of the congress, enquiry and research have been carried out under the direction
of Professor E, Alkjaer of the Copenhagen School of Economics and Business Administra-
tion. The results will be distributed to the Congress participants in advance.

To complete this general information we wish to mention that : all discussions during
the Congress will be in plenary sessions; the number of participants will be limited, and
late enrolment cannot be accepted; requests for information and enrolment should be ad-
dressed to : The Secretariat of the 4th International Congress on Congress Organization, c/o
DIS Congress Service, 19 Sankt Peders Straede, Copenhagen K, Denmark; the report of the
4th Congress will be published in UIA's collection " International Congress Science .

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WHICH ONES?

At least 1,000,000 participants are involved every year in some 2,500 International Congresses. Nine
can be seen above. They are pictured in front of the registration desk at the Falkoner Centret in
Copenhagen during one of the Congresses the economic aspects of which shall be discussed and
in fact discovered during the 4th International Congress on Congress Organisation.

Administration has recently made a study of the
economic effects of international congresses.
The results of this study — which constitutes the
first attempt at an overall survey of this sub-
ject so important to numerous institutions, or-
ganizations, businesses, and private persons —
will be given in a few months at the 4th Inter-
national Congress on Congress Organization to
he held in Copenhagen from 30 March to 2nd
April, 1966, in connection with the discussions
of one of the main themes of that congress.

The treatment of the findings of this study is
still in progress, but it is possible in this article
to give a broad outline of the contents and meth-
od of this study.

As dready mentioned, the main purpose of
the study is to investigate the economic effects
of international congresses, which are now being
held in a number of over 2,500 a year with a
total attendance of at least 1 million people
from &l over the world. Such economic effects
comprise partly the investments made by gov-
ernments, cities, international  organizations,
and private trade to attract and arrange inter-
national congresses, and partly the money spent
on congress participation by the people parti-
cipating in these international congresses, either
as delegates or as companions.

As a necessary background for an understand-
ing of the full scope of the economic effects of
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international congresses, the study aso com-
prises an account of the developments in recent
years as regards number and geographical dis-
tribution of international congresses and inter-
national organizations, the initiators of the con-
gresses, plus a number of other questions that
are important for a comprehensive description
of the subject matter of the study.

The material for the study was mainly ob-
tained from the answers to 3 questionnaires,
which were sent out by the above mentioned
research institute to :

1) the 51 most important international congress
citiesin the world;

2) the members of the International Association
of Congress Centres;

3) thedelegates at a large international con-
gress held in Copenhagen in June, 1965.

The answers to these questionnaires thus pro-
vided information about the measures taken
and the services provided by the most important
venues for international congresses in order to
attract these congresses. Also, information was
obtained about the functions performed by the
specialized congress centres and the importance
to them of international congresses. Further-
more, very interesting information about the
extent and pattern of spending by congress-
goers was secured, which perhaps best illustra-
tes the degree to which a community is affect-
ed by the economic effects of international con-
gresses. Finaly, delegates answers to the
questionnaires provided information about their
financing of congress expenditures, preferen-
ces regarding time and place of congress hold-
ing, etc.

Besides the primary material provided by the
answers to the questionnaires, material for the
study was obtained from the existing literature
on the subject, not least from the files and pub-
lications of the Union of International Associa-
tions, and finally from interviews with persons
professionally engaged in the international con-
gress business.

The results of this study will undoubtedly be
of considerable interest to all those who are in
one way or another interested in the subject of

international congresses — be it as members of
international organizations; officials of govern-
mental or civic authorities;, businessmen in the
trades financially affected by the organizing in-
ternational congresses (e. g. hotel and restaurant
trade, transportation, travel agencies, congress
organizers, etc.); or simply as congress delega-
tes. And even though this single study may not
give al the answers to the complex question of
the economic effects of international congresses,
it will at any rate provide the framework for a
better understanding of this important aspect
of modern organizational life and appreciation
of its economic proportions.

Finaly it should be mentioned that a sum-
mary of the study will be presented at the 4th
International Congress on Congress Organiza-
tion in Copenhagen by the director of the Insti-
tue of Traffic and Tourism Research, Professor
Ejler Alkjaer, who is aso President of The
Tourist Association of Copenhagen. He has been
assisted in the preparation of the entire practi-
cal research work by his research associate, Mr
J L Eriksen. An advisory committee consisting
of Messrs Albert Cronheim, Erik Friis and G P
Speeckaert have been at the disposal of the re-
searchers.

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NGO Action

vis-a-vis Developing Countries

We think our readers might find useful the text printed
below. It was extracted from a note prepared by the
Secretariat of the Freedom from Hunger Campaign to
item 6 of the Agenda of the Second Freedom from
Hunger Campaign Conference (Rome 17-20 November
1965). This text concerns the NGO action visavis
developing countries.

The great international and national Non-
Governmental  Organizations play, and have
played for years, a very important role in the
process of development. In most cases their
work began because of special interest in par-
ticular groups in developing countries — chil-
dren, co-religionists, minorities, or some similar
sector of a community. This has given the
NGOs a very real strength based on a common
interest with those they are helping. Further-
more the NGOs have the added advantage that
they can move more quickly than governments
or international organizations because their
methods of operation are simpler.

