Some reflections
onthe private sector
of internationa co-operaion

(Trandation *)

Regret has been expressed on various oc-
casions that the private sector — the " NGOs "
field of operation — has not been given its due
place in the theory of international relations.

Until very recently, in fact, writers seem to
have generdly neglected this level of inter-
national relations. International jurists ap-
proach it exclusively or mainly from the angle
of Article 71 of the UN Charter, which often
prevents them from developing comprehensive
pictures. Thus in spite of a series of attempts;
the problem remains fluid and ill-defined, prac-
ticaly non-existent in the framework of intern-
ational law.

Authors who go beyond the purely legd
approach in their consideration of internationa
relations mention the existence of NGOs some-
what as an afterthought in their studies of inter-
state affairs, showing them as a kind of sup-
plementary arangement, primarily consultat-
ive in charecter. Hence both categories of
writers have difficulty in overcoming the old
traditional mental habits which attribute an
absolute monopoly of international action to
national governments alone.

Right up to the beginning of the second half
of our century it would have been possible to
make out a case of negligence against writers
for their attitude towards NGOs. Given that in
contemporary practice NGOs tended to play the

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part of " poor relations " of officia intern-
ationa bodies, there was a continued refusal on
the part of theoreticians to see them as a new
" dimension " in international co-operation.

Internationalist thought was so hypnotized by
the " realist " approach to the problem, from
below instead of from an overall point of view,
failing to grasp developing trends (and even
achievements), that it was hardly prepared to
admit any genuine NGO influence on intern-
ational activity, at least in a direct and tangible
form — even though recognition was often given
to the role of NGOs as one of the principal
means of expressing public opinion. So there
was nothing surprising in the implicit rejection
of anything like a grandiose vison of NGO
participation or possibilities of achievement.

So long as only institutions composed of
states were held capable of ensuring effective
international co-operation, the NGO role could
merely be described as serving more or less
validly as intermediary between the ingtitutions
in question and world opinion, as sources of
information (or even instruction), or as pressure
groups representing particular " interests "
(lato sensu).

But the beginnings — though still on a modest
scale — of a change in this state of affairs can
and should be recorded. A reaction has be-
come apparent, and it may not be over bold to
interpret it as the start of a reappraisal of the
theoretical approach to the problem of the
" private sector ".



Thus on the one hand we have studious anal-
ytical monographs devoted to the private sector
of international co-operation; sSmultaneousy
in the two hemispheres certain writers seem to
show better understanding of the fundamental
and growing interdependence of the two sectors
(public and private) of such co-operation, and
they provide discerning andyses  thereof.
Merely by studying bibliographical details of
material concerning these problems published
in recent years (1) it is possible to deduce the
existence of certain symptoms of a progressive
revision of the criteria formerly applied to the

NGO phenomenon.

For a long time it was feared that in emphasiz-
ing the potential role of the private sector there
was a danger of setting governments in " oppos-
ition " to peoples. This fear lay behind the
above-mentioned neglect, and behind the dif-
ficulties that NGOs met (and continue to meet)
as regards granting of adequate status and as
regards opening up the possbility of prior
access by " private " opinion (transmitted
through NGOs) before decisions are taken by
official international bodies.

It is now understood, or in process of being
understood, that " the term ' international rel-
ations ' is concerned not only with contacts bet-
ween governments  (inter-governmental  rela
tions), but also with those between the latter and
other entities, such as social groups, individuals
and private organizations" (2).

This " conjunction of ' public ' and ' private '
elements, in current practice, appears with part-
icular force a the level of international rel-
ations " (3); "the functional interdependence
which is being established in many fields bet-
ween the public and the private sectors tends to
create new links between them which do not
respect lines of demarcation that are too rigid...

Thus the idea of a clear distinction between
governmental  and non-governmentd  action is
no longer in line with contemporary reality "
.

It was therefore inevitable that " a movement
towards a new orientation in the political-ad-
ministrative mechanism of international life
should meke its gppesrance " (5). It seems
reasonable to anticipate that this trend of ideas
will continue, allowing deeper research to be
undertaken concerning the forces operating on
the international stage and tending towards the
attainment of equilibrium between the relevant
factors.

More and more persistent efforts are, more-
over, being made to investigate the problem
more deeply, going beyond the more superficia
expositions of how existing organisms appear to
function. Writers are in fact beginning to pon-
der the interplay of changing relations between
state interference and private initiative and/or
between collectivist tendencies and individua
liam.

