The activities of the Research Group
for European Migration Problems
1952-1965.
by G. BEIJER

The economic, socid and political impor-
tance of the movements of people is difficult to
overgate. In some cases it is possible for eco-
nomic development to be positively stimulat-
ed by immigration, in other cases, emigration
simulates the economy by decreasing the
unemployment. Migration can simulate the
economy of a country by more efficient use
of manpower and utilization of machinery
etc. Not only Irdand after 1840, but aso
Italy, Spain, Greece, and many Centrad and
Eastern European countries at the end of the
nineteenth and the beginning of the twentieth
century, benefited by emigration, especiadly to
North and Latin America In that period
the absorption capacity of the overseas receiv-
ing countries was practicaly unlimited. In
the after world-war 11 period, migratory mo-
vements - not only in Europe as the present
shows in Africa - came largely from politi-
cally affiliated sources, from displaced persons,
from nationa refugees (from East to West
Germany, from India to Pakistan, from Pa
kistan to India, etc.). To a lesser extent the
migratory movements were " expressions of a
trend toward eguaization of economic densi-
ty, which is the ratio between the number
of inhabitants and the resources at their dis-
posd ", as Eugene M. Kulischer (1881-1956)
who was a member of the board of directors
of the REMP, has stated (1).

No wonder that the statement of purpose
of the Research Group for Europesn Migra
tion Problems is very smilar to Kulischer's
statement on migratory movements especialy,
and in generd to the theory of Kulischer
that " changes in the size of the population with-
in a specific geographic area, and changes in
the characteristics of the population... would
be pat of a larger theory of socid chan-
ge"(2). .

The statement of purpose of the Research
Group for European Migration Problems
(REMP) (first published in July 1952) reads
asfollows:

" The level of prosperity, and with it that of
human happiness in a broader sense, depends
to a large degree on how well the means of
subsistence and the population are baanced in
their distribution over the earth. In a world
where more and more voices are pointing out
the threat of overpopulation, the desirability
of such a balance has become most urgent. It
is impossible to fix the day when our planet can
be termed overpopulated. One may hope that
humain ingenuity will succeed in preserving the
present and future generations from absolute
overpopulation. Such phenomena as structu-
rd unemployment and a faling standard of
living, which may be considered as manifes-
tations of overpopulation, may appear localy
long before absolute overpopulation is reached,
smply because the distribution of humanity
over the earth is not proportional to that of

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the means of subsistence. It is the imperati-
ve duty of scientists and statesmen earnestly
to concern themselves with these local dishar-
monies, by studying them and if possible by
indicating solutions to the present difficulties.

' There are such difficulties in Europe to-
day. The rapid growth of the population
in Europe in the past century, which occurred
a different rates in various countries, the
structural changes in the relations between
Europe and the rest of the world, particularly
between Europe and the former colonies,
as well as the population movements within
Europe, which have been on a scale hardly
precedented in history, al this has created
tensions that urgently demand a solution.

It is of course desirable that European
problems be seen from an international point
of view. On the other hand, only a thorough
study of the situation as it varies from one
country to another can help to explan the
special needs that exist or threaten to arise.
A number of European economists, sociolo-
gists, and demographers have joined together
in order to consider the situation in Europe
both in the sparsely as well as in the densely
populated areas. They intend to study on
an international level the problems arising
from the unbalance between population and
means of subsistence and also the consequen-
ces of the solutions which will be provided.
Since their attention will be primarily devoted
to population distribution and movements,
they have constituted themselves into the Re-
search Group for European Migration Pro-
blems (REMP). They are supported by cor-
respondent members from the main countries
of European immigration. The Research
Group for European Migration has been esta
blished as a foundation. Its headquarters
ae in The Hague. It has assumed as its
first task to issue a series of publications
written by specialists about the problems out-
lined above. It is expected that through its
choice of authors national prejudices will be
avoided. Some of the points of departure
for the Group's papers are, the possibility
of intermigration within Europe, studies devot-
ed to particular regions, the special problem
of one situation or of one group, such as refu-
gees, in their relation to the whole problem of
European migration, the problems of assi-

milation, and other aspects of European mi-
gration in reception countries. In addition,
REMP is prepared to undertake research pro-
jects. Several studies on various sociological
and economic aspects of European migration
are being caried out by REMP under the
supervision of well-known European scholars.

" The Research Group for European Migra-
tion Problems expects that by its informative
publications, and by its research, it will be
able to contribute to the preparation and
execution of measures designed to mitigate
the tensions outlined above ".

The history of the activities of REMP bet-
ween 1952 and 1965 shows that it 'has tried
to fulfil to a certain extent this purpose.

Co-operation of Dutch, English, and German
scholars in the field of European Refugee
Problems was the first motive for the esta-
blishment of the REMP. Already in 1950, a
first team study on " the Refugee Probem in
Western  Germany was published, pointing
out that, in the long run, the refugees would
be an enormous help for the reconstruction
of the economy of the Federal Republic of
Germany. Contacts and team discussions with
scholars in practically all European and seve-
ral overseas countries resulted in the official
foundation of the REMP, on 11 February 1952.
The main activities were then specified as
follows : in order to appraise Europe's needs
for overseas migration it is desirable to study
the demographic and economic trends as well
as the sociological and political implications of
large-scdle migratory movements. In this re-
lation the necessity was felt also to consider
the scope of future intra-European migration
on the one hand, and the demand for Euro-
pean emigrants in overseas countries on the
other.

In 1952 the members of the REMP were
spread out over the various countries in the
following way (figures for 1965 in brackets) :

In 1962, the number
of copies distributed amounted to about
1.000 per issue.

(c) 8 Supplements to the REMP Bulletin, stu-
dies by younger scholars.

(d) Since 1963, International Migration, a
quarterly review on the role . of migrato-
ry movements in the contemporary world.
This quarterly review is a combination of
REMP Bulletin and Migration, a quarter-
ly publication of the Intergovernmental
Committee for European Migration.

