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Aims: As a world association of writers, editors and translators in all branches and classes of literature, belles lettres, poetry, drama, fiction, history,
biography, science, translation and philosophy, promote and maintain friendship and intellectual cooperation among men of letters in all countries in
the interests of literature, freedom of expression and international goodwill; enable the unhampered transmission of thought within and among
nations. PEN is not concerned with state or party politics and must not be used to serve their interests. Its Charter affirms that literature should remain
common currency in spite of political or international upheavals and that works of art are the property of humanity at large.
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
