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Ithough religious scholars indicate that Allah has three thousand names - one thousand known only by angels, one thousand known only by prophets,
300 in the Torah, 300 in Zabar (Psalms of David), 300 in the New Testament and 99 in the Quran together with one known only to Allah but hidden in the
Quran - the 99 names in the Quran are said to be Allah's alone.
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
