This chart shows how the international association meetings of Type A held in 2021 are spread over the continents.*
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* The data in this report are drawn from the UIA database, the source of the International Congress Calendar and the
Yearbook of International Organizations.

Caveat: The number of meetings in the database for the year just past will, on average, increase by about 11% over the
next year, by about 34% over the following five years, and by about 37% over the following seven years.