The volume of aid given to developing coun-
tries by NGOs is impossible to calculate accu-
rately but it is clearly of a very considerable
size. The question which has now to be asked
however is whether, in the present stage of the
development process, the NGOs aid is being
provided in ways which will ensure that it
makes the maximum impact on the problem.

It is true that in recent years a growing
volume of NGOs aid has been switched from
temporary relief to investment in work of long-
term value to the developing countries. This is
a step in the right direction and is welcomed
by the developing countries. Furthermore one
of the results of the Freedom from Hunger
Campaign has been an increase in the propor-
tion of NGO ad devoted to the problems of
food production and of the rural populations.

It is still, however, widely complained by
the developing countries that too much NGO
aid is given without proper consultation with
the governments of these countries, and with
little or no relation to the priorities which the

countries themselves set. Furthermore it is
said, sometimes with justice, that money is put
into schemes promoted by loca groups without
sufficient care being taken to ensure the techni-
ca correctness of what is done, the proper
management of the project once it is under way,
nor the continuity of the project once outside
ad comesto an end.

On their part, the NGOs often retort that it
is difficult for them to enter into proper con-
aultation  with developing countries  because
there does not appear to be any single point
to which they can go. Government depart-
ments are understaffed and overworked, and in
any case have no appreciation of the special
interests which are the concern of NGOs.

All these arguments have some validity but
if the vast and expanding contribution of NGOs
(and therefore of " people to people ") towards
the freeing of mankind from hunger is to be
used to maximum effect it is suggested that
there are certain implications which NGOs
should be prepared to face :

1 ) Are not the interests of the groups with
which an NGO is specially concerned best
served by measures which tend to improve
the lot of the whole community in which
those groups live ?

2) If this is the case, does it not follow that
NGO aid. to be most effective, must be given
in consultation and cooperation with the
competent planning authorities in developing
countries ?

3) Would not the NGOs see a great advantage

in having one body (i.e. aNational Commit-
tee) which could provide them with ma-
chinery to ensure the correctness of the
projects they are asked to undertake ?

In all these questions a further oneisimplied

— namely, what role can the FFHC (*) National
Committees play — in both developed and

developing countries in relation to NGOs. In the
former they might well be considered as a point of
coordination for aid in the field of hunger, and
as a source of information on priorities, which
could be of value to NGOs in deciding where to
apply their resources. In the latter, F F H G
Committees should be — and in some few cases
adready are — the sole channel through which
voluntary aid against hunger should be discussed
and planned. It is not suggested that all funds

should go through a National F F H C Commit-
tee but that no project for purposes within the
competence of the Freedom from Hunger Cam-
paign should be undertaken without prior con-
sultation with the Committee of the recipient
country. In order to make this acceptable the
Committees of developing countries would have
to make sure that they include or at least con suit
with any special groups which are the con-
cern of NGOs offering aid.

Collisons in dense fog : " One
gets the impresson sometimes
that the decision-makers of the
international system are like
men driving very powerful cars
in extremely dense fog at high
speeds, with nothing but hoots
and flashes around them, and it
is not surprising that under
these conditions collisions are
so frequent ", writes Prof. Ken-
neh E. Boulding in the n° 3,
vol. XVII of International Social
Science. Journal, a special issue
devoted to peace research.

Prof. Boulding, research di-
rector of the Centre for Re
search on Conflict Resolution at
the University of Michigan in
the United States, proposes " a
worldwide system of social da
ta-collecting stations which
would transmit information re-
garding the social system to be
centrally processed in much the
same way that the information
collected at meteorological sta-
tions is processed into weather
maps and predictions".

While he notes that such an
organization may now seem
" hopdesdy impracticd ", he
points out that its cost of an
esimated $1,000 million might
yield an " amost fantastic rate
of return ". The cost of the
world's present " war system "
now amounts to $120,000 million
per year.

Prof. Boulding does not think
that " world social systems in-

formation  processing would
leed to universal pesce over-

night. But he does believe that,
while " man has been locked up ,
in the icy trap of his fears and
threats and impotences for a
long time ". we may be closer
than we think to that dight
temperature rise that can make
al the difference between freeze
and thaw.

La coopération, internationale en marche* Work in progress « La coopération

H A la suite des vols sensation-
nels perpétrés dans les musées,
le Consall international des mu-
$es (ICOM) a créé une com-
misson de sécurité qui a in-
scrit la protection contre le vol
au premier rang de ses préoc-
cupations. Afin de savoir dans
quelle situation se trouvaient
les musées de différents pays a
cet égard, la commission decida
de mener une enquéte dont le
soin fut confié a I'Interpol (Or-
ganisation internationale de po-
lice criminelle), qui éat déa
en rapport avec les musées, sur
le plan national et internatio-
nal. Les résultats de cette en-
quete commencée en juillet

pavenaent a I'COM en
Junlet 1959. Ce rapport de syn-
thése constituait un document
de base, complet et réaiste, a
partir duquel pouvait enfin étre
élaborée valablement une doc-
trine d'action systématique.