In digging down to the philosophical roots of
the NGO problem some thinkers (6) have gone
beyond the stage of concrete institutional arran-
gements and tried to place the analysis of this
problem firmly in the sphere of " public " and
" private " relations in general. A pardlel
has thus been established between state action
and that of private groups, or even individuals,
as well as between national and international
levels of action.

In this range of ideas it has been said that
"... however paradoxical it may seem, the more
that date activities are extended, the more
necessary it becomes for well-informed private
groups to participate in planning and control-
ling such activities ". Similarly, the more that
joint international activities are developed the
more do the need and extent of NGOs make
themselves felt... " (7). This new orientation
in research work, raising the level of the cons-

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equent discussons (8), deserves very specia
attention, since it implies the end of that
" paucity of conception " which al too long
characterized studiesin thisfield.

These new trends seem to be promising, on
condition that, realizing their wide scope, we
persevere in this direction, attaining a global
vision of international co-operation, with a view
to exploring, and then moulding, the future.
It isin this way that research can play a creative
role, even anticipating concrete achievements by
identifying permanent evolutionary elements as
opposed to contingent, and by adopting a for-
wardlooking attitude instead of a purely retros-
pective one.

The first preliminary condition to be satis-
fied, if this god is to be reached one day, is that
the ground must have been well-prepared befo-
rehand. First of al it must be realized that
there is a semantic problem. A defect is current
terminology (which has even, alas, been accept-
ed in popular parlance) leads to confusion. Of-
ficial bodies at the international level are not
" inter-governmental ", since it is states that are
members, the governments being merely their
representatives. Nor can the label " non-govern-
mental " continue to be applied to the NGOs,
since a negative criterion, which does not take
into account the constituent eements of the
phenomenon under discussion, cannot suffice to
characterize it in a satisfactory way.

The first are " inter-slate "- the second are
private ". In this way we can — without
resorting to over ssimple generalizations — bring
out the public and officia character of the first
and the real nature of the second; the
" public " or " private " character of the parti-
cipants, whether they are in any particular case
individuals or collectivities, the resulting dif-

ferences in methods of operation and in struc-
ture, the existence of elements of compulsion
(associated, in the last analysis, with al state
action) in the first case, and of voluntary par-
ticipation in an established collective order in
the second case (the " social " character of the
" associationist " enterprise).

The semantic problem extends far beyond the
level of terminological labels, whether more or
less happy : bad terminology, once accepted in-
to current usage, prevents comprehension of
the very essence of the problem, creates false
impressions as to the disequilibrium in factors
of international co-operation, and thus misleads
public opinion.

The second preliminary condition is the cor-
rect appreciation of the range and significance
of consultative arangements. As might be
inferred from the foregoing, there is a regret-
table general tendency not only to draw con-
clusions as to the supposed " subordination " of
NGOs to the official bodies, but aso to misin-
terpret the essence of the arrangements in ques-
tion.

As to the first misunderstanding, people are
often led astray by the fact that there is no
contractual basis, either de jure or de facto, for
any consultative arrangement with an NGO.
In spite of the necessity for prior agreement
between the two parties, the status is actually
granted unilaterally by the official body. Con-
sequently the latter can aways end the rel-
ations involved under the given arrangement by
regulating unilaterally the extent of the aid
which the NGO concerned is caled upon to
furnish, whether at the level of consultation or
information.

Even if the consultative organization retains
a degree of initiative in this field, its activity is
inevitably restricted in practice because in the
last resort it has no authority. It would be
easy to cite many examples illustrating this state
of affairs, which is self-evident to the observer.

The unilateral character of consultative ar-
rangements, taken in conjunction with the dif-
ference in technical and financial means at the
disposal of each category of international body
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(in the one or other sector), serves to give the
pearance of a " patronising " attitude by the
official bodies with respect to NGOs.

The possibility of refusing consultative status
and of establishing a special category for this
purpose, the possibility of making grants and
entering into working agreements, etc., al con-
tribute to this state of affairs.

Thus, for example, some of the attitudes of
official international bodies serve to emphasize
the above-mentioned " patronising " aspect. In
this connection it is sufficient to mention that
the Council of Europe (ie its Consultative As-
sembly) did not hesitate in 1961 to advise cer-
tain third parties, starting with various muni-
cipa authorities in different countries, that the
activity of the United Towns Organization — an
international non-governmental association —
was opposed to that of the Council of Europe,
in view of the difference in ams pursued in
this field. What is more, the Council recom-
mended in addition that member-states should
refrain from giving any kind of aid whatever
to this NGO or its offshoots. Such a step, a-
though unusual (9), seems characteristic of how
official international bodies approach the prob-
lem of NGOs.