Besides these publications and quarterlies
REMPamsat :

(1) International co-operation

In the past years REMP has had many con-
tacts with numerous official institutions in
Europe and overseas. Co-operation and con-
sultation with other official or academic bodies
engaged in this field of activity have taken
place regulary. It is the object of REMP to
supplement and not to duplicate the work of
other organizations.

Members of REMP were frequently invited
to participate in conferences : eg., the con-
ference organized by the European Movement
in co-operation with the International Univer-
sty of Paris, in St. Vincent (Aosta), 1952 ;
" Journées d'Etudes européennes sur la popu-
lation ", in Paris, 1953 ; ICEM Conference in
Florence, 1953 ; World Population Conférence
in Rome, 1954 ; Round Table Conference of
the International Economie Association in
Kitzbuhel, 1956 ; Migration Conference of the
Division of Interchurch Aid and Service to
Refugees of the World Council of Churches
in Leysn, 1961 : meetings of the Socid Af-
fairs Division of OECD in Paris and of other
international organizations in the field of
movement of manpower, etc.

(3) Research work by international teams

Several research projects based on team
work could be carried out. In 1953, an inter-
im report on " The Possibilities of Land set-
tlement in Planned Migration " and one on
" The Effects of Migration on the Economy of
Sending and Receiving Countries " were com-
pleted ; they attracted attention through their
original method of tackling the problem, and
were the subject of many discussions.

In 1956, a team of REMP completed the
revision of the United Nations Population Di-
vison study, " Economic Characteristics of
Overseas Migrants, 1918-1954", (New-York,

From 1956 to 1961 three investigations on
the " Characteristics of Overseas Migrants "
were caried out on behdf of the Nether-
lands Commissioner for Emigration. The re-

ports were published in Dutch and in English,
in 1961 and 1962 respectively.

REMP undertook the compilation of docu-
mentation on land settlement, on internal
migration and intra-European migration, and
rounded off the latter, with the help of the
European Society for Rural Sociology and the
Dutch Ministry of Social Welfare. A biblio-
graphy and analysis entitled, " Rural Migrants
in Urban Setting ", was published in Sep-
tember 1962. A report for OECD, " Rura
Workers to Industry ", will be out soon.

The work of REMP is regularly commented
upon in international  publications. REMP
finds steadily more and more recognition and
has found its place as a non-governmental,
non-profit, scientific European research group.

(4) Small meetings of experts

Small meetings of experts might have many
fruitful results. The first meeting of the
members of REMP took place in Bennekom
(The Netherlands), in August 1952. The pro-

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gramme and aims of REMP were ,then defined.
During that meeting the basis for all future
activities was worked out and it is aong those
lines that REMP has worked in the period
of 13 years  after its  foundation.
(5) A documentation and study centre

REMP is looking forward to establishing
a documentation and study centre on European
migration. It is certainly not wishful thinking
to believe that such a centre would be use-

ful for students and scholars, for it is the result
of observations made at headquarters in The
Hague, where through correspondence and
persona contacts many scholars have been
assisted in their search for bibliographica
data and helped by discussing their work and
in several cases by publishing the fina results
thereof as either a Supplement of, or an article

in the REMP Bulletin or in International

Migration.

The International Federation of Chief Police Officers
groups together police officers and police associations for
cultural and professional purposes, and emphasises the
precedence of prevention over enforcement, and the social
role of the police.

The Federation, formed 15 years ago, now represents
58 countries in 5 continents, and its programme includes
educational, preventive and social work. It is aways
prepared to study police problems through its professional
adherents, and has undertaken a number of projects at
the instance of U.N.E.S.C.O. in various aspects of
preventive work, especially among juveniles.

The current work programme is under three
headings:

Educational and preventive work,

The police and human rights, and

The Geneva Convention for protection of police in
wartime.

In connection with the first, the F.I.F.S.P. has organised
a number of traffic police congresses with the object of
improving the police/public relationship, as traffic is a
field providing frequent close contact with road user
associations and with individual offenders.

"Watchful for opportunities to improve the police image,
the Federation has co-operated with other non-governmen-
tal organisations in group studies into a number of pro-
blems affecting human relationships. It was also instru-
mental in setting up the International Study Commission
for Traffic Police, upon which are represented various
international road-user organisations including the World
Touring and Automobile Organisation, Prévention Rou-
tiere Internationale, and a number of world wide
industrial groups.

The Federation's work in connection with the second
item has been largely in the carrying out of studies and
submission of papers to the Human Rights Commission,
and regular atendance a its meetings The Canberra
Conference (1963) accepted a proposal for an Internatio-
nal Code of Police Ethics.

Similarly the New Delhi General Assembly of the Red
Cross " took note " of the Federation's proposal for an
interpretive declaration in favour of the police and this
will be pursued by approaches to the governments who
aresignaory to the 1949 Convention.

The division of work between study groups permits
continuity, and liaison is ensured by the Federation's
Secretariat, and group reports are approved by the
Committee annually.

The Executive Committee (Bureau) meets twice a year
to deal with current and urgent problems.

The members of the Federation are kept informed of
the progress of the work through a quarterly news letter
and by means of the International Police Chronicle, pu-
blished bi-monthly in French and English, which is cir-
culated to 66 countries throughout the world.

The success of the Federation is due largely to the
efforts of a few men in proving that despite difficulties
of language, history and geography, it is possible to co-
operate in the development of professional ideas, and
help the establishment of peaceful human relationships.

La Fédération Internationdle des Fonction-
nares Supérieurs de Police (FIFSP) rassem-
ble, sur le plan internationd, des fonction-
naires de police et leurs associations, dans le
but de créer entre eux des liens amicaux et
culturels, tout en prenant pour principe gé&
néral de leurs éudes a caractére professionnel,
quil faut faire « prévaloir la prévention sur
la répression et convaincre les citoyens que la
police est, avant tout, un organe socid de
protection ».