Dans le denier numéo de

M. André Noblecourt, président
de la commission de sécurité de
I''COM, analyse les conclusions
d'ordre général de cette enqué-
te.

Gréce a cet inventaire, les res-
ponsables des musées pourront
sadresser aux Spécialistes et
fourniseurs en connaissance de
cause.

Previous enquiries by the Re-
search and Documentation Cen-
tre, of the Universala Esperanto
Asocio have produced a list of
some 160 scientific and techni-

cal periodicas which either
have aready published, or else
are prepared to publish arti-
cles, papers or summaries in

Esperanto.

Since the last results were
published in 1959, this Centre
has continued to collect rele-
vant information, and published
in September last a supplemen-
tary list of a further 44 such
periodicals, of which the ma
jority have published papers or
summaries in Esperanto over the
last few years. Taken together,
these documents cover a to-
tal of 205 periodicals, of which
at least 86 have aready publish-
ed papers or summaries in Es-
peranto over the last 15 years.

Human Rights : During the 39th
Ecosoc sesson, the Working
Party on the International Year
for Human Rights adopted on
June 4, by 11 votes to 4, the
report of its ad hoc Committee
on the proposal to award hu-
man rights prizes.

The report recommended that
the prizes be awarded on De
cember 10, 1968, on the occa
son of the celebration of the
twentieth year of the Universa
Declaration of Human Rights,
to persons who have made out-
standing contributions to the
promotion and protection of
human rights and fundamental
freedoms since the proclama
tion of the Declaration on De-
cember 10, 1948. Thereafter the
prizes should be awarded at
five-year intervals to individuals
in recognition of their merito-
rious contributions to the pro-
motion and protection of hu-

man rights and fundamental
freedoms.
Not more than two prizes

should be awarded at one time,
and if one prize was to be
awarded it should be for out-
standing achievements in the
field of human rights. If two
prizes were to be awarded, one
should be for meritorious achie-
vements with reference to the
promotion and protection of ci-
vil and political rights, and the
other for outstanding achieve
ments with respect to the pro-
motion and protection of eco-
nomic, social and cultural
rights. If more than one prize
was awarded, each prize should
be equal in every way.

International organizations do not, like Topsy,
" just grow " — dlowing for a few rare exceptions
(e.g., the Diplomatic Corps). Hence this study of
the factor of individual persona leadership in
that connection conditutes an important contri-
bution to the general problem, so urgent today.

By the phrase " international organization " is
commonly meant (this concept being accepted by
the author in passing, p. 2, paragraph 4) an inter-
national ingtitution such as a union of sates or
an international conference or international admi-
nistrative agency or judicial tribuna, with ade-
quate reference to the functions (objectives and
procedures) thereof. The formula might aso be
used to designate a juridical system of rights and
obligations typified by the historic common inter-
national law " family of nations ", but this comes
to seem rather tenuous, although implied in sev-
eral of the cases treated here. Dr. Maza throws the
emphasis upon still another aspect of the problem,
or meaning of the phrase, an aspect which has
possibly been unduly neglected, namely the pro-
of formation of the international institution,
or upon one aspect of that aspect namely indivi-
dua persona leadership. It is a salutary cor-
rectivee. Dr. Maza does not, moreover, neglect
the question of " Les Précurseurs ", so capably
treated by Ledermann (Maza, p. 20, n. 8).

The volume comprises discussions of the pro-
blem in genera — materials, framework, questions
— followed by nine case sudies ("Wilberforce,
Morel, Passy, Levinson, etc.) and by conclusons
grouped in rigorously classified categories (cadre,
organisation, structure, moyens, méthodes, etc.).
This is obvioudy a " dissertation " and is, inci-
dentally "documented " by reference to an amaz-
ing wealth of both primary materials and scholarly
literature.

Beyond the fundamental agreement expressed
above, one or two moderate disagreements might

be intimated. Thus it seems justifiable to point
out that in three or four of the cases cited by the
author no corporate or institutiona international
organization resulted but only agreements or
actions which fluctuated (as all such activities are
bound to fluctuate) with circumstances, unless
embodied in an institution consisting of delegates
and functionaries. The present author if put to
it, would probably be the last to regard an abstract
juridical nexus as an " organization ". Moreover,
in one case (Cremer) the problem of " leader-
ship " is very disputable although the result (the
Hague Court of Arbitration, in effect perpetuated
in the League and the United Nations Court) has
been of supreme importance. The activities of
governments in giving officia saus and form
to the ideas of the meneurs is naturaly not
emphasized in this volume; one may think of the
many " peace plans " which enjoyed no such
implementation (a phenomenon duly noted by
the author), and therefore came to nothing.

One might be permitted to object or demur
mildly aso to the highly personalized treatment
of the problem — albeit this is the declared inten-
tion of the author, an avowed and dedicated hu-
manist (HEW). Even in the best studies — Du-
nam and Lubin — surely the most important causal
factors resided in the human, social, and economic
needs of the time. It may also be admitted in
exchange that there existed an urgent need for
someone to act upon these needs and that is the
subject of this hook, which deserves full atten-
tion.