As for the second misconception, it must be
understood that the legal-administrative phen-
omenon of consultative arrangements by no
means exhausts all the possible relations that
could exist between the two sectors of intern-
aiona co-operation. The phenomenon cons
titutes in itself a fragment of inter-sector rel-
ations, a fragment which cannot and should not
lead to the disappearance of the whole range
of possible solutions.

It has been justly and frequently emphasized
that the necessity for consulting, sounding out
public opinion, obtaining information, shedding
inconvenient tasks, undertaking specialized
research — all these factors inevitably lead to
the most varied contacts between officid
international bodies and NGOs, even those hav-
ing no kind of consultative status.

A whole series of such contacts, official or
semi-official, exist in practice, and it would not
be difficult to provide proofs taken from intern-
ational life.

In practice man to man relations are some-
times involved, based on mutua confidence and
without any formality, between officia inter-
ational bodies and NGOs in general, so as to be
able to accomplish tasks called for by resol-
utions of governing bodies, hut which cannot he
carried out by the officia organization, which
may be neither equipped nor prepared to do so.

Thus in certain cases, the number of which
does not tend to diminish, NGOs seem to be the
only way in which it is possible to set in motion
large-scale international activities, which cal
for mass participation and go beyond the scope
of administrative techniques properly speaking.

Consultative arrangements must definitely not
be alowed to constitute a kind of screen which
impedes a view of the overall picture. It is by
looking a things from this restricted point of
view that one is led to ask whether " NGOs are
welcomed or merely tolerated, are heard or are
met with opposition (on the part of official bo-
dies) or even disdained ? The answer to such
questions can be neither " yes " nor " no ". The
number of variables among NGOs is just as big
as between individuals ... " (10).

Such disequilibrium between the " partners "
in international action does indeed derive from
the " patronising " element which follows from
an analysis founded exclusively (or primarily)
on the existence of consultative arrangements.
In order to obtain a fuller insight a different
viewpoint must he adopted, starting from the
conception of the duality of the sectors and fol-
lowed by an attempt to analyse the conseguences
of this duality. The NGOs are older than the
official international bodies: hence they exist-
ed without consultative status, and prior to it.
The relations go further than just links with the
the " secretariats ". The NGOs alone are cap-
able of ensuring, untramelled by state inter-
ference, direct links between officid intern-
ational bodies and the genera public. Their
achievements, however modest they may be as

Aux termes du paragraphe 11 du texte régissant les relations en-

tre le Conseil de I'Europe et les organisations internationales non
gouvernementales, le Comité des Ministres est appelé a réexaminer,
tous les trois ans, la liste des organisations dotées du statut con-
sultatif.

Le Comité des Ministres a procédé a cet examen en octobre 1964
sur la base d'un rapport qui lui était soumis par le Secrétariat
général. Ayant approuvé ce rapport, il a décidé d'en communiquer
la teneur a toutes les organisations bénéficiaires du statut consul-
tatif auprés du Conseil de I'Europe.

Cette transmission a été faite en date du 19 novembre.

Nous publions ce rapport ci-dessous étant donné les détails pré-
cis et intéressants et les éléments d'appréciation qu'il fournit sur
le mécanisme de consultation au Conseil de I'Europe.

1. Les Déégués des Ministres ont adopté le
28 octobre 1960 un texte relatif aux relations
entre le Consell de I'Europe et les organisations
internationales non gouvernementdes (ONG)
qui fixe la procédure et les conditions d'octroi
du statut consultetif ains que les droits et de-
voirs qui en découlent. Ce texte (1), stipule en
son paragraphe 11 : « Le Comité des Ministres
réexamine tous les trois ans la liste des orga-
nisations dotées du statut consultatif ».

2. A la date du présent rapport, 65 organisa-
tions internationales non gouvernementales bé-
néficiaient du statut consultatif auprés du Con-
seil de|'Europe.

4. S le paragraphe 1 du réglement du statut
consultatif dispose que les relations entre le
Conseil de I'Europe et les organisations interna
tionales non gouvernementales sont établies par
I'octroi de ce statut, en fait, au cours des der-
nieres années, de nombreuses ONG ont été as-
sociées, en dehors de ce cadre, aux travaux de
divers organes du Conseil de I'Europe. 1l en a
&é ans notamment dans les domaines des
problémes criminels, des vins et spiritueux, de
I'enseignement et de la jeunesse.