La FIFSP qui groupe maintenant des mem-
bres collectifs ou individuds appartenant a
58 pays des cing continents, fut fondée a Metz
(France) voila plus de 15 ans. Ses statuts pré-
cisent quelle est amicale et indépendante et
que ses buts, tout d'abord dans l'esprit de la
Charte des Nations Unies, sont de réunir des
hommes de nationalités différentes sur un ter-
ran ou ils peuvent le mieux se comprendre :
le terrain culturel de leur profession ; et dans
un intérét qui leur est commun : la défense
morale de leur fonction.

Ces deux objectifs sont dailleurs trés pro-
ches et comportent nécessairement une partici-
pation active au mouvement des idées sociales
de I'époque.

Clest dans cette pergpective que se sont orga-
nisés les travaux de la FIFSP apres I'assemblée
condtitutive a Metz. Les réunions des deux pre-
mieres années, a Bruxelles en novembre 1950,
Dublin en mars 1951, et La Haye, septembre

1951, ont permis de fixer des objectifs, d'orga
niser le travail et dorienter les activités de la
fédération.

C'est en effet au cours de ces réunions qu'ont
été éaborés les statuts de la FIFSP, qui ont été
déposés en novembre 1951 auprées de I'adminis-
tration frangaise en raison du siege de l'orga-
nisation a Paris.

On peut séonner que pres de deux années
aient été nécessaires a la rédaction des statuts
et a I'établissement d'un programme. Cette ap-
parente lenteur a permis une éude préparatoi-
re gpprofondie qui sSest traduite, ensuite, par
une grande stabilité de la congtitution de la
fédération et une rigoureuse ligne de conduite
de ses activités.

Par exemple, cest seulement en 1963, soit
douze années plus tard, que des corrections de
détail, certaines de pure forme, ont é&é appor-
tées aux statuts.

Quant au programme, quinze ans plus tard,

il porte toujours sur trois points principaux :

- Action éducative, socide et préventive des
comportements asociaux, et plus particulie-
rement al'égard des jeunes.

- Lapolice et les Droits de 'Homme.

- L'interprétation des conventions de Genéve
pour la protection des policiers en temps de
guerre.
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Metz (France), mai 1954, séance constitutive dela F.I.F.S.P
Lefutur Président, M. Hoscheid, Directeur de la Police du Grand-Duché de Luxembourg est a la tribune.

En limitant volontairement ses objectifs, la
FIFSP a manifesté sa volonté de sattaguer a
des problémes propres a la fonction de police
et pour I'é&ude desgueds ses membres  sont
professonnellement  quaifiés. Elle a voulu
auss ménager ses moyens afin de les mettre
en oauwvre sur des tranches de programme re-

lativement  limitées mais traitées en  profon-
deur.
Dans leur relatif laconisme, les conclusions

des réunions du Comité a Sarrebrack, en avril
1952, a Luxembourg en mai 1953, et du Con-
grées de Leeds (GB) en septembre 1952, reflé-
tent bien ces méthodes de travail. Il est appa-
rent que les travaux nont pas atteint un

niveau suffisant de maturité pour  pouvoir
donner des résultats dignes d'étre publiés.
Cest saulement au cours du Congres a

Paris, en juin 1954, qu'un premier bilan po-
sitif peut étre fait. La réunion se tient dans
les sdlles de I'UNESCO, les délégués viennent
de 17 pays, alors que 4 ans plus tot la fédéra-
tion avait é&é fondée par des délégués de qua-
tre naiondités différentes.  Auparavant, con-
foomément a un contraa aec [I'UNESCO, la
FIFSP a entamé une enquéte mondide sur
I'action de la police pour la protection de la
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santé mentde des enfants. Elle a réuni un
groupe de travail internationa pour rédiger
un rapport de synthése qui sera le centre des
débats du Congrés, et dont le texte définitif
sera inséré dans le rapport généra du Départe-
ment de I'éducation de I'UNESCO. Il sera éga
lement publié en frangais, en anglais, e en
espagnol, par la FIFSP, sous forme dune bro-
chure, dont 1500 exemplaires, commandés par
la Direction générale de la Sireté Nationae,
sont distribués dans tous les commissariats
de police de France.

Dans chacune des trois voies menant aux
objectifs fondamentaux de la FIFSP, le Comité
étudie et délimite les sujets a inscrire au projet
de progranme de travall qui et soumis au
Congrés. Ce dernier, agprés avoir évalué la
progression des travaux depuis sa précédente

réunion examine les propostions du Comité
et fixe le programme définitif du travall a
accomplir  jusgua sa prochaine  convocation'.

Il décide auss des grandes lignes de l'orien-
tetion doctrinae.

Cest ans que la FIFSP, qui sest attachée
a la recherche des moyens et méthodes d'une
ation de la police pour prévenir les actes
associaux, sest placée tout d'abord sur le



terrain de la prévention de la délinquance ju-
vénile. Au fur et a mesure du développement
de ses travaux elle a constate que les points
de contacts, police-enfance, se situaient le plus
souvent sur la voie publique et plus particulié-
rement a l'occason de la circulation. Cest
pourquoi, aprés la publication de la brochure
commandée par I'UNESCO, e dans laquelle
éaent définis les principes généraux et les
méthodes d'action sur les jeunes, elle a entre-
pris Il'exploration dune nouvelle perspective
de ce point. En deux étapes marquées par les
réunions du Comité a Hiltrup (Allemagne Fé
dérale) en 1955, et a Lisbonne (Portugal) en
1956, le programme de travail adopté par le
Congres, a Anvers (Belgique) en 1957, sorien-
tait versl'éudede:
- La formation du jeune usager de la route
par les policiers;
- Laprévention des fautes dangereuses et des
accidents ;

- L'éducation des conducteurs et des piétons.

Le Congrés reconnaissait qu'en consacrant
une large part de ses activités a ces aspects
particuliers d'une action éducative et préven-
tive, la FIFSP ne devait pas perdre de vue
on objectif principad, mais seulement consi-
dérer que la police de la circulation constitue
le meilleur terrain pour y parvenir.