5. Pour régulariser cette situation, il a d'abord
été envisagé d'inviter ces organisations a solli-

citer le statut consultatif. Un certain nombre
d'entre elles, notamment les ONG compétentes
dans le domaine -culturel, ont -effectivement
présenté des demandes en ce sens. Cependant, il
est bientdt apparu que certaines organisations
parmi les plus importantes ne souhaitaient pas
pour des raisons politiques, obtenir le statut
consultatif. En outre, l'article 14bis du Reégle-
ment intérieur des comités d'experts gouverne-
mentaux n'envisageait que la consultation des
ONG de la catégorie | aors que celles qui ne
bénéficient que de la catégorie |l sont norma-
lement les plus spécialisées. En vue de remé-
dier a ces difficultés, le Comité des Ministres
a décidé, en juin 1964, dassouplir les condi-
tions d'accés des ONG compétentes aux réu-
nions des comités d'experts et adopté a cette
fin un nouvel article 14bis libellé comme suit :
« Relations avec les organisations non gouver-
nementales :

» Le Comité peut, a l'unanimité, décider
d'admettre la présence d'observateurs d'organi-
sations non gouvernementales particuliérement
représentatives dans le domaine de leur com-
pétence ou dentendre pour avis des représen-
tants de ces organisations ».

Devoirs

6. Dans I'ensemble, les organisations dotées du
statut consultatif se sont acquittées conscien-
cieusement des devoirs qui leur incombent.
Clest en général par le moyen de leurs bulle-
tins périodiques queles s sont attachées a
faire connaitre les initiatives et les réalisations
du Conseil de I'Europe dans les domaines de
leur compétence (paragraphe 4 a). Ce méme
bulletin, dont elles font gratuitement le service
au Secrétariat du Conseil de I'Europe, informe
celui-ci de leurs activités (paragraphe 4 6) et a
tenu lieu, pour la plupart d'entre elles, du rap-
port annuel prévu au paragraphe 4 d. En outre,
le secrétaire général est réguliérement invité
aux congrés de ces organisations (paragraphe
4 @) ; cependant, pour des raisons budgétaires,
il est assez rare qu'il soit en mesure de sy faire
représenter.

7. Ces organisations sont consultées (paragra-
phes 4 c et 5) soit systématiquement, soit selon
leurs compétences, lors d'études entreprises par
des organes du Conseil de I'Europe ou par le
Secrétariat général. Cest ains que certaines
ONG acompétence technique ont fourni des

rapports et participe a une conférence du. Con-
seil de I'Europe sur la sécurité routiere. La
pollution de I'air, la protection des monuments
et le service volontaire dans les pays en voie
de développement ont de méme donné lieu a
diverses consultations. Pour la création et les
activités du Comité dexperts pour la sauve-
garde de la nature et du paysage, une liaison
étroite sest établie avec plusieurs ONG com-
pétentes, notamment ['Union internationae
pour la conservation de la nature et de ses res-
SOUrces.

En 1962, toutes les ONG ayant aors le statut
consultatif ont été appelées a fournir des ren-
seignements au Secrétariat général concernant
I'application de I'Accord de 1950 de I'Unesco
sur la circulation du matériel éducatif en vue
des suites a donner a la Recommandation 308
del'Assemblée.

Un grand nombre dONG soccupant de la
jeunesse et ayant le statut consultatif ou I'ayant
demandé sont assez éroitement asxociés aux
travaux du Comité de I'éducation extra-scolaire
du C.C.C; elles ont participé a deux colloques
organisés a leur intention en 1961 et 1962. D'au-
tres, spécialisées dans le domaine de I'éducation,
sont invitées & une réunion dinformation, orga
nisée & la demande du Comité de I'enseigne-
ment général et technique, qui se tiendra a
Strasbourg du 8 au 11 septembre 1964.

On peut signaler encore que les rapports
quentretiennent le Comité dexperts en ma
tiere de brevets et dautres comités d'experts
soccupant de propriété intellectuelle avec
plusieurs ONG compétentes en cette matiére.

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Vues sur une guestion inserite a l'ordre du jour,
a l'article 45 (8) du Reglement de I'Assemblée
aux termes duquel les commissions fixent elles-
mémes les conditions dans lesquelles est enten-
due line personne qui n'est pas représentant ou
suppléant a I'Assemblée. La Commission cultu-
relle et scientifique décide traditionnellement,
a sa premié&re réunion de chaque session de
I'’Assemblée, d'envoyer son ordre du jour aux
organisations bénéficiant du statut consultatif
afin gu'elles obtiennent |'autorisation de se fai-
re représenter aux réunions ou viennent en dis-
cussion des questions relevant directement de
leurs compétences.