Pour se permettre d'aborder cet aspect nou-
veau du programme initid, le Comité avait
déa donné son accord & I'Association néerlan-
daise des Officiers de police pour qu'ele or-
ganise dans son pays, a Eindboven, en octobre
1957, le 1* Congrés International de la Police
de la Circulation, avec la - coopération de
I'OTA (Organisation Mondiale du Tourisme et
de [I'Automobile) et du Touring-Club des
Pays-Bes.

Aind, les activités de la FIFSP se concré-
tisasient par l'ouverture dun dialogue public
périodique avec les autres techniques de la
circulation, et peut-étre plus encore, avec les
organismes représentatifs des usagers.

Cette forme de coopération n'était en fait
qu'une manifestation logique et rationnelle de
la doctrine fondamentale de la Fédération, qui
tend a convaincre le public du caractére pro-
tecteur et social delapolice.

Pourtant, en raison du caractére bien parti-
culier des fonctions de ses membres et d'une
écidisation éroite de ses objectifs, il aur-
rait é&é a craindre que la FIFSP constitue un
organisme fermé, retournant différents problé-
mes entre chefs de services de police et pour
leur seule information. Cest tout au contraire
en jugeant indispensable d'ouvrir des vues sur
I'extérieur rapproché ou lointain de la profes-
sion, et en voulant ouvrir le diadogue avec le
public, que les fondateurs de la Fédération ont
congu leurs plans et méthodes de travail.

Dés les premiéres années de son existence,
aors méme qu'elle consacrait la majeure partie
de ses activités a se créer une structure solide
et a bien définir ses objectifs, elle a participé,
soit spontanément, soit le plus souvent sollici-
tée, & de multiples réunions internationaes, a
des groupes de travail, a la rédaction en com-
mun de rapports et de monographies, les uns
et les autres ayant pour thémes des sujets pro-
ches de ses propres centres d'intérét. Elle a pu
ains mieux se situer elleméme dans les mi-
lieux des ONG spécidistes de la Défense socia
le, des Droits de I'Homme, et ensuite des pro-
blémes de circulation urbaine et routiere.

C'est ce dernier domaine qui lui a semblé le
plus ouvert a toutes les formes de coopération.

Dés 1957, elle suggérait I'établissement d'un
calendrier décennal des congrés, et en février
1961, a I'Automobile-Club de France, a Paris,
cing organisations internationales I'AIPCR,
I'OTA, I'IRF, la PRI et la FIFSP, dressaient
ce caendrier dlant de 1962 41972.

Dans une autre direction, pour concrétiser
sa volonté de coopération, la FIFSP constituait
en son sein une Commisson Internationale
d'Etudes de la Police de la Circulation (CIE
PC) qui comprend & parts égales : des poli-
ciers membres de la Fédération et spéciaistes
de la circulation, et des représentants des au-
tres techniques de la circulation et des usa
gers ; les uns et les autres appartenant a des
pays différents pour accentuer le caractére in-
ternational des échanges d'informations et des
travaux.

Le programme de travall de la CIEPC
séend d'un Congres International de la Police
de la Circulation a un autre et, dans l'inter-
valle, périodiquement, le Conseil dAdminis-



tration suit I'évolution ties travaux des groupes
d expats

Au cours du dernier Congres, le cinquiéme,
qui a réuni 400 participants de 45 pays diffé-
rents a la Maison de I'UNESCO, a Paris, du
30 mai au 4 juin, I'Assemblée générale a adop-
té le programme pour les trois années suivan-
tes. 1l porte sur de nombreux points de la pré-
vention des accidents, I'éducation des usagers,
les moyens techniques de la police de la circu-
lation, etc...

Auparavant, l'intervalle séparant les congres
de la police de la crculation éait de deux
ans, mais pour respecter le calendrier établi

en 1962 avec les autres organisations, et pour
permettre une meilleure mise en cauvre des ré-
solutions et une préparation plus longue du
congrés suivant, il aété décidé de leur donner

- en principe — une périodicité triennale.

Aprées avoir suivi le cheminement des activi-
tés de la FIFSP dans le domaine de I'action
socide, éducative et préventive de la police,
on doit aborder, sous un angle différent, les
deux autres théemes de son programme :

- Lapolice et les Droits de |'Homme ;

- L'interprétation de la Convention de Geneve
pour la protection des policiers en temps de
guerre.

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Ils présentent des caractéristiques particulie-
res qui obligent & les traiter, certes avec les
mémes méthodes de travail, mais si I'on peut
dire en circuit fermé.

L'action de la police pour le respect des
Droits de I'Homme a é&é conddérée comme
une donnée fondamentale du concept de la po-
lice dans l'organisation sociale telle quele
évolue présentement e auss dun point de
vue prospectif.

Les problémes and soulevés sont évidem-
ment d'un grand intérét pour le public, mais
étant d'ordre professionnel tant doctrinal que
pratique, il a semblé plus rationnel de les trai-
ter directement avec les organismes interna
tionaux, gouvernementaux ou non, qui ont
mission de défendre et de développer les Droits
de I'Homme & partir de la Déclaration Univer-
selle. Cest pourquoi, en février 1953, moins
de trois ans apres sa fondation, la FIFSP a
présenté sa premiére communication a la Com-
misson des Droits de I'Homme des Nations
Unies (Doc/E/CN4/CR22.Addl) ; communica
tion qui fut suivie de plusieurs autres.

Représentée  réguliérement aux séminaires
organisés par I'ONU, et fournissant des rap-
ports lorsgue les thémes correspondaient a
son programme, la FIFSP, au cours de son
Congrés a Anvers en juin 1957, lancait l'idée
dun Code Internationa de déontologie poli-
ciére.

Un groupe de travail international était
congtitué, une enquéte était menée auprés des
membres et correspondants de la FIFSP et de
la documentation recueillie naissait un mémoi-
re destiné au Cycle d'Etudes des Nations Unies
sur le « Réle de la police dans la protection
des Droits de I'Homme », tenu a Cambera
(Augrdie) du 30 awril au 14 ma 1963. Ce
mémoire concluait a la nécessité d'une déonto-
logie policiere et annongait la rédaction d'un
projet de Code International .