10. Certaines commissions, notamment la Com-
mission juridique, la Commission sociale et la
Commission culturelle et scientifique, ont néan-
moins exprimé récemment quelque inquiétude
en ce-qui concerne les conségquences possibles
de I'accroissement continu du nombre des orga-
nisations dotées du statut consultatif. A la de-
mande de la Commission sociale, la Commission
permanente a examiné le probléme au cours
de sa réunion du 24 février 1964; elle a décidé
quil ny avait pas lieu que I'Assemblée pro-
pose au Comité des Ministres la révison de
certaines dispositions du texte régissant les re-
lations entre le Conseil de I'Europe et les ONG.

11. Dans leur presque totalité, les ONG ont
assisté, au cours de ces derniéres années, a
I'une ou l'autre des parties de sessions de I'As-
semblée consultative (paragraphe 6 c). Beau-
coup dentre elles apprécient la possibilité qui
leur est ains offerte de prendre des contacts
avec des parlementaires des pays européens.

12. Le paragraphe 7 du texte régissant les re-
lations avec les ONG énonce le seul droit ré-
servé a la catégorie | : proposer au Bureau de
I'Assemblée, aprés consultation du Secrétaire
général, l'inscription de questions nouvelles a
I'ordre du jour de I'Assemblée. Cette disposi-
tion n'a jamais encore regu dapplication. Ce-
pendant, a lafin de 1963, |e Centre européen

du Conseil international des femmes a deman-
dé au Secrétaire général d'examiner la possi-
bilité de faire inscrire une question a l'ordre du
jour de I'Assemblée. 11 est apparu alors que le
réglement de I'Assemblée ne contient aucune
disposition permettant de donner suite a une
telle demande. 11 a été fait observer, en outre,
que le Bureau n'a pas compétence pour inscrire
une question al'ordre du jour de I'Assembl ée.

Dans le cas en question, et en accord avec
I'ONG intéressée, la Commission juridique de
I'Assemblée a demandé a sa Sous-commission
n°® 15 (Programmes de travaux futurs) d'exami-
ner |'opportunité de soumettre a I'Assemblée
une proposition tendant a faire renvoyer cette
question a la Commission. La Sous-commission
a conclu que les chances de parvenir a uni-
formiser les législations des pays membres, dans
te domaine considéré, étaient fort minces et
elle a proposé a la Commission de ne pas pous-
ser plus loin I'étude de la question. A sa réu-
nion du 23 avril 1964, la Commission a fait
siennes les conclusions de sa Sous-commission.

Conclusions

13. Le statut consultatif offre un intérét in-
discutable pour le Conseil de I'Europe. 1l per-
met a celui-ci de toucher systématiquement une
couche de l|'opinion publique particuliérement
importante puisqu'il sagit de I'opinion publi-
que organisée.

14. Il faut néanmoins remarquer que, le
champ de ses compétences éant presque illimité
aux termes mémes de son Statut, le Conseil de
I'Europe peut étre amené a accorder le statut
consultatif & un nombre sans cesse accru d'or-
ganisations non gouvernementales. Si une ONG
candidate est représentative dans le domaine
de sa compétence et si elle manifeste un réel
intéré& pour les affaires européennes, il appa-
rait difficile, en effet, de lui refuser un tel
statut. Il ne peut cependant résulter de cette
situation aucun inconvénient majeur. 1l n'est
pas négligeable, pour le Conseil de I'Europe,
de disposer d'une liste, dONG qui peuvent étre
consultées a tout moment, et qui assurent une
certaine publicité a ses activités et ses projets.
On congoit néanmoins que les organes chargés
d'examiner les demandes puissent parfois ma-
nifester un certain agacement devant I'afflux
des candidatures.

The "Bulletin of Peace Propo-
sals " would be published month-
ly or bi-monthly by the Peace
Research Institute in Oslo and
contain in a standardized form
all recent published peace pro-
posals accessible to the editor as
long as they have a reasonable
degree of relevance and specifi-
city. The Bulletin would be
politically neutral, contain no
comments, and be at the dispo-
sa of interested governments,
individuals, and organizations.