A lissue de la réunion de Camberra, la
FIFSP avait la sdatisfaction de congtater que
I'on proposait & la Commission des Droits de
I'Homme d'inscrire & son programme |'étude
dun Code International d'éhique policiére ;
ce qui dailleurs était fait lors de la 21™ ses-
sion de cet organisme, (Doc. E/CN4/858).

Jusqu'a cette époque, la FIFSP se considé-
rait libre de poursuivre son éude et I'élabora-
tion d'un projet de Code International de dé
ontologie policiére hors de toute considération
pratique immédiate, mais la prise en charge
du sujet par I'organisme intergouvernemental
le plus compéent est venu modifier cette
orientation.

I ne semblait plus judicieux de poursui-
vre un tel projet hors du cadre des travaux
de la Commission des Droits de I'Homme et
les dernieres communications de la FIFSP
(E/CN4/NGO/117/ et E/CN4/NGO/126) mar-
quent cette évolution de ses méthodes de tra-
vail, en offrant les réaultats de ses propres
études antérieures et en demandant que soient
définis par la Commisson des Droits de
I'Homme les principes et les objectifs de ce
Code.

Cette adgptation aux rédités se retrouve
également dans la procédure adoptée par la
FIFSP pour traiter de la protection des po-
liciers en temps de guerre et d'occupation du
territoire national .

Les drames dont ont é&é victimes de trop
nombreux policiers dans tous les pays belli-
gérants et occupés au cours, e méme apres
le dernier conflit mondial, ont fait apparaitre
la nécessité d'une éude des conditions d'appli-
cation des Conventions de Genéve de 1949 a
cette catégorie de fonctionnaires. Ce sujet,
plus que tout autre, éant strictement parti-
culier aux policiers, il fut traité directement
avec les organismes compétents et en coopé
ration avec les autres associations de policiers
qui ont manifesté leur intérét pour la ques
tion.

C'est donc en liaison éroite avec le Comité
International de la Croix-Rouge, et avec le con-
cours de juristes spécialists, que le Secrétar
riat général de la FIFSP a éaboré un projet
de « Déclaration interpréative » de la Con-
vention de Genéve de 1949.

Magré son incontestable vaeur juridique
doctrindle, ce projet ne peut avoir deffets
que dans la mesure ou les sgnaares de la
Convention auront bien voulu accepter cette
interprétation  particuliére.  C'est  pourquoi,
apres que I'Assemblée générde de la Croix-
Rouge, lors de saréunion aNew-Delhi, ait
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figurent pas sur
Brazzaville), Hamat Nahor (Tchad), Torroba (Espagne), Minlo Medjo (Cameroun).

Aprés ce survol des activités de la FIFSR,
on peut constater que les méthodes de travail,
les moyens mis en oaivre, dépendent pour
une grande part d'une action collective coor-
donnée e centradisfe au Secréariat générd
de I'organisation.

Le fractionnement du programme entre les
groupes de travail ou la CIEPC, leur laisse une
assez large autonomie des études. Néanmoins,
la liaison assurée par le Secrétariat général,
& les rgpports présentés chague anée a la
session du Comité permettent de vérifier s les
travaux évoluent bien dans les limites du pro-
gramme e dé maniére & atteindre leur ob-
jectif commun dansles conditions prévues.

La documentation, la diffusion des enquétes,
sont généralement assurées par le Secrétariat
général qui centralise égaement I'administra-
tion de la fédération ains que l'information
intérieure et extérieure.

En se réunissant deux fois par an, le Bureau
est l'organe le mieux placé et le plus compé-
tent pour suivre ces problémes. Pratiquement,
il assume la responsabilité de I'administration,
sauf en ce qui concerne les comptes de tréso-
rerie soumis au contrdle de la Commisson
dadministration et des finances élue par le
Comité. Quant a celui-ci, il consacre plus par-
ticulierement ses réunions a Il'éude & a la
discussion des différents points du programme
de travail en cours, qui lui sont soumis sous
forme de rapports par les rapporteurs géné
raux directeurs des groupes de travail.

Les méthodes de travail qui viennent d'ére
esquissées, nécessitent un grand effort dans le
domaine des liasons e de linformation, ce
qui constitue une lourde charge pour le secré-
tariat général. En 1964, on a distribué un peu



plus de 3.000 lettres particuliéres, des notes tri-
mestrielles dinformation a tous les adhérents
et de nombreuses circulaires particuliéres aux
membres du Comité et aux membres du Bu-
reau; la publication de la revue bilingue, bi-
mestrielle, I'édition des deux numéros spéciaux
de cette revue, la diffuson interne des rap-
ports sur la réunion du Comité a Yaounde
(Cameroun) de décembre 1963, et cdle des
rapports présentés au Congrés de Berlin (sep-
tembre 1964) ont été le prix de cette liaison et
de cette information.

Du point de vue extérieur, cest la revue
« Chroniques Internationales de Police - Inter-
national Police Chronicle » et ses numéros
supplémentaires spéciaux, qui congituent le
meilleur véhicule des idées et des travaux de
laFIFSP.

Il convient de remarquer que cette revue
n'est pas gérée ni éditée par la FIFSP qui,
étant organisation sans but lucratif, ne peut
faire des actes de commerce. Toutefois, ele est
seule responsable et directrice de toute la
partie rédactionnelle.

C'est une sociéé anonyme indépendante de
l'association qui assume les charges de la
gestion et de I'édition, dans les régles profes-
sionnelles, fiscales et commerciales fixées par
la Iégidation francaise sur la presse, dont les
garanties lui sont dailleurs acquises. De plus,
elle et adhérente au Syndicat national de la
presse périodique et technique membre de la
Fédération nationale de la Presse frangaise.