The very dissemination, in an
easily surveyable form, of the
many excellent proposals made
by statesmen, by governments,
Pugwash Conference, indivi-
duals and peace groups, or in
the form of policy implications
of peace research, would in it-
self be a significant contribution
to peace.

Policy for proceeding's publication

At a meeting of its Executive Committee, the
International Astronomical Union adopted the
following resolution regarding the publication
of the proceedings of IAU symposia

The Executive Committee calls the attention
of the Organizing Committees, and particularly
of the scientific editors, of IAU Symposia to
the necessity for brevity in the printed proceed-
ings. This is essential, not merely for reasons
of economy, but primarily to keep to a mini-
mum the increesng amount of astronomica
literature.

Symposia should be planned from the begin-
ning with this brevity in mind, and all partici-
pants should be so informed at an early stage.

Scientific editors should be prepared to omit,

or to reduce the lenght of contributed papers,
where this can be done without loss of origina
material of scientific value. The Genera Se-
cretary will provide general guidance in this
matter and is authorized to state specific limits
in particular cases.

Among the features of the New Delhi hotel
are large public room fecilities suitable for con-
ferences and meetings. There are aso the Log-
gia Room and Houseboat Bar, the elegant Tg
Restaurant, the rooftop Skylark Lounge and
Cafe Chinois, a balroom, a svimming pool, and
health club.

India's Ministry of Transport, Tourist Divi-
sion, has stated that present hotel accomoda-
tions in New Delhi are 900 rooms and that an
additional 1,100 rooms are needed to meet pre-
sent demand. New Dehi's increased impor-
tance in international affairs has accentuated
the need for adequate hotel space, according
to the government, in order to accomodate vi-
siting diplomatic representatives, members of
various trade missions, and groups from the
United Nations and other international organi-
zations.

The cost of intergovernmental meetings

In August 1964, the following document was
on the agenda of the 37th Ecosoc session :

The Secretary-General has received an invi-
tation from the Government of Iran to schedule
the eighteenth session of the Commission on
the Status of Women in Teheran on the under-
standing that the Government will, in accor-
dance with General Assembly resolution 1202
(X11), defray the additional costs involved.

The cost to the United Nations of holding a
session of the Commission in Teheran from 1 -
19 March 1965 would be based on the services
normaly provided for a functiond commis
sion of the Council, to wit :

@ one morning and one afternoon meeting
daily during the working days of the ses-
sion;

b) simultaneous interpretation from and into
English, French, Spanish and Russian;

c) summary records of the meetings in English,
French and Spanish;

d) resolutions, recommendations and other for-
mal decisions in English, French, Spanish
and Russian.

The provision of the foregoing services would
require an internationad conference servicing
staff of seventy-one people to be made up of
26 regular gaff of the Geneva Office who would,
in large part, need to be replaced at Geneva be-
cause of the heavy conference schedule in 1965,
and 45 temporary staff to be recruited in Ge-
neva, London, Madrid and Paris. It is estimat-
ed that it would cost $ 92,000 to transport that
staff to Teheran, pay its subsistence costs, and
pay the saaries of the temporary staff and of
such replacements as it would be necessary to
employ in Geneva during the absence of the
regular staff. In addition, S 11,000 would be
required for the travel and subsistence costs of
six substantive officers from the Division of
Human Rights a Headquarters. A further
S 10,000 would be needed for miscellaneous
supplies and services such as air freight for do-
cuments, equipment and supplies; communica-
tion expenses for cables, telephone and postage;
supplies, overtime, etc. Finaly, an estimated
5 24,000 would be required to provide transpor-
tation to Teheran for the 21 members of the.
Commission. Thus the costs to the United Na-
tions are estimated to total $ 137,000 of which
-S 21,000 is aready included in the budget esti-
mates for 1965 in respect of the travel of mem-
bers of the Commission to New York.

In view of the accelerating pace of transform-
ation, an acceleration which " has become
unmistakable and which has a direct effect
upon us " (21), we must know where we are
going before getting there so fast, and we must
know how to draw reasoned inferences from the
devel opments that we observe.

At the international level it is precisely the
problem of the private sector that deserves to be
approached with a clearer vision, " with a vision
which dso reveds aufficiently exhilarating
possibilités to ensure that humanity faces its
future obligations with a gay heart, hope being
renewed in the perception of an awareness of
itsdestiny " (22).

A " prospective conception " of international
co-operation opens up broad and promising
horizons as to the future of international rel-
ations, thanks to a new system of regulating
reciprocal relations between the two sectors of
co-operation between states and peoples.