A I'épogue de la fondation de I'organisation,
en 1950, son organe de presse était « La Tribu-
ne du Commissaire de Police », revue de |'as-
socigtion frangaise, mais en 1953, I'extenson
de la FIFSP fit apparaitre la nécessité d'une
revue qui lui soit propre et dun caractére
plus international, donc bilingue (francais -
anglais). Titrée « Revue Moderne de la Poli-
ce », puis « Chroniques Internationales de Po-
lice - International Police Chronicle » en 1959,

elle est publiée non seulement en francais et
en anglais, mais souvent il sy goute la tra-
duction espagnole ou alemande, ce qui porte
parfois & quatre les versions des mémes arti-
cles et communications.

Un tel effort dadgptation aux exigences
dune diffusion internationale n'a pas manqué
de porter ses fruits En effet, la revue et
actuellement lue dans soixante-six pays d'Afri-
que, des deux Amériques, d'Asie, d'Europe
de I'Ouest et de I'Est, et du Pacifigue Nord et
Sud. Les articles, les rapports, les éudes, les
conclusons des congrées quele publie, sont
réguliérement cités dans les bibliographies des
organisations  internationales,  gouvernementa-
les ou non gouvernementales, ains que dans
des rapports et des publications officielles ou
méme les travaux |égidatifs de certains pays.

Pour une association du genre de la FIFSP il
est extrémement difficile de mesurer avec exac-
titude l'ampleur et la valeur objective des
résultats acquis, mais il lui est permis de les
considérer comme étant positifs lorsquils lui
apportent la preuve de l'utilité de sa propre
existence, de ses activités et de ses objectifs
particuliers.

Les difficultés semées sur son chemin, la
modestie de ses moyens matériels, ont conduit
la FIFSP a adopter des structures et des mé-
thodes de travail qui mettent a I'épreuve la
volonté des hommes doeuvrer au-deld des
limites de leurs activités quotidiennes. Ceux-la
ont d0 se prouver que, par-dessus les barrié-
res des langues, de la Géographie et de I'His-
toire, il était possible de coopérer au dévelop-
pement des doctrines professionnelles et d'éta-
blir ainsi les relations humaines et pacifiques
auxquelles aspirent les peuples.

Et pour ceux qui y sont parvenus, de toutes
leurs satisfactions, celle-la n'est pas lamoindre.

New Member

Malta became the 118th Mem-
ber State of Unesco and Portugal
the 119th Member State on 10
February and 11 March respecti-
vely. Meanwhile, on 12 Febru-
ary, Indonesia announced its
intention of withdrawing from
the Organization. (Under the
terms of Unesco's Constitution,
the withdrawa does not take
effect until 31 December 1966.)

New Regional Centre

A Regional Centre for Science
and Technology for Africa was
opened in pril a Nairobi,

enya, the first of a network of
such centres planned to serve
the major developing regions.
Director of the Nairobi centre
is Alain Gille, who has served
for five years at Unesco head-
quarters in Paris as science offi-
cer for Africa. Deputy Director
is. Dr. Lawrence Olu Ibukun,
Nigerian physicist and a lectu-
rer in electronics at the Univer-
sity of Ibadan.

One of the centrés basc
tasks will be the holding of con-
ferences, symposia, seminars and
training courses. For example,
in cooperation with the Inter-
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national Union of Geodesy and
Geophysics it organized a meet-
ing of experts in geophysics in
April to plan an international
multi-disciplinary study of the
East African Rift System. It is
also collaborating with the Or-
ganization of African  Unity,
FAO and the International Union
for Conservation of Nature and
Naturel Resources in efforts to
protect African wildlife.

NGO Group

The Internationa Committee
on Youth, established by Unesco
as an advisory organ, held its
first meeting in Paris in May
and urged the Organization to
undertake a vastly expanded
programme of youth activities in
1967-68. It approved Unesco's
plans to set up youth centres in
developing countries for docu-
mentation, research, informa-
tion and leadership training, but
also called for more direct ac-
tion to hep solve the urgent
problems facing advanced and
developing areas alike.

In the field of long-term vo-
luntary service, the Committee
asked Unesco to offer clearing
house services to the 250 exist-
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and Cultural Organization

ing organizetions which now

young volunteer techni-
cdans to the deveoping coun-
tries.

Executive Board

The Unesco Executive Board,
which held its 70th session from
26 April to 19 Ma%/ in Paris, ap-
proved the dates of 8 to 19 Sep-
tember for the World Congress
of Ministers of Education on the
Eradication of Illiteracy. The
congress will meet in Teheran
at the invitation of the lIranian
government.

The Board also adopted a re-
solution concerning the conse-
guences of the entry of Portugal
into Unesco. The resolution
asks the Director-Genera to
carry out, with the authoriza-
tion of the Portuguese govern-
ment, an on-the-spot study of
the present status of education
in African territories under Por-
tuguese rule. The resolution

s the Director-General not to
give effect, until the results of
the study have been examined
by the Board, to invitations to
Portugal following decisions by
the Central Conference or the
Executive Board.

Participation of Non-governmental
Organizationsin the work
of UNHCR

As mentioned in our previous
Report, the Non-governmental
Organizations play a major role
in most of the activities of UN
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partners for the mgjority of the
projects put into effect for assis-
tance to refugees.

One of the outstanding, exam-
ples of joint action is the Kivu-
Tanzania airlift  operation in
Africa, carried out under the
auspices of UNHCR, together
with the Lutheran World Fede-
ration/Tanganyika Christian Re-
fugee Service, and the govern-
mental authorities of Tanzania,
for the resettlement of Rwandese
refugees from the Kivu Province
of the Congo in the Mwesi High-
lands of Tanzania. The flights,
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which were halted at the end
of December 1964 at the reguest
of the Government of Tanzania,
were resumed in May this year,
and a further 1,700 Rwandese
refugees were airlifted to Mwes.
This number, together with
those previous!ig moved, brings
the total number of refugees
transported there to 3,000. The
Lutheran World Federation and
its local agency, the Tanganyika
Christian Refugee Service, act-
ing as operational partner for
UNHCR, have undertaken the
settlement  of this group in
Mwes and is carrying out
projects whereby the refugees
are provided with propriate
shelter, food and other basic
necessities for their livelihood.
Furthermore, land will be clear-

for the refugees to grow
their own crops in order to
become  sdf-supporting. The
settlement of the refu?ees was
progressing satisfactorily, when
the tragic death of Mr. Jorgen
Norredam, the Lutheran World
Federation co-ordinator a Mwe-
si, occurred in an air crash on
26 February.

The Executive 'Committee, ai
its Thirteenth Session, after hav-
ing reviewed the 1965 Program-
me submitted to it by the High
Commissioner, gpproved a revis-
ed financial target for that pro-

ranme in an amount of

3,500,000 to meet the require-
ments of his Office in the field
of material assistance.

The UNHCR programme
which forms only part of the to-
tal assistance provided for refu-
gees by governments and other
organizations, ain  includes
considerable  allocations  for
African refugees and European
refugees and also provides for
assistance to Cuba, Chinese and

Tibetan refugee children in Nepal, consuming their issue of milk.
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Tibetan  refu The most
acute problems facing the Office
continued to be those in Africa,
where programmes are at pre-
sent in course of implementa
tion, particulary for the Rwan-
dese refugees in Burundi, the
Kivu Provinces of the Democra-
tic Republic of the Congo, Tan-
zania and Uganda, for refugees
from Mozambique in Tanzania
and refugees from Portuguese
Guineain Senegd .

More details concerning the
assistance given to these various
groups of refugees may be found
In the Report on the Thirteenth
Session the Executive Com-
mittee (Document A/AC.96/291)
and in documents issued in con-
nection with that session.

I nter national protection
of refugees
1951 Convention relating
to the Status of Refugees

As at 30 June 1965, 47 States
were parties to the 1951 Conven-
tion, whose importance is mark-
ed not only by further acces
sions, but aso by the fact that
severa  non-confracting  States
are using its principles as a
basis for the treatment of refu-

Other relevant Conventions

During the period under
review, Sweden and Uganda
have ratified the Convention
relating to the status of stateless
persons.

Since 1 January 1965, Niger
and Portugal have become par-
ties to the Convention on the,
Recovery of Maintenance Obligar
tions, which is indirectly of in-
terest to refugees, thus bringing
the total number of accessions
to 27. At the meeting of the
Council of Ministers of the Or-
ganisation of African Unity in
Nairobi in February 1965, the
text of a draft Convention relat-
ing to refugees in Africa and
prepared by the Refugee Com-
misson was examined. The
Council decided to convene a
Committee of Legal Advisers of
the Members of the Commission
to agree on afinal draft, taking

into consideration the comments
which had been requested from
Member States. At that meeting,
a resolution was adopted ex-
pressing gratitude to UNHCR
and to the Voluntary Agencies
for the assistance being given by
them to African refugees.

New Aliens Legislation

The position of refugees has
aso been improved under natio-
nal legidation, as for exemple,
in the new aliens legislation in
the Federa Republic of Germa-
ny, the Netherlands and Yugo-
davia

A Colloguium, organised
the Carl Oﬁe Endown?mt for Itr)%f
ternational Peace, with the sup-
port of the Swiss Government,
took place in Italy during April
1965, and was attended by pro-
minent jurists from many " coun-
tries. This dealt, inter alia, with
the present limitations of the
persona scope of the 1951 Con-
vention possible measures
whereby the Convention might
be liberdised and adapted to
new refugee situations.

Indemnification Fund

On the basis of an agreement
concluded between UNHGR and
the Federa German Government
in 1960, an amount of over S 12
million was put at the disposal
of the Office of the High Com-
missioner for the purpose of
providing assistance to refugees
who had suffered persecution
by reason of their nationality.
As of 30 June 1965, S 12.7 mil-
lion had been paid out to 12,232
applicants, of which sum nearly
$ 7 million was pad out in
December 1964, comprising fi-
nal payments.
Public Infor mation

A vigorous campaign for the
sale of the second UNHCR re-
cord « International Piano Festi-
val » was organised by the Da
nish Refugee Council in March
with assisance from UNHCR.
The sdles of this record which
have been steadily progressing
in many European countries
and in Japan, now total nearly
140,000. Sixteen countries have,
so far, agreed to waive import
duties and taxes.

Re-
presentatives from 60 countries
attended, as wel as obsavers
from the UN specialized agencies
and individual scientists asso-
ciated with the development of
the project.

The primary concern of the
city would be to assist the de-
veloping countries to improve
their systems of education and
occupational training by using
modern methods of audio-visual
communication. An  11-member
Bureau was formed, together
with a scientific advisory panel.
Surveys are to be made of edu-

cational and training require-
ments in selected territories,
and inventories of types of

equipment in use are to be

drawn up.

Professor Constan-
tine Kitsikis, who was respon-
sible for the idea, is to lay its
cornerstone  this autumn; it
should be ready next year, and
there is provision for a secre-
tariat, council chamber, "work-
rooms, lecture rooms and con-
cert hall. , The Council of Eu-
rope has given its approva for
the scheme.

If in-
troduced, the  International
Baccalauréat, as it will be call-
ed, would enable a student who
qualified to pursue his courses

at any foreign university. The
project is being developed by
the Oxford University Institute
of Education ; the newly-formed
International Schools Examina-
tion Syndicate in Geneva, and
Atlantic College, the internation-
al school for seniors in "Wales.
A £ 30,000 grant is being made
by the American Twentieth
Century Fund.

Fondetion Dunaut : Lors de la

The trade union secre-
tariat would establish relations
with the governmental Com-
monwealth Secretariat, and
would co-ordinate the activities
of unions which in various
ways assist growing organiza-
tions in the Commonweal th.

Journadisme  catholique Phi-
sieurs Directeurs d'Ecoles de
journalisme assistaient au con-
gres de [I'Union internationale
de la presse catholique. Us ont
étudié la possibilite de créer
une Fédération des écoles ca
tholiques de journalisme (Fed-
eration of Catholic schools of

Clean air : Following the Eu-
ropean Conference on Air Pol-
lution organized by the Council
of Europe last summer in Stras-
bourg some 35 recommenda
tions on methods and subjects
of research, the drafting of anti-
pollution laws, and the ex-
change of information are being
considered by the Council of
Europe Committee of Ministers.
The conference also called for
the creation of an International
Bureau for centralizing infor-
mation on air pollution (Bureau
international pour la centrali-
sation de linformation sur la
pollution de I'air). Professor
Edmond. Leclerc, University of
Liege, suggested that each na-
tion might begin by selecting
an economic expert to join a
working party under the aus
pices of a European council.

Middle Esst Roads : A Pre
paratory Committee is working
this year in Beirut, under the
auspices of the Lebanese Gov-
ernment, on the possbility of
establishing a Middle East In-
ternational  Road Centre (Cen-
tre international de développe-
ment routier du Moyen-Orient).
The purpose of the Centre is to
provide joint facilities for road
development and research for
countries in the middle East
area, and to co-ordinate efforts
to establish an international
road network linking the Euro-
pean, Asian and African high-
way systems.

Arab paliamentarians : At a
meeting in Cairo on 21 June
1965 a group of Arab palia
mentarians adopted a charter
for the formation of an Arab
Parliamentary Federation (Fé-
dération parlementaire arabe).
The Federation would am at
developing persona  relations
between members of Arab par-
liaments.

Inter-American payments :  Pri-
vate bankers in Latin America
have put forward proposals for
a regional clearing house and
an Inter-American Bank of Pay-
ments and Acceptances (Centre
régional de compensation; ban-
que inter-américaine de paie-
ments et d'encaissements) to act
as a balancing agent for mutual
trade and replace the present
system of baancing dollar de-
posits in New York. The Cen-
tre for Latin American Mone-
tary Studies in Mexico City is
supporting the scheme.

Information africaine : Le co-
mité exécutif de I'Union des
agences dinformation africaine,
réunie a Rabat en octobre 1964,
a mis au point un projet
dAgence panafricaine dinfor-
mation  (Pan-African  informa-
tion agency).

African defence : A resolution
was unanimously adopted at a
session in Freetown, Siera
Leone, in February 1965 of the
Organization for African « Unity
Defence Commission proposing
the establishment of an African
Defence  Organization  (Organi-
sation africaine de défense),
with member states of OAU al-
locating one or more units to
the force. Units would stay in
their respective countries, ready
for any operations determined
by the OAU Council of Minis
ters and agreed by the states
concerned.

Town planners : A proposal to
set up an International Associa-
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tion of Town Planners (Asso-
ciation internationale des urba-
nistes) has been put forward by
Mr. Van Embden. The Execu-
tive Committee of the Inter-
national Union of Architects has
urged that proliferation of orga-
nizations, which could lead to
regrettable confusion, should be
avoided, and has suggested that
town planners who have been
trained under differing systems
could well get together within
the framework of either the
I nternational Federation  for
Housing and Planning or the
International  Union of  Archi-
tects.

Mapping Africa : At a confer-
ence in AddisAbaba in July
1965 it was decided that Afri-
can countries should set up a
joint centre for specialized ser-
vices in mapping and survey-
ing (Centre commun africain
de cartographie et cadastre).

among the goals of the Alliance
for Progress tenyear pro-
granme for the region's eco-
nomic and social development.

European transport : A pro-
posd to establish a European
Transport Institute (Institut eu-
ropéen de I'économie des trans
ports) was put forward by
Mr. Louis Armand at the close
of a five-day international sym-
posum organized by the Eu-
ropean Conference of Ministers
of Transport.

Informations médicales : Un Cen-
tre européen dinformations mé-
dicaes (European Centre for
Medical Information) est pro-
jeté par les associations de mé
decins de [I'Allemagne (Rép.
féd.), qui ont pris contact a ce
sujet avec les associations de
praticiens des autres pays d'Eu-
rope.

Dr. Serge Korff, Professor of
Physcs in New York Univer-
sity, said its purpose was to
provide adequate financial sup-
port for an information clear-
ing house for coordinating
scientific  ventures everywhere
as wel as larger endowments
for private expeditions and the
development of a youth educa
tional programme.

Research  (Association inter-
nationale de recherche sur la
pollution de I'eau) by the time
the 3rd conference meets in
Munich in 1966.

Caibbean women : Women
trade unionists from 17 territo-
ries in the Caribbean area at-
tended a seminar in Barbados
sponsored by the Caribbean
Congress of Labour from 4 to
15 April 1965. Participants de-
cided that a Caribbean Council
of Women Trade Unionists
(Consell caralbe des femmes
syndicalistes) should be set up,
and the different trade union
organizations in the area are to
be asked to ratify its Constitu-
tion.

Architecture industrialisée: Au

congrés de Luxembourg, fin oc-
tobre 1964, sur les progrés dans
I'industrie de la construction en
acier, organis¢ par la Commu-
nauté européenne du charbon et
de l'acier, M. Pierre Vago, se-
crétaire général de I'Union in-
ternationale des architectes, a
propose la création d'un Institut

européen de recherche d'archi-
tecture industrialisée (Europe-
an Institute of Research on In-
dustrial Architecture) qui, en
liaison avec les organisations
existantes, aurait pour mission

Caribbean nutrition : The es-
tablishment of a Caribbean Nu-
trition Centre (Centre de nutri-
tion pour les Caraibes) to study,
co-ordinate, strengthen and ex-
pand nutrition programmes in
the area was the main recom-
mendation of the Standing Ad-
visory Committee on Food and
Nutrition at its second meeting
in San Juan, Puerto Rico, in
October 1964. It was proposed
that the Centre should be set
up jointly by FAO, WHO and
UNICEF and maintained from
international and trust funds
for an initiad period, after
which the Centre would be fi-
nanced by the Governments for
which it \vorks.
